Lumber is
being hauled on portions of the proposed
line of James O'iJrien's irrigation ditch
Out taps the Yuba river near Timbuctoo.
Itis said that Mr.O'Brien proposes tolet
the building of the ditches and necessary
(lunies out by contract. His intention for
the present is to ditch only to his own
filace or to Kiley Lane's. He will also
build a dam at whatis known as his sheep-
ranch, and there store the water necessary
for spring and summer use. The contracts
jor building the ditch and Humes have not
been let yet, but a gentleman conversant
with most of O'Brien's plans, informed
an Appeal reporter yesterday that they
would shortly be given out." The tunnel
at the head of the ditch, through which
the water comes just after tappingthe river,
has been worked through, but is yet ina
rough state. Itis 200 feet in length, and of
more than enough capacity to carry the
water which O'Brien has claimed for his
individual enterprise. He will not take
out at first all that he ha3claimed, because
the demand is not sufficient. This enter-
prise must prove of much benefit to the
country on the south side of the river,
which can be made far more productive by
the aid of irrigation.

A Steam Excavator.— A steam ezca-
va'.or, belonging tothe San Francisco Bridge
Company, says the San Francisco Coll, is
daily removing 1,200 cubic yards of earth
and rock from the hillbetween Spreckels'
sugar refinery and Railroad aveuue, at the
Potrero. The ds-bris removed is being
used to tillRailroad avenue across Central
Basin to form a roadbed for the proposed
cable road on that thoroughfare. The ex-
cavator, which does as much work in one
d:iy as could be performed by 300 men, has
already taken out over 250.000 cubic yards
of m iterial, and still has 20,000 cubic yards
to retnore. A test of the machine* was
made some time ago, and it succeeded in
removing 1,505 cubic yards in eight hours
and fifteen mintiles, performing the work
of about 500 men in the same time. Blast-
ing btillcontinues on the side of the hill,
and at 6 o'clock last evening a large blast
of 500 pounds of powder was exploded,
faring a huge rent in the face of the hill
and shaking the houses for many blocks
around.
