THE GRAND JURY,

IT FINISHES ITS LABORS AND
FILES ITS REPORT.

A Document Lingering on the Bliss-
ful Banks of Uncertainty aad
Signally Failing to Materialize.

To the h’murabit Superior Court, County of Sac-
ramento, Siate of California: On Wednesday, Oc-
tober 12, 1887, the Grand Jury was called, but
the list being exhausted the jury drawn and ac-
cepted, the Court excused them uniil Thursday
morning at 10 o'clock. On Thursday afternoon,
the jury being complete, they were sworna in,
and Myron Smith was appointed Foremw.n by
his Honer, W. C. Van Fleet, Superior Judge,
and after listening to the instructions of his
Honor, proceeded to the jury-room and com-

PUBLIC BUILDINGS AND PRISONS,

On Friday, October 14th, the Grand Jury vis-
ited the County Jail and Couri-house. We found
neatness and corder everywhere maintained,
and a thorough system of management by the
officers in charge of their respective depart-
ments.

We also visited the City Prison. As to the
general management of the same heard no
complaints. We found the prison in as good &
condition as eircumstances will allow, on ac-
count of the place and premises as now located.

THE COUNTY HOSPITAL,

On Saturday, October 15, 1887, we visited the
County Hospital, and were received by Super-
intendent G. A. White. We arrived unheralded
near the dinner hour, and had an oinpurtumt.y
to see the iamates at the table. Judging from
the quality and quantity of the food provided
for them there should be no complaint, in fact,
many families of the laboring class, in both
city and county, are no: o weli provided for as
our county poor. There are nine large wards
in the hospital for the patients and indigents,
seven for males and two for females, all of
which we visited and thoroughly examined,
and found to be clean and kept in a neat man-
ner. A new porch-floor has been laid around the
lower wards, and all the perches of the hospital,
as well as the ante-rooms of the wards, have
been newly painted this summer at no cost to

| the eounty, except for materials, the work be- |

ing done by hospital labor. Ancther and
much-needed improvement recently made isa
cement floor in the cellar. The store-room,
milk-room and butcher-shop have been rebuilt
ou this cement floor, and now

APPEAR NEAT AND TIDY,

A great improvement over the old condition of
things, wherein rat holes, rotten floors and bad
edors were the rule. The cost for laying said
floor was £128 70. There was no cost except for
lumber and material for reconstruction of store-
rooms, ete. The out-buildings are in a good
state of preservation.

The pest-house, which some of us visited,
was tound to have been repaired and newly
paiute 1 with metallic paint. The Shone Pneu-
matic system of drainage being in use at the
Hospital continues to do its work perfectly. The
drainage from the building is kept upon the
county farm and can, by proper care, be mac
profitable as a fertilizing ‘agent and for irriga-

{ tion.

SOME STATISTICS

We inqufred after the manner of recelving
supplies and keeping accounts and find that the
steward receives and weighs groceries, meats,
bread and keeps account of same, while Super-
intendent White makes freauent inspections of
all supplies and condemns and returns such ar-
ticles as are not furnished according to contract.
The supplies on hand were examined and found
of g(mv{ quality, and gave little room for criti-
cism. Sacramento county has a hospital of
which our citizens should be justly proud. It
should be well equipped and intelligently man-
aged in order to satisty

THE CHARITABLE INSTINCTS
Of our enlightened people in the disbursements
of the hospital fund. As in all public funds,
careful economy but not parsimony should be
the rule. We are informed that no material re-
duction in the hospital expense can be made
without erippling the usefulness of the institu-
tion, and we are not prepared to gainsay it,
though something might be done by refusing

{ when possible, to admit to its privileges non-

residents of the county. There are now in the

{ hospital patients belonging not only to other

counties but haiiing from other States and Ter-
ritories. We would call the attention of the
Hospital Committee to this matter. It is a
great pleasure to us to say on leaving the hos-
vital we were of the opinion that it was heing
well managed, and, so far as we could judge,
Dr. White, the Superintendent and Phjs
was the right man in the right place.
Y CORRUPTIONS.
Upon the charge of jury corruption we have
examined many witnesses and investigated as
fully as possible. We find that the Board of
Supervisors have not exercised due care in
making out jury lists, nor have they made out
lists as required by law. Each Supervisor makes
a list aud files the same in the County Clerk’s
office, and their several lists constitute tone jury
list. These several lists were ot examined and
passed upon as & whole by the Board, nor were
the names placed upon their minutes “or dupli-
cate co kept by any member of the Board of
Supervisors. We find on the list a number of
names of exempt firemen and others exempt
from jury duty, this causing much unnecessary
expense. In the lists we have examined

WE FIND MANY E S,
As follows: Names scratched out and others
interlined. The names of some men appear from
year to vear on the jury lists for at least three
vears past. This, we think, has given cause to
tuspicion and distrust of the jury sys-
tem. In view of this fact, we earn-
estly request the Board of Supervisors to
2xercise the greatest care in making out the

jury lists as contemplated by the law; to enter
names on the minute book, or retain a duplicate
copy. In the multiplicity of evidence taken
upon the charges of jury-fixing, there is not
such evidence as to warrant us in making any
direct or positive charge or charges, yet it is
quite sufficient and of such nature as to excite
or create in our minds very strongsuspicion that
the. e has been in the County Clerk’s office
improper manipulating or aiding in fixing j
ries. This office is one of great trust and very
important, and should be maintained above
suspicion ; hence, to that end, no one should he
pilaced in a responsible position or retained in
this office whose oft

and untarnished. We therefore earnestly r
the County Clerk, believing it to be in his
est and to the interest of the Court, bar
ral public, to remove immediately
y upon whom suspicion may rest, an:

We therefore would
recommend to the Board of Supervisors that be-
fore the next general election taey have made a
Register in the most approved style, for accom-
modation and accuracy.
CRIMINAL CASEs.

OFF.CERS’ BOOKS AND ACCOUNTS,

The Grand Jury examined the books of the
County Cierk, County Auditor and Recorder,
County Treasurer, Sheriff, Assessor, County
Superintendent of Schools, Publiec Administra-
tor aud District Attorney, and found them kept
in a neat and business-like manner, and were
much pleased with the simplicity of the differ-
cnt systems now iu use in these offices, and were
much gratified with the perfect uniformiry ex-
isting between them, thus rendering,we believe,
the experting of these offices a comparatively
easy task.

COUNTY LICENSE COLLECTOR.

This office we find is closely allied financially
to the oftices of Couanty Auditor and County
Treasurer—receiving all its license blanks from
the Auditor and paying all its reccipts to the
Treasurer. You can at a glance detenuine the
amount of business done, net ouly from the
oftice itself, but from the County Treasurer or
County Auditor. Thus again are we reminded
of the completeness of the system, which is
alike commendable to all concerned.

SUPERINTENDENT OF POBLIC SCHOOLS.

We visited this gentleman in his office and
were pleasavtly received by him and who
cheerfully laid before us the book in use in his
department and were given by him all the in-
formation in his sxmver as to the workings in his
office, which we highly commend.

PURLIC ADMINISTRATOR.

We examined the books of the Public Admin-
istrator and can cordially say that it is some-
thing that is a credit to that branch of the
county government. In cases that come under
his control by looking into the book you can see
at once how much each deceased estate isval-
ued at, both in personal and real property, also
the disbursements, and to whom paid and what
for.

THE COUNTY CORONER.

The book shown us in thisoflice is kept in
good shape, showing all deaths on which in-
quests are held, cause of dcnhx, lace of same,
disposition of remasins, etc.; all expenses of
conducting the same being shown.

THE DISTRICT ATTORNEY,

In this cflice the books show amount of delin-
guent taxes; also, when collected and amount*
also to whom paid; for which he holds receipls.

CITY SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC SCHOOLS,

This office is conveniently located and com-
modious and well regulated and neat. Al
clerical work is done neatly and in a business-
like msoner. The only money received is
from non-resident pupils, which is paid into
the City Treasury.

CLERK OF THE WATER-WORKS,

A careful investigation ot this office shows
that for years preceding the beginning of the
present fiscal year, 1887, the books and affairs of
this department have been kept in a very loose
and uasatisfactory manner, to say the {east, to
the great detriment and heavy financial loss to
the city. Such an extremely loose and un-
checked system has prevailed that the office has
afforded an unrestricted avenue for pec ion
by unserupulous clerks, though manipula-
ted in such & manner that some were
passed upon as being “ correct,” etc. From in-

:Eection it was impessible to form any idea of
e amount of revenue the city should have re-
ceived frem the sale of water until after the

Clerk had made his final report, a situation to
be greatly deplored. At the beginning of the
present term, 1887, the situstion has been com-
pletely chan, , and in such a manner and sys-
tem as to reflect great credit upon the present
administration of the city government, as well
as to the present Clerk, V. J. Gregory, in reor-
ganizing and regulating the details of this de-
partment, so that it at present forms an absolute
check upon all parties concerned in either the
manipulation of the city finances in that de-
partment, or in the use of city water. Full and
accurate accounts are kept with each party us-
ing the city water, same are posted (stubs) daily,
showing the rate, time and amount paid, with
number and series of receipt given, while all
cash transactions are balanced daily. The sys-
tem is complete and satisfactory, and gives full
protection to the city and water-takers alike,
while it is so systematically arranged that it
will afford anyone the means of knowing what
the city’s refources from the sale of water
should be betore the beginning of the fiscal year,
and in a few moments’ inspection. The result
dewmonstrates the fact that this year's revenue
from the sale of water will exceéd that of last
year by fully $20,000, a remarkable and most
satisfactory showing, with sure evidence of &
greater increase the coming year. If all de

partments of the city would show a correpond-
log proportion of improvement, the result

would prove that our city has ample resources
wherewith to manipulate public affairs, and en-
courage necessary improvements without caus-
Ing our citizens to look upon them as a burden.

CITY AUDITOR.

Iu this office we can say but little, and thatis,
that so far as we saw and could judge it

was carried on and the business attended to in
a satisfactory manner,

CITY COLLECTOR.

_ In this office, for the amount of business done,
it has less beoksthan any other we have visited,
aud they are kept in a very neat and business-
like manner, and have no fault to find in any
way in regard to the management or running of
this office. 1t is noticeable that very few ac-
counts are not paid up to January, 1888, and we
cannot but think it commendable.

COUNTY ROADS,
WHEREAS, As by reasoz of our long dry seasons
and the great amount of travel upon the publie
highways of this county, and particularly upon
all roads leading to and from Sacramento, sueh
highways during the summer months become
exceedingly dusty and cut up, thereby entail-
ing considerable expense upon the county to
keep said highways in repair, and therefore, in
our judgment, it would be a matter of putlic
economy and benefit to have said roads sprin-
klea during the summer months. Therefore,
we, the Grand Jury, hereby recommend that
the Board of Supervisors of this country pro-
vide such fund or means whereby the main
roads and thoroughfares leading to and from
the city a distance of about ten miles may be
sprinkled during the summer months.

LEVEES.

We, the Grand Jury, as a body thoroughly ex-
amined the levees, making a complete tour of
the city. In our investigations we found the
levees in a general good condition: but for the
future safety of the city we recommend a small
tax be levied annually for strengthening them,
We believe the levees should be wide cnough
on top for a roadway, so that they could be
more carefully watched.
DRAINAGE CANAL.

We found the drainage canal on Twenty-first
and Y streets, and from Eighteenth and R
streets, to be the receptacle of all the garbage
and filth of the neighborhood, making it not
only offensive to the senses, but obnoxious and
injurious to the health, and we recommend that
they be covered. The city drainage canal not
having sufficient fall, is a nuisance, and should
be abated, and we recommend that the city
make arrangements to pump the sewage into
the Sacramemo river.
CITY AND COUNTY LICENSES.

It being a well-known and indisputeble fact
that much crime arises and is fostered by per- |
mitting the sale of intoxicating liquors in !
houses of ill fame and other disreputable places,
we, the Grand Jury, recommend to the Board of
Supervisors and to the Board of Trustees of this
city that the existing ordinances be so amended
as to prevent in future the issuance of any li-
cense to sell intoxicating drinks in such places
within the limits of Sacramento county and
city.

CITY POLICE,

Upon the streets and in the daily papers of
this city frequent and numerous charges have
been made against the management of the Po-
lice Department. The charges are too numer-
ous to mention, and it true, the department is
not only demoralized, but also miserably cor-
rupt. When the good citizens are called upon
to come before this body and aid us in investi-
gating such charges we find but little disposi-
tion on their part to do so. While we may feel
that many of the charges are well-founded, vet
we have not been able to obtain evidence to
warrant us in saying positively that they are
true. Evidence has been given before us that
Chinese gamblers and others of like ilk have
acknowledged paying a monthly stipend for the
privilege of plying their artful voeation, but to
whom paid we have not been able to ascertain.
We are morally certain that

THE LAW IS DAILY VIOLATED

By the running of certain unlawful games; that
during the State Fair there was the most open
and notorious violation of law by the running
of every conceivable game known to the fra-
ternity. We are morally certain that lottery
tickets are sold in certain cigar stores and upon
the streets, yet the police say: ‘“Of myown
knowledge I know nothing of such things ex-
istivg.”

The Chief of Police is responsible for his sub-
ordinates, and, in view of many facts before us,
we cannot bestow praise upon him for not fer-
reting out such violation of the law. We would
recommend that the rule regulating the police
force—as to congregating in saloons, houses of
prostitution, ete.—be most strictly enforced.
We would ulso recommend that the Chief of
Police, in view of his oath of ofiice, do his duty,
his whole daty. Then will the press and the
people cheerfully sustain him,

CITY FIRE DEPARTMENT,

The proper management of this department
of the cily of Sacramento is a matter of the ut-
most importance. Its efficiency and its free-
dom from all influences which ‘may impair in-
dependence and usefulness should be gunarded
with constant vigilance. In the law establish-
ing the depariment particular pains were taken
to separate it from the possibility of being made
use of to advance political or personal ends, or
to proscribe or reward any person on account of
personal or political motives. This law requires
that before entering upon the discharge of the
duties of his oflice, each Commissioner ap-
pointed or elected uuder the the provisions of
this Act, shall take an oath of office. and shall
also take a solemn oarh or aflirmation that he
will neither appoint nor remove an officer or
member of the Fire Department, constituted by
this Act

BY REASON OF POLITICS,
But solely on account of fitness or unfitness,
each of said oaths to be In writing and to be
filed with the City Auditor.
This oath is the fundamental principle of this
Iaw, and upen 1ts_faiihful observance depends
the vaiue of the Fire Department as a separate
institution of the government of the eity. From
an investigation of the management of its af-
fairs, amoung other things calling for censure,
there appears recently to have been upon the

The Fire Department of the city is ia a badls
demoralized condition. This important branch
of the public service has not been condueted
upon ordinary business principles, and needs a
thorough reconstruction. We have examined
various charges and dismissed them, all the tes-
timony beiug so conflicting on both sides. We
learn that more than a year since a contract had
been entered into with the Richmond Fire
Alarm Company to recoustruct the fire alarm
apparatus, and that in contemplation of that
object & large number of poles have been pur-
chased by the Department, very few of which
have been used, and there is now much insn-
ated wire in the corporation yard, of which
NO ONE KNOWS
Why it is there, or who it helongs to. No min-
utes of the contregt appears in the record-book.
No copy ot it is in possessionof the Departmen:,
nor can any of the present or past Commission-
ers explain the matter. During our investiga-
tion of this department we sent for some of the
vouchers, but, although they were in their ae-
customed place two months ago, when we
wished to get ihem they were gone.

that the Commissioners immediately purchase
a safe for the use of the Departmeut, place it in
charge of the Secretary alone, and make that
officer responsible for its contents, The com-
mittee examined carefully all of the engine-
houses, engines, horses, harness and hese carts;
also the fire-alarm system. We-found the men
in charge competent and intelligent. The en-
gine-houses were in as good condition as we ex-
pected. We find that the horse at Nineteenth
and L streets is not fit for that service. We find
this house neater and cleaver and in better ¢on-
dition than any other, and commend the par-
ties in charge for their faithfalness. We recom-
meund that the entire apparstus be at once
placed in good repair. We find the books of
the several foremen kept in u systematic way.
FUBLIC SCHOOLS, CITY AND COUNTY,
he public schools of both city and county
are in a healthy and flourishing condition, and
reflect great credit upon the Superintendents
and teachers in charge of the various schools.
e baildings are neatly kept, in good repair
and well furnished, anG Sacramento county and
city have reason to be proud of their public
schools.
