THE RAILROAD DEBT TO THE GOVERK-

MENT.
[San Fra.m;_isco Alta.]
. T

The wmphatic  declaration of Senator
Wilson, of Ma:scehnsetts, in discussing the
Pscific Railroad bill in the Senate in June,
1862, hereiofore guoted, o the effect that he
should vete for the bill wilth the expecta-
tion and understanding that the money aid
given o the companies wounld never be re-
paid, except in services to the Government,
were made in opposition to an amendment
providing for the extension of fhe Govern-
ment len to the rolling stock of the roads.
As the Senator stated, he thought it idie to
require such security for a debt that was
never expected, nor indeed intended, to be
repaid except in the services provided for.
His desire was to give the builders of the
road every inducement to venture their
money in their great but bazardous enter-
prise, and to remove every unnecessary ob-
stacie out of their way. He thought that
it would only jeopardize the success of the
work by frightening away private capital
from it, to impose a wholly useless lien
upon the entire investment,

Wilson was overruled in his contention,
and the amendment was adopted; but it is
clear from the course of the discussion that
the additional security was required, not
for the repayment of the money, but for
the performance of the services to be ren-
dered to the Government. In reply to
Senator Wilson’s argument, Senator Clark,
of New Hawpshire, said:

The Senator from Massachusetts may be en-
tirely right that the Government may never re-
ceive back this money again, and it may be that
we make the loan for the purpose of receiving
the services; but it will be well to take a mort-
gage to secure the building of the road through,
and then to secure the performance of these
services which we expect them to perform in
the transmission of mails and munitions after
the road isbuilt. Again, the Government can
then have the control both of the railroad and
of the roiling-stock, and keep it in such a posi-
fion that it cannot be taken away from the Gov-
ermment by specu'ators, so that no subsequent
niortgage shall ever interfere with it; and we
can always be sure of the services to be per-
formed for the Government. Then, in regard
to the creditors of the road, it may be suggested
that the lands which are to be given to the com-
me wiil always be open to the creditors.

Yhenever the company builds forty consecutive
miles they are entitled to receive patents for the
lands. and those are not mortgaged by this bill,
as 1 understand. Ithink we had better adopt
the amendment of the committee. It will make
it safer for the Government, and safer in this
regard, that we shall get the road built and
the services performed,

Immediately upon this suggestion, and
in answer to it, a vote was taken. and, as
the record states, “the amendment was
agreed to.” Could anything be clearer
than that this amendment was adopted
with the purpose and view suggested by
Senator Clark? The additional lien upon
the rolling-stock was simply designed to
insure the building of the road and the
rendition of the stipulated services.

It is quite clear from a subsequent part
of the discussion that the Senator from
New Hampsbire did not, and eonld not,
have any greater expectation than the dis.
tinguished Senator from Massachusetts,
that the money advanced by the Govern-
ment would be eventually repaid, otherwise
than in services to be performed. and that
he could not, without being guilty of the
rankest injustice to the companies, have
intended to exact any other repayment.
He was outspoken and emphatic in his
predictions that the road would not pay, at
least for many years after its consiruction.
"n answer to a statement of Senator Lane,
of Kansas, that he believed that the road

hea completed would “be one of the
great payving thoroughfares of the world,”
Senatur Clark on June 18th said :

That ouly shows how we differ. The Senator
from Kansas thinks it will be a good paying
road. 1 believe that if the good God were to
make that road for you, right through, you
could pot form acompany in the country that
would run it without failure.

Whether I am right or not I do not build the
road because I think it is to be a paying road; I
build it as a political aecessity to bind the
country together, and hold it together, and I do
nst care whether it is to pay or not; here is the
money of the Government to build it.

Mr. Wade—Then do not be so sharp about
them.

Mr. Clark—I am only sharp with them, if the
Senator trom Ohio will eall it so, in order to
make it clear that the road will go through. I
want to hold a portion of this money until we
get it through, and then let them have it all.
That is not being sharp. (Cong. Globe, 24 Sess.,
37th Cong., p. 27588.)

Subsequently Senator Clark was accused
by Senator McDougall of inconsistency in
claiming to be in favor of the enterprise
when he had so poor an opinion of its suc-
cess, and of gross injustice in trying to in-
veigle private capitalists into investing the
$50,0060,000 thought to be necessary, in ad-
dition to the Government aid, to complete
the road, as a great public work, when he
believed that they would lose money by
the operation. To this the Senator from
New Hampshire replied :

I desire simply vo say in regard to what 1
said, to which the Senator seems to have taken
objection, that the road could not be run by
a1y company at the present time. I mean as
the country now is, if you were to build it
from the Mississippi through ; but the railroad
isthe creative of civilization at the same time
it aids it, and the time may come, in the ad-
vance of the country, when the road may run
itself, when it possibly may pay. But the Sen-
ator wants to know why 1 shall vote for it with
my jdea in regard to its paying. I vote
for it as a  political necessity, as a
political desideratum. By the time that
you get it through, I apprehend that
there will be a very great difference in the
country from what there is now. I do not mean
to say that the time will never come when the
road will pay, because there may be a thousand
branch roads going into it, and it may be like
other railroads in that respect. That is not
what I meant to assert. (Cong. Globe, 2 Fe:s.,
37th Cong., 2789.)

Could a Senator with such views of the
extremely dubious prospect of success in
this great undertaking have entertained for
a moment the idea of absolutely requiring
payuent, to the last farthing, of the money
advanced by the Government? Even if
the enterprise, contrary to his expectations,
had proved a most profitable one, could
such a Senator, if living and stiil oceupying
his seat when the bonds became due, insist
with any show of counsistency that the
money should be paid back otherwise than
by services? Could he justly demand that
the nien who, in spite of what he declared
2m to be the gioomy prospect of suc-
'ess, courageously come forward and put
their money into the work and carried it
tbrough, and made the road pay, should be
punished for their unexpected triumph by
being compelled to repay the subsidy
which he voted to advance with no expec-
tation of getting it back? But we do not
desire to dwell upon this view of the mat-
ter at this point. Suffice it to say that
whatever position Senator Clark might take
upon this subject of the repayment of the
money if he were alive and in the Senate
when the bonds mature, it is at least cer-
tain that when he voted for the bill he did
not expect that the companies would be
able to make repayment except in services,
and that he could not honestly and consist-
ently have intended that they should be re-
quired to make repayment in any other

ay.

There were others besides Senators Wil-
son and Clark who voted for this bill in
the Senate who avowed their want of faith
in the success of the Pacific railroad asa
paying business investment. Thus Sen-
ator Collamer, of Vermont, on June 19th
(Cong. Globe, 2d Sess., 37th Cong., p. 2816)
said :

I am very sensible that the Honorable Sen-
ator frola Massachusetts some two vears ago
showed to his satisfaction, and in good measure
to mige, that if the road was already built it
gmbahly never could be run—and I have no
doubt that he cntertains the same opinion now
—unless some contribution was given to it by
the Government from time to time. That may
be necessary, and perhaps may be positive.
That is his opinion.

It is true that Senator Collamer favored
an amendment which apparently required

the peremptory repayment at maturity -of
the money advanced, and is not, therefore,
to be classed among the consistent and
steadfast friends of the bill. Besides, as
appears from the tone of his remarks
throughout the discussion, he seems to
have been acting under the impression that
his shrewd Yankee constituency wanted
bim to drive as sharp a bargain as possible
with the companies, at least on paper. Bat
the Senator was too just and generous a
man to have really intended that repay-
ment of the money should be actually ex-
acted if men could be found brave encugh
to undertake the building of ihe road and
strong enough to carry it through even to
& profitable success, in the face of all pre-
dictions of failure, and if when it was com-
pleted the companies faithfully performed
for the Government the services required.
Vermont cunning and love for a close bar-
gain may be ‘‘ as sharp as needles " and “as
bard as nails,” but it isnot unjust.

The want of faith in the Pacific railroad
as a business enterprise manifested by Sen-
ators Wilson and Clark and Collamer,
three among the ablest men in the Senate,
was no donbt largely shared by the mem-
bers of that body. Indeed but three of the
Senators declared any belief whatever in
the profitableness of the investment, so far
as we can discover. They were Senators
McDougall and Latham, of California, and
Lane, of Kapsas, and their judgment, of
course, was influenced by the warm per-
sonal interest of their constituents in the
undertaking. If there were cther Senators
who took equally sanguine views of the

t they were unguestionably stimu-
&t:; thereto by similar personal and local
considerations. The great body of the Sen-

atorz were coldly impartial and skeptical of
success. They could not have intended
absolute repayment of the subsidy, because
they did not believe it possible. Similar
want of faith in the success of the road, if
built, was openly declared by leading mem-
bers of the House—notably by Mr. Morrill,
of Vermont (Cong. Glcbe, 2d Sess. 37th
Cong., p. 1708). S

But we propose to show in other articies
to follow that the most sanguine friends of
the enterprise in both Houses, egually
with those who believed that it would not
succeed, expected and intended that the
Government money subsidy should be re-
paid only in the services and percentsge
provided for in the bill.
