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GALLOWS, OR CELL?

ANOTHER EVENTFUL DAT IN THE j
ANARCHISTS' LIVES.

I
Scenes About the Jail— The Gov-

ernor Overwhelmed with
Pleas for Clemency.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHE* TO THK KBOOaa-CMOS. ]

Springfield (111.). November 9th.—Gov-
ernor Oglesby received the Chicago delega-
tionin behalf of the Anarchists at about 10
o'clock. There were about 100 friends of
the condemned men present in the room
when Captain Black, their leader, began
reading the general petition, which had
been signed by the men themselves.

Captain Black took twenty minutes to
read the petition, and when he closed he
said:

"
This has been signed by Michael

Schwab, Samuel Fielden and August Spies.
The reason that the accused Parsons, Fis-
cher, Engel and Lings did not sign the pa"
pcrs was because they claimed that they
had forwarded to your Excellency their
autograph letters and did not think it
necesaary tosign this."

NATURE OF THE PETITION.
The petition recites the history of tho al-

leged offense for which the petitioners had
been condemned. Itaffirmed that none of
them either threw the fatal bomb or ad-
vised the throwing; that they had no
knowledge of the fact that it was to be
thrown;and that they always encouraged
peace. Considerable space was devoted to
an attempt toshow that the}-had not had a
fair trial, and, indeed, that such trial was
impossible in Chicago, inview of intluence
and the state of public sentiment at the
time ittook place.

Captain Black presented an affidavit for
Otis S. Favor, a business man of Chicago,
tending to show that the jury which tried
the Anarchists had been deliberately packed
against them by the Bailiff.

CAPTAIN BLACK'S AND OTUER ADDRESSES.
After reading the petition and affidavit,

Captain Black addressed the Governor. He
explained that every eilort had been made
tocomply with the requirements of law
governing an application for the interposi-
tion of Executive clemency, and stated that
Judge Gary and State's Attorney Grinnell
had joined in the recommendation for
clemency lor Fielden and Schwab. Hav-
ing disposed of the mere formal part of the
application, he made an eloquent and
touching appeal for mercy, that brought
tears to the eyes of many of the auditors.

General Trumbull followed Captain
Black, and simply asked for mercy, in
plain unpretentious terms.

Mrs. Cora L. Richard, representative of
the Amnesty Association was the next
speaker. She had evidently carefully pre-
pared for the occasion, and spoke without
hesitation, and well. She argued public
policy and justice, opposed capital punish-
ment generally, aud pleaded earnestly and
eloquently for the wives, mothers and
children of the condemned.

Hon. E. M. Haine, ot Waukegan, fol-
lowed. He asked fora commutation ofthe
sentence on the grounds of justice and
public policy. His address was character-
istic, and amused rather than convinced.
He explained thai he appeared on his own
motion.

Senator Streeter, of the Legislative Com-
mittee, was the next speaker. He was
brief, and an adjournment until 2 p. m. fol-
lowed his address.

OTHER PETITIOIfS.
At the afternoon session, Messrs. Salter

and Lloyd introduced the supplemental
plea of Schwab and Judge Gary's letter to
the Governor, as follows :

A LETTKR KKOM SCHWAB.

To His Excellency, Richard J. Oglttby, Governor
of Illinois: As supplemental to the petition
heretofore signed by me, Idesire tosay that 1
realize that many utterances ot mine in connec-
tion wilh the labor agitation of the past

—
ex-

pressions nude under intense excitement aud
ofttn without auy deliberation— were Injudi-
cious. These Iregret, believing they must have

had a tendency to incite to unnecessary vio-
lence oftentime. Iprotest again that Ihad no
thought or purpose of violence in connection
with the Haymarket meetiDg, whichIdid not
even attend, and that Ihave always deplored
the results of that meeting.

Michael Schwab,

The friends of the Anarchists held a
meeting this afternoon, and selected the per-
sons to address the Governor during the
afternoon. They met the Governor at his
office at 2:15. Bailey and Campbell, of the
Trades Assembly, spoke, and were followed
by William Orville and Oliver, of Chicago,
Mr. Shellburg, of Detroit, Representative
C. G. Dixon, of Chicago, and Burps, of the
Central Labor Union of New York. They
were followed by J. E. Quinn, Master
Workman, and Frank Farrell, representing
Division 40 of the New York Trades As-
sembly, and George Schiller, who presented
a petition from the Iron Mulders' Union of
Chicago, to which two of the deceased ex-
policemen belonge 1, asking for clemency.
He closed the address by a short speech.

RELATIVES ONLY.
The Governor is now receiving the rela-

tives of the condemned Anarchists. The
audience is entirely excluded.

A BOLD EFFOT.

Application to be Ma<le for a Writ of
Habeas Corpus.

CmcAuo, November Uth

Late this after-
noon attorney Solomon obtained the signa-
tures of Spies, Fielden and Schwab to a pe-
tition (or a writ of habeas corpus. The
writ is asked for on the ground that the
judgment of the State Supreme Court was
illegal, and also that the defendants should
have been inCourt when the decision was
rendered. The petition will be laid before
one of the Judges of the Criminal Court
to-uiorrow.

MORE BOMBS.

Citizen's Porchen Decorated With Infer-
nal Machines and Bombs.

box inclosed in brown paper, on wbich was
written :

Don't let anyone see you open this. Two lives
arc worth more than one. Beware. The city
called upon you for help.

The box was taken to the Deaplaines-
street station and found to contain a quan-
tityof saturated gun-cotton.

THE BESEIGED EXECUTIVE.

Another Batch of Prominent Men Plead
for the Anarchists.

Springfield, November 9th.
—

Messrs W
M.Salter, H.D. Lloyd and S. P. MeCon-
nell, of Chicago, were accorded a lengthy
hearing by Governor Oglesby, extending
from 5 until6:15 p. jc. Mr. Salter was the
bearer of numerous petitions, among them
those signed by Judges Tuley, Moran, Ba-
ker, McAllister. ex-Judge Booth, Marion
Hughitt, W. C. Goady. Hon. Lyman Trum-
bulland other prominent citizens of Chi-
cago. Lloyddelivered an appeal, reciting
the history of this celebrated case, aud giv-
ing reasons why executive clemency can
be properly extended. The Governor lis-
tened to these gentlemen with the closestattention, and talked with them freely
about the situation.

A PE7ITIOKEE ISTKBVIEWED.
'An Associated Press reporter interviewed

Mr.Salter this evening as to the character
of his talk with the Governor and his im-
pression as to the latter'a purpose. Mr.
Salter said he was not at liberty to tell all
the Governor said, but he would say that
his Excellency was iaboriDi* with the quea-

Ition, and spoke frankly of the difficulty of'
the situation. Salter told the Governor if

j he had waited in Chicago until this even-
Iing he could have brought many more
1 names down.

The Governor replied: "Iam glad you
did not wait, forImust, in justice to these
men, decide the question before me very
soon. Itwillnot do todelay much longer."

The Governor asked the gentlemen a
number of questions, and seemed desirous
to learn everything about the case and the
feelings of the citizens of Chicago that
they could tell him.

AT THE JAIL.
Scenes About the Prison -Spies' Unfortu-

nate Bride.
Chicago, November 9th.—For the first

time since the Supreme Court passed upon
the case, Nina Van Zandt was to-day de-
nied admission. She toiled up theiion
stair 3in the rain, opened the storm-door
and took shelter in the closed entry. A
moment later her white face was appealing
and inan humble tone she was asking to
be allowed in. The doorkeeper shook his
head, saying orders had been given to keep
her out. Jailer Folz was back somewhere
in the cage. She sent for him. He came
out and in a kindly but very positive tone
informed her that he was obliged to refuse
her entrance. She remained where she
was, holding on to the ironbars, as ifnot
comprehending what was said, and slowly
made her way out.

OTIIEK VISITORS.

While Miss Van Zandt was on the
threshold the door was opened for aged
Mrs. Engel. who was accorded a brief in-
terview with her husband.

None of the other wives or relatives of
the Anarchists called to see them this
morning and they remained unvisited,
with the single exception of Fielden, who
had a caller in the person of Rev. Dr. Bol-
ton.

Spies, Parsons and Lingg remained
aw.iy out of sight, back in their cells.

THE STILLNESS OK DEATH.
There was no noise or movement of any

kind to be noted. The rain falling on the
sheet-iron roof was all that broke the still-
ness, except the heavy tread of an official
going hither and thither, attending to
preparations for Friday's work.

Allinterest just now belonging to the
fate of the doomed men has been trans-
ferred to Springfield. Most of their friends
and sympathizers, and their counsel, as
well, are out of town interceding with the
Governor.

"WHAT WILL THK GOVERNOR DO?"
Was the query very often heard about the
jail this morning, "itwas the generel belief
that nothing final would be heard from
Springfield until to-morrow. The Anarch-
ists made no inquiry nor did they ex-
change any words with each other during
the forenoon. Whatever were their hopes,
their fears, their wishes or their thoughts,
they kept them to themselves.

Hope for the Condemned Men.
Si'ringkieli), November 9th. —

It is
thought certain by friends ofthe Anarchists
here that at least three, and probably all of
the condemned men willreceive Executive
clemency. Itis said by persons who are
familiar with the probable details of the
Governor's action that the final decision
will not be given tillThursday evening.

Parsons Receives a Telegram.
Chicago, November 9th.—Late this after-

noon Parsons received the following tele-
gram in jail:

Immediately petition. Ihave prepared foryou, and get Kn^el und Fincher to bign itEverything may depend on this—your lives and
others. For God's sake, sign and wire me atonce ! w. P. BUCK.

Parsons declares that the dispatch is a
forgery.

Spies as a Martyr.
Springfield, November 9th.—ltwas said

this afternoon that Spies' Brother would
lay a letter before the Governor from Spies
this evening. It is claimed that Grinnell
said in his speech that ifSpies should be
hung the law would be satisfied. Inhis
letter Spies asked that the sentence of his
comrades be commuted, and that he may
die, thereby satisfying Grinnell's demand.

The Stubborn Parsons.
Springfield, November 9th.— Captain

Black left for Chicago at 9 o'clock to-night,
leaving Schelling incharge. No decision
is expected from the Governor to-night.
Captain Black has doubtless gone to Chi-
cago to use all his power with Parsons to
induce him to sign the petition to the Gov-
ernur.

Anarchist Notes.
Chicago, November 9th. —Nina Van

Zandt was refused admission to the jailthis
morning, an order having been given not
to admit her untilafter the execution. The
order was given because of the young
woman's habit of creating scenes in the
cage. Mrs. Engel was the only visitor ad-
mitted.

Apetition was filed at. noon to-day in the
County Court by Dr.Keernan, declaring
Louis Lingg to be insane. Judge Prender-
gast refused to hear the petition until the
State's Attorney had been notified of the
matter. When tbe Court met at 2 o'clock
County Attorney Grinnell was present, but
Judge Prendergast refused to hear the peti-
tion until the Criminal Court had passed it.

Ina remote part of the jail a few trusted
deputies were to-day perfecting the final
preliminaries needful to the erection of the
gallows. As yet this instrument of death
has not been removed from the storage-
room, but everything is in readiness to go
forward with the execution

—
that is, every-

thing except the mere joining together of
the framework of the gallows, but that can
be done in a very little while.

OUR FRUITS.

Condition of the California Fruit Market
InChicago Yesterday.

California fruits were a littlemore quiet to-
day, and at the same time firmer prices
prevailed. There were small ollerings of
pears. The demand is reported light and
sales slow. Grapes showed a moderate de-
mand. The regular trade wants only choice
stock. There were more or less common
lots on the market, and they ruled slow
and easy. A considerable amount of old
stock and slack-tilled packages offered, and
they ruled dull and considerably lower
than others. The supply of quinces is
very small, and the season nearly over.
Occasionally some fine stock will bring
good prices, but there is common stuff
which rules dull and lower. The following
prices ruled to-day for fruit ingood condi-
tion, but some oH lots sold for less than the
quotations : Pears range from $1 75 to$2 75 for all varieties. Tokay and Muscat
grapes in double-crates bring $3 75(^54,
and $2 75<a,53 25 respectively, and plums
(late red) in 2-pound boxes, $1 75f(i$2 25Quinces, $1 50^$l 75.

In California, during the past
incal year, there were 127,102.392 cigars
and 4,007,200 cigarettes maaufactured.
There are in the State lu6 rectifiers, 11,023
retail liquor dealers, 3t>3 wholesale dealers,
423 manufacturers of cigars, 14,73.) dealers
in manufactured tobacco, 191 brewers, 357
retail dealers in malt liquors, and' 139
wholesale dealers inmalt li<juors.

crats Aa'act Great Joy.

Washington, November !)th.—[Special.]
—There is great rejoicing at the White
House over the results of the election in
New York,and there is a feeling of great
confidence among the Democratic leaders
here respecting the next Presidential con-
test. There is a belief here that Lowing,
the defeated candidate for Governor ofMassachusetts,will be rewarded for the tight
he has made by receiving the appointment
of United Btates Marshal to succeed Gen-
eral N. P. Banks.

The President will not be interviewed
regarding the result in New York and its
future political bearings, but itis very evi-
dent that he is blissfully content.

"
The

members of the Cabinet, heads of bureaus
and divisions in the departments and
Democratic Senators and Representative in
the city are sanguine ofsuccess in 1888.

Had Grant been successful inNew York,
it was contemplated by the Republican
managers to have nominated him for Vice-
President on the ticket with Blame. His
defeat not only debars him from the hope
of future political preferments, but renders
it somewhat doubtful ifBlame willcon-
sent to accept the Republican nomination.
Had Grant been elected, it would have
probably shelved both Cleveland and Hill
as Democratic candidates, and have made
Mayor Hewitt, of New York, the favorite
for the nomination. Democratic success is
interpreted here as assuring Cleveland's
nomination.

The big majority given Foraker inOhio
adds strength to Sherman's candidacy for
the Republican nomination, and proves his
sagacity in having obtained the indorse-
ment of his party in the BucKeye State for
the honor. Foraker will undoubtedly
have friends in the Republican Conven-
tion.

]f Postmaster-General Vilas ismade Sec-
retary of the Interior it willbe accepted
by supporters of the Administration here
as evidence that Mr. Cleveland would like
to see a Michigan man nominated for Vice-
President.

Senators Cockerell, Vest, Call and Pugh
were among the President's callers to-day,
and each had congratulatory remarks to
make on the result of the elections.

Colonel Laraont said :
"'

The result is ex-
tremely gratifying, of course. Idon't see
how the Republicans can hope to carry
New York. They had many things to
their advantage in this contest, and if they
were ever going to carry the State they
should have done so this time. They have
wonnothing since the Presidential election,
and Idon't see how they can hope for any-
thing from New Yorkin the future."

Senator Voorhees said :
"

The result of
these elections means the continued ascend-
ency of the Democratic party for the next
twenty-five and perhaps tifty years, and it
means the renomination of Cleveland
unanimously and his triumphant election.
Italso settles Blame. He willnot be a
candidate next year, for he is shrewd
enough to see that no Republican can be
elected. But, down inmy heart," remarked
the Senator, •'Ifeel good over old Vir-
ginia. Unless something of an entirely
unexpected nature shall arise, there can be
no doubt that Cleveland will carry New
York next year. Everybody seems to re-
cognize that. Ianticipated a fallingoff in
the George vote," continued the Senator."

Tom Grady, who, you know, opposed
Cleveland, told me two nights before the
election that the Irish Democrats would
desert George, and the result proves that he
was right. Grady is a high layman in the
Catholic Church, and he told me that the
Church had had enough of McGlynn and
George, and that ithad decided that its mem-
bers should not longer indorse the wild no-
tions of George aud follow an apostate
priest. You see the Democrats who went
with George la3t year returned to* their
party. George is now dead. Any leader
in politics who lesea half his vote inone
year is doomed."

Other prominent Democrats talk in a
similar strain.

BOODLE BANKING.
