WONDERFUL STRIKE.

A Ledge of FPure Gold Discovered Near
Prescott, Arizeona,

Prescort (A. T.), November 10th.—The

richest strike made in this Territory, and

probably in the werld, was discovered in

the Santa Preta mountains, ten miles
south of here. The ledge was located by
two men, Barrington and Harlan, who

have only gone down a foot or so en their
elaim, and have taken out $1,500 in three
days by means of a mortar. A piece of rock
on exhibition here consists of almost pure
goid. Theledge, which is eight by thirteen
inches, presents every appearance of con-
tinuing. Should it fail, the fortu-
nate possessors will realize .at least
$10.000, but should it continue no idea can
be formed of the amount that may be
taken from it. This strike resembles the
18 strike at Rich Hill in the south-
rn part of this county, when the only
impiement necessary to extract gold was a
butcher's knife.

Large numbers of citizens of Prescott
have visited the mine and returned home
greatly excited over the prospect. The
owners of the claim have received a large
number of magnificent offers for their dis-
covery, but refused all, believing they can
make more by keeping it than by sellirg.

EL DORADO,

The Railroad Infusing New Life Into a
Foothili County.

PLACERVILLE, November 10th.—El Do-
rado county is fast picking up new life now
that railroad building is in force in the
county. Over half the grading is finished
for the liie from Shingle Springs to Pla-
cerville, and work is being pushed on the
other half by over 3000 men. Track-lay-
ing has commenced on the southern end,
and the track will be laid to the tunnel
now being built. The site for the depot
grounds in Placerville has been se-
lected, and work will at once be com-
menced thereon. It is hoped to have the
grading done before the rains interfere, and
the road cempleted to Placerville about
Christmas, when the grand reunion and
excursion of El Dorado Pioneers and resi-
dents arranged for San Francisco will take
place.

GRANRD IRRIGATION SCHEME,

The wealthy Salt Lake merchants, the
Walker Brothers, have purchased the Fair-
child ditch and water rightin El Dorado
county and have made an offer for the
California Company’s system of ditches
and waier rights in the same county. The
Walker’s have secured a right to take 5,000
inches of water, miner’s measure, from
Rubicon mver, just above that stream's
junction with the middle fork of the
Awmerican river. The new ditch is being
constructed by a large force of men. The
ditch will be sixty miles long and will
water the GGeorgetown divide, in El Dorado
county, and will then be taken across the
American for irrigation in Placer county,
The branch ditches will go out in every
direction, This is a new scheme,
