There is not
one word of truth In what the Town Topici
asserts, that. H.R. H.Prince of Waies has
coldly, cruelly, and deliberately cut Mrs.
Maokay. The I'.ince ha 3repeatedly re-
marked that he admired me because Iwas
always kind ai:r! social and inclined toward
my oomtmtriots who came abroad, and
also because Iwas independent, not allow-
ing dictation from any one, not even from
his Royal Highness. The story has been
fabricated evidently out of petty jealousy
by some of the many who are envious of
the success Ihave had ivEnglish society,
when they have failed.

ItLs simply shamefully false. Mrs. Brown
Potter only came to my house to spend a
few days duriDg Mrs." Paran Stevens' ab-
sence inParis.

A REAL FIGHT.

Duncan C. Ros§ Cut* and Slashes His
Mounted Adversaries.

New Orleans, November 14th.—Duncan
C. Kuss, Sergeant Walsh and one McGuire
gave a mounted sword exhibitionhere yes-
terday, which finally became a gennine
combat, so far as Walbh and Ross were
concerned. There were some preliminary
skirmishes, and when Ross and Walsh
came together there was much excitement.
Walsh avoided the first two points, but in
the second bout Ross struck him on the
bridle-band, cutting a fearful gash and
mutilating the fingers terribly. The men
returned to their posts and Walsh bad bishan<i, from which the blood was flowing
freely, bound up in a handkerchief.

The judges, who had held their positions
in the center of the lists, were in doubt
about letting the tight proceed, but Walshshouted, "

Sound your busle, there !Sound
thai bugle!" The bugler sounded the
charge, and the men came together, but a
pas* hail scarcely been made before Walsh
jumped to the ground and viciously at-
tacked Ross, trying to cut his legs and to
stab him in the stomach. Ross, who kept
his saddle, parried the attacks, and striking
down tbeguard of Walsh by main strength,
beat him to the ground.

Walsh regained bis feet and furiously
renewed the attack. Itwas a real fight,
and the result would certainly iiave been
serious had not several policemen jumped
on Walsh, and, after a struggle, over-
powered and disarmed him. The referees
awarded the fight to Ross on a foul, Walsh
having no right to dismount.

The experience of Walsh seemed to
frighten Mc(iuire, for it was announced
that he was too played out to fight, but
was willingto meet Ross at another time.
The crowd, however, would not have any
postponement, and insisted|on the contest
being given to Ross unless the latter pro-
ceeded. McGuire finally reluctantly re-
en'ered the lists, mounted on the horae
which Waish had ridden and which pre-
stnted a very sanguinary appearance, its
nejk being covered withblood.

After several bouts, which were won
eisily by Ross, McClnirej announced that

to handle bis horse. He held uphis bridle

Australia a Fossil Continent.
About the beginning of the tertiary pe-

mals in Australia. Now large land mam-
mals do not swim across a broad ocean.
There are none in New Zealand, none in
the Azores, none in Fiji, none in Tahiti,
homo in -Madeira, none in Tenerifte

—
none,

in short in any oceanic island whichnever
at one time formed part of a great contin
er.t. How could there be, indeed ?
The mammals must necessarily have
got there from somewhere; and
whenever we find islands like Britain, or
Japan, or Newfoundland, or Sicily,posses-
sing lar-re and abundant indigenous quad-
rupeds of the same general type as adja-
cent continents, we see at once that the
island must formerly have been a mere
peninsula, like Italy or Xova Scotia at the
present day. The very fact that Australia
incloses iv large group of biggish quadru-
peds, whose congeners once inhabited Eu-
rope and America, suffices initselfto prove
beyond question that uninterrupted land
communication must once have existed be-
tween Australia and those distant conti-
nents, infact, to this day a belt of very
deep sea, known as Wallace's Line, fr m
the groat naturalist who first pointed out
its far-reaching zoological importance, sep-
arates what is called by science

"
the Aus-

tralian province" on the southwest from
"the Indo-Malayan province" tothe north
and east of it. This belt of deep sea .!;-
vides ofi sharply the plants aud anirrals
of the Australian type from those of the
couiDujii Indian and Burmese pattern.
South of Wallace's Line we now find sev-
eral islands, big and small, including
New Guinea, Australia, Tasmania, theMoluccas, Celebes! Timor, Amboyna and
Basda. Allthese lands, whose precise ge-
ographical position on the map mu-t of
course be readily remembered, in this age
ofschool boards and universal examination
by every pupil teacher and every (lirtnn
girl, are now divided by minor straits of
much shallower water, but they all stand
on a great submarine bank, and obnoosly
formed at one time parts of the same wide
Australian continent, because the animals
of Australian type are still found in every
one of them. Xo Indian _>r Malayan ani-
miil,however, of the larger sort" (other
than birds) is to be discovered anywhere
south of Wallace's Line. That narrow
belt of deep sea, in short, forms an ocean

j barrier which has subsisted there without
j alteration ever since the end of the sec-
;ondary period. From that time to this, as
;the evidence show 3us, there has never
;been any direct land communication be-
; tvveon Australia and any part of the outer
:worldbeyond tiiat narrow line of division.—

Pure-wine Law Xitll.—The pure-wine
law has been declared nullby the supreme
tribunal of the State, and the wine-grower
is barred from all relief until the next ses-
sion of the Legislature. The ruline seems
a little arbitrary, stretching as it does a
very liberal definition of one word to the
extreme limit, placing a negative construc-
tion on the Act ia all its other provisions,
which are positive and forcible in manda-
tory language.
