I believe that the particular branch of the
State Government that I am connected with is
&s important as any other, and ought to be hon-
ored and brought to as great a state of perfec-
tion as possible. 1 know that the problem of a
perfeet State military orgauization has never
been completely solved. =

Since the framers of our Federal Constitution
said: *“* A well-regulated militia is n¢cessary to
the sccurity of a free State,” and since Wash-
ington said: *“The devisivg and establishing
of a well regulsted militia would be & genuine
source of legislative honcr and & pertect title to
public gratitude,”” down to the present time it
has engaged the atteution of our statesmen,
law-makers and military men; though great
progress has been made, and some organizations
have been brought to nearly pertection, the
great problem of bringing the whole body to
that state has never been solved. The main
trouble seems to be the want of a uniform sys-
tem.

The General Government should establish a
uniform system in all the States, be more liberal
in its issue of arms and equipments, require a
stricter accountability for the property issued,
and on the part of the State a more intelligent
use of the money appropriated, a more system-
atic method of instruction and a greater reward
ior faithful service.

The existence of a National Guard, though
not perfect, has been of great benefitc. A few
vears ago, when incendiary speeches were be-
ing made daily in San Francisco, 2nd men were
drilling end parading the strects—for some
purpose, just what they hardly knew
themselves—the moral effect of having a large
body of welldrilled and disciplined troops
ready to do active scrvice at an hour’s notice
did more to prevent an overt act than anything
€lse. There are three principal reasons for
maintaining a National Guard. The first and
most important is the moral effect of having a
force always ready (o respond to the eall of the
civil authorities, and subject under certain con-
d.tions to their control in case of insurrection.

The militia is the ounce of prevention which
saves a pound of cure. General Sherman once
said to the National Guard officers in San Fran-
cisco: * The idea of your organization is to be
always ready. You pcople who live in large
cities are always liable to have treuble. If you
are not prepared for it, it will come. If you are
prc)}-urcd for it, it will not come.”

The militia has a greater moral effect on the
classes that are liable to cause trouble, than the
regular army, because it is known that the
army is more cumbersonte and more tied up with
red tape than the militia. The second object is
for the purpose of educating a certain propor-
tion of the young men of the country in a
knowledge of, and to create in them an interest

. military matters, for on the young
men . of  the  country devolves  the
duty of defending it in case of tronble,

and the third reason for keeping up the National
Guard is to use them in putiing down = riot and
to defend our homes in case of danger. 1 put
this reason last because history has proved—in
this country, at least—that the moral effect has
always, or most always, becn sufficlent to attain
the end regrired without a resort to foree. 1
have never had any fear that the militia force
of this country wouid fail in time of danger,
for it is composed of the very same material as
that that fought the war of the Rebellion, on
both sides, and we all know that they fought
we!l

Pardons.

On Wednesday, pardon day, Governor
Waterman listened to thirty-seven applica-
tions. In each instance the pardons were
requested either by members of the con-
vict's family or most intimate friends. The

Governor has not as yet announced any
pardons, but it has been intimated that he
will do so to-day. The names of the con-
victs for whom appeals have been made
are kept from the public, and those who
are not successful in their appeals will not
be known except by the Governor, his Pri-
vate Secretary and the parties directly in-
terested.

While it would be impeossible to adopt a
rule regarding the granting of pardons,
from the fact that no two cases are alike,
the Governor has expressed himself as in
favor of giving young offenders an oppor-
tunity to reform, and when such cases
come before him and he has reason to be-
lieve a pardon would work a reformation,
they will be carefully considered, and prob-
ably their terms of impriconmen) short-
ened. Second termers, hardened criminals
and murderers, will no doubt find it up-
hill work, for the Governor will not, it is
believed, interfere in such cases uniess they
have the best of grounds for pardon and it
is shown that the Courts have been unusu-
ally severe in their sentence.

It is positively known that the Governcr
has no scruples about capital punishment,
and is of the opinion that if there were
more executions there would be less mur-
ders committed. Whiie he says he does
not wish to antagonize the legal fraternity,
he would much rather prefer that the ap-
peals for pardons would come up through
the relatives and friends of the convict.
The attorneys should stop with the Courts.
Their solicitations should not go further.
While he would not debar their com-
ing before him, he does not desire
them to do so, because he says in
many cases the lawyer’s s:rvices end
with the conviction, and other counsel
are engaged to present the matter before
the Governor. In many instances, in fact
in nearly every instance, the appealing
parties are poor ; they scrape together a few
dolliars to fee an attorney, which had better
be devoted to procuring food and clothing
for the little ones. In conversation the
Governor instanced several such cases,
where the appealing party was a widow
who had a hard struggle to care for herself
and little ones.
