jmore. If in our quiet voyage of life we
 find ourselves caught in one of these do-
{ mestic whirlwinds of scolding, we should

i shut our ears as a sailor would furl his

‘snil.~, and, making all tight, scud before
jthe gale. If a hot and restless man

! begins to inflame our feelings, we should
consider what mischief these fiery sparks
may o in our magazine below, where our
temper is kept, and instantly close the
door.

If, as has been remarked, all the petty
things said of one by heedless or ill-natured
idlers were to be brought home to him he
would become a mere walking pin-cushion
{ stuck full of sharp remarks. If we would
be happy, when among good men, we
should open our ears; when among bad
men, shut them. It is not worth while to
hear what our neighbors say about our
children, what our rivals say about our
business, our dress, or our affairs.

The art of not hearing, though untaught
in our schools, is by no means unpractised
in society. We have noticed that a well-
bred woman never hears a vulgar or im-
pertinent remark. A discreet deafness
saves one from many insults, from much
blame and from not a little connivance in
dishonorable conversation.—New Moon.

Liquid Manure.

The New England Farmer gives this an-
swer to a correspondent who inquires as to
the best methods of applying liquid ma-
nure on the farm: “The best method of
saving and using liquid manure we have
ever seen in practice is that adopted by
Dr. Jebez Fisher, of Fitchburg, Mass. His
stable, in which is kept a cow and a horse,
is at quite a distance from his dwelling-
house, a ficld of several acres lying be-
tween. The field has a gentle slope, the
stable being at the lower side and the resi-
dence at the upper. The wastes of the
house, together with the rain falling upon
the roof of the barn, are carried into the
barn basement, which is made water tight
by coats of cement on bottom and sides.
Once or twice a year the liquid is pumped
out and distributed over the field from a
water-cart with sprinkler attached. The
cart is filled from a chain pump in the
barn floor, and the outlet to the sprinkler
is made just large enough to allow the cart
to be emptied in going once across the
field up the slope. Many who attempt to
use liquid manure fail from using it in too
concentrated a form. It can hardly be
used too weak, except for the cost of haul-
ing so much water. Dr. Fisher keeps his
field continually in grass, and gets heavy
crops of excellent hay.”

OLp STANDARD FRUITS.—Among the
great throng of new varieties of fruits,
there are certain sorts which have long
held the pre-eminence, not for the highest
excellence in flavor, but for general good
qualities, reliability, and productiveness.

he Baldwin, among apples, stands at the
head of the list in several of the Eastern
States, and every attempt for the past fifty
years to supersede it has proved a failure.
The Rhode Island Greening closely fol-
lows it. At the West, the Ben Davis, a
fruit of poor flavor, has a corresponding
position. The Bartlett among pears (a
foreigner) has no equal for popularity in
early autumn. The Early Crawford holds
a similar place with peaches, although
hardly equal in delicacy of flavor to the
finest white flesh varieties. The Lombard
plum stands at the head of productive
plums. Attempts were made for nearly
twenty years to displace the Wilson straw-
berry, and it is only of late years that in
some localities the Crescent and Downing
have taken its place, while the popularity
of the Sharpless is still only local. The
Concord grape still holds its position.—
Country Gentleman.

Marmor TiLrnaGE—It appears that
marmots, like earth worms, have consider-
able influence in modifying the soil. Dur-
ing recent explorations in the Caspian
steppes, Prof. Mushketoff’ found that the
marmots, though they made their first ap-
pearance in the region only a few vears
ago, have already covered hundreds of
square miles with their heaps of earth.
These heaps average some eleven by eight
feet in length and breadth, and from one
to two feet in hight; and it may be safely
asserted that in each square mile of the
area covered more than 190,000 cubic
yards of earth have been brought to the

A test apparatus has been wade on
an Erie passenger trian, aud it has been
found to work perfectly.— Electrical R:view.

A lamp has recently been on exhibition !
in the English House of Commons, |
which consists of a small portable bat- |
tery. The lamp shown was v:ﬂvulﬂted;
to burn, with a light of two and a half |
candles, twelve hours, at a cost of one |
penny, and the zinc plate, which wonld |
also cost a penny, would have to
charged every twenty-five days. It is de-
signed for railroad carriages, omnibuses
and mines. Lamps of the same pattern of
five-candle power are made for use in
rooms. They last eighteen hours, at a cost
of two pence.

Or1GIN oF ULy Fasnions.—The most
frequent cause of the invention of ugly
and insanitary costumes has been the at-
tempts made to conceal blemishes or de-
formities existing in persons of exalted
rank, and the new fashionshave spread be-
cause they were at once imitated by
courtiers who thus tacitly flatter the ori-
ginal wearers of them. It was to hide the
short stature of Louis XIV. that hich
heels and towering perukes were intro-
duced. The Virgin Queen patronized im-
mense ruffs because her neck was not
handsome. Short hair became fashionable
in France when an accident to the King’s
head during a snow-ball fight necessitated
the removal of his flowing locks. Full-
buttoned wigs were invented by a French
barber named Davillier to conceal the fact
that one shoulder of the dauphin was
higher than the other. Charles VIL of
France wore long coats to hide hisill-
made lezs. Henry Plantagenet, Duke of
Anjou, had his shoes made with long
points to screen from observation an ex-
crescence on one foot. Crinoline was in-
troduced by Empress Eugenie to reader
her appearance when enceinte less notice-
able.— British Medical Journal.

Rose-Bugs.—To keep rose-bugs from
house plants put a tablespoonful of white
helleborne into three quarts of mild soap-
suds and carefully spray over the plants
every three or four days for that many
weeks. To ward off insects of all kinds it
is a good plan to syringe the plants thor-
oughly every evening, being careful to
reach the underside of the leaves as well as
the top, with clear water.
