THE PHYLLOXERA PEST.

A Peasant’s Simple Remedy and Its Re-
sults.

“ A simple remedy for phylioxera l‘ms
been discovered, which, if it works in Cal-
ifornia, will be worth millicns in this
State,” said Signor Dm{dero. Secretary of
the Italian Merchants' Exchange, to an Fr-
aminer representative yesterd‘ay. The gen-
tleman then continued: “ The remedy is
as inexpensive as it is s‘l.mpl.e. and, in fact,
there is profit in its application in a double
sense. It was discovered by an humble
Turkish farmer, who had a small vme_vm:d
on his place. The phylloxera bad badiy
destroyed his vines, so as to reake them ai-
most unproductive, and for economy, and
to make the land remuncrative in some
way, he planted sorghum adjacent to the
vines. ;

“ After a time, to his astonishment, he
found the vines reviviong, and they soon
commenced to bear excellently, while the
sorghum seemed to be afilicted with phyl-
loxera. Upon investigation the farmer
found that the destructive plant-louse had
deserted the vines for the sorghum, because
the latter contains more sacchuarine matter,
and sweet of this kind is the very life of
the phylloxera.”

 Where did you procure your informa-
tion, and has the experiment been success-
fully tried elsewhere?"” asked the Eraminer
inqguirer.

“The facts,”’ responded Signor Dondaro,
‘** I have procured from the Bollettino Men-
sile, the monthly official journal of the
Ttalian Merchanis’ Exchange of Constanti-
nople. They will be republished in full in
our own monthly journal, but in the issue
which appears to-day I have, for want of
time, mere alluded to this most simple and
invaluable discovery.

**As to the remedy being tried elsewhere,
it has been successfu dopted by the

easants of Turkey, Croatia, Dalmatia and

sastern Italy. I remember when I was a

boy in my native land that ourselves and
of economy,

our neighbors, for the sa
always planted sugar-caue or sorghum ad-
jacent to our vines, and in these days the
phylloxera mnever attacked the latter.
Planting sorghum among the vines after-
ward went out of custom, and now Italy is
as much affected with the vine pest as any
other country. In faet, all the vine-bearing
regions of Kurope suffer enormously from
the destructive eflect of the plant-louse. Its
ravages in France have been so great tha

the Government of that country has a
standing reward of 300,000 franes for any
party or parties who discover a simple and
inexpensive cure for phylloxera.

“It seems to me that the Turkish peasant
alluded to may be honestly entitled to that
reward. His discovery has attracted the
especial attention of all the European jour-
nals devoted to viticuiture, and lengthy
articles on the subject appear in & number
of Italian journals of commerce, as you see
by the copies before you.”

The experiment of planting sugar-cane
or sorghum among vines will certainly be
tried by Italian vineyardists in this State,
and by others. If the simple experiment
proves a success here, as it has elsewhere,
California viticulturists may well be glad
at having at last triumphed over their

rgreatest and most destructive enemy.

Clarence J. Wetmore, Secretary of the
State Viticultural Commission, said yester-
day, when a reporter called on him  to in-

- quire what he thought of the remedy, that
he did not have full confidence in it.

“ Every day we have people call here,”

e

© said he, “ with infallible remedies for the

phyiloxera. During the several years that
I have béen connected with the Commis-
sion, we have tried scores of ther, at a cost
of many hundreds of dollars, and all to no
purpose. The last remedy proposed was
quicksilver. The whole world has for sev-
eral years past been trying to find a sure
reruedy, and thus far has failed.

“Iam of the opinion that the sugar-cane
remedy would not work, for this reason:
Cane dies the first year, and if the phyl-
loxera had deserted the roots of the vine
for the cane, which tgme is improbable,
they would returii sgain. Pl I do not
understand it to be true, as Signor Dondero
states, that the sugar attracts the phyllox-
era. There is no sugar in the roots of the
grapevine, which they infest.

*“ As to Mr. Dondero's statement that he
remembers in his youth how vines planted
contiguous to cane were free from the pest,
that is very likely. It is only about twenty
years since phylloxera came to the front,
and Signor Dondero's experience, it would
seem, antedates this."—S. F. Examiner.

WINTER PRODUCTS.

Oravges and Flowers Among the Num-
ber—An Astonished Missourian,

A man from Missouri, who called at the
State Board of Trade headquarters a day or
S0 ago, says the San Francisco Bulletin,
would scarcely credit the statement that
six smooth-skinned oranges on a glossy-
leafed branch in the Oroville display were
really raised in the section designated.
That there is a northern citrus belt, and
that oranges and lemons may be raised
elsewhere in California than in the south-
ern counties, was to the stranger-visitor a
revelation.

Although the new rooms of the Board
are not yet in order, visitors come there
daily and examine carefully the exhibits
in place. Shelves and tables are being
made, on which the products of different
sections may be shown to good advantage.
Napa and Stanislaus counties, and other
sections already afiiliated with the Board,
have yet no exhibitions. Among the visit-
were parties from Princeton,
Mo.: Portland. Me., and Denver. The
bright, fresh flowers, chrysanthemums and
roses, chiefly sent by ladies of Alameda and
Sania Cruz, catch the eyes of all strangers.
That they grow out of doors all winter is
one of the best immigration arguments that
can be advanced. Twice a week ladies of
Santa Cruz are going to send to the head-
quarters a box of fresh cut flowers, to be
placed in vases in the exhibit of Santa Cruz
county.

Several ladies from Lodi—members of
the Ladies’ Improvement Committee of
San Joaquin—bave arranged for a Lodi
exhibit in the San Joaquin display, and
have promised to have it in shape soon.

Secretary Davies and Manager Brown
sent out to-day the varieus invitations au-
thorized at the meeting of the Board,
among others one to Senator Stanford, who
will address the Board at the meeting next
Tuesday afternoon.

It is the feeling that the proposition to
admit real estate dealers to membership,
brought up at Tuesday’s meeting, will be
decided adversely to the dealers.

Fastest Trains,
It is commonly sipposed in this country
that in England sizity miles an hour is not
uncommon time for railroad trains. While
this rate of speed ‘may be often attained }
between stations, it' does not hold for long
distances. Great Northern trains make
the distance of 397 miles from London to
Edinburgh, via Ycrk, in 9 hours, the aver-
age spocﬁ' being 441 miles an hour. From
Euston Square tlie distance is 401 miles,
and London and Northwestern trains
make the time ia 10 hours, or 40.1 miles
per hour. The fistest train on the Great
Northern makes the trip to Leeds from
London at an avesage speed of 45.4 miles
an hour. The Graat Northern trains from
London to York make 188 miles at 48
miles an hour, and at least one train runs
to Peterboro at &1 miles an hour. The
run from Londea to Grantham has been
made repeatedly at 51 miles an hour.
The Flying Dut¢hman, broad gauge, is
the fastest train in the world, making the
run to Swindon at 53} miles an hour. On
one occasion the distance of 15 miles was
run in 12 minufes, or 75 miles an hour.
In this country Jumboe, one of the Penn-
sylvania - Railrdad locomotives, drew a
train from Philadelphia to Jersey City, 90
miles in 80 minutes,
