or rests; it knows only waking hours and
eternal motion. It runs counter to every
tliilate hi' .jus-tire, ;md sets at nought the
commonest rules the wisdom of ages lias
evolved for the protection of humnn rights.
Ifcharged with crime, a man is entitled
t«i the presumption of innocence untilhis
guilt be proved. But in the high Court of
Kandal it i- held one is guilty until he
proves himself innocent, and, as John G.
Holland remarked, "even then it takes
tin- liberty of doubting the testimony."
The same great-hearted journalist, in
treating of the popular Capacity for scan-
dal, said :

scandal thereby advertises bis own untrost-
worthiness'

—
an epigram that is in fact a

truism. The popular apjietite for scandal
is Dot denied, but that it should be
therefore ministered to is bo far from being
true, that in fact every |>üblh: and private
inflpence -h< old be cx.-rted to repress the
ricious tendency.

The most recent local minor about al-
leged disloyalty to marriage vows lias
whetted the appetites of those who relish
such l>hs ..I" tilth, to a degree that lias le<l
some to express the belief that because
the pre.ss of the city does not nose out the
scandal and bring the names of offender
and victim to light and make the filth of
the story drip from daily columns, there-
fore the press has been corrupted and paid
!(\u25a0 maintain silence.

Sensible men know better. So hi :i-

--that scandalous lie may I*. aimed :it this
journal, it is sufficient to Bay that it occa-
sions no diaqoiet, and its contemj.t for the
buy-bodies who spend their time in circu-
lating-neb falsehoods haves no room for
anger. The press of the country gen-
erally entertain- pity for these restkss
souls withmorbid appetites for the smutty,
who keep themselves in worry because
the press is not run to suit their scandal-
ous ideas. The pre-- is a great deal bet-
ter than such people.

The publication of a paper is a private
business and the same rules that dictate
the conduct of gentlemen in private life
ought to direct their course in public
print. The decent press of the country
does not print the stories of amors and
marital disloyalty that are to be heard on
the street at any hour, Ijecause it has bet-
ter purposes in view, and is not prepared
to surrender ha space to the Venus mis-
cellany style ofliterature, or to expose to
shame and contumely the innocent who
are invariablyinvolved in the licentious-
ness ofmen and women. The decent press,
inshort, does not drag the names ofhouse-
holds out of privacy and hold them up to
scandalous view ami the greedy gaze of
fccandal-mongers,on account ofthe disloyalty
or amour- of -ome member of the home,
simply because it is not to its taste, and
that no one, in such matters, has the right
to question.

Ifnewspapers, Belf-ieape ling and respect
desiring, were published i'.>r that purpose
they would be bound to give publicity to
allmanner ofscandalous (tones concern-
ing debauchee; visitations to places of dis-
repute; base deceit and unrestrained pas-
sion; of indiscretions and weaknesses on
tlic- part of the foolish, and cruel and dis-
loyal conduct on the part >>i' those to
\u25a0whom are given the care of wife and chil-
dren, or mother and sister.

I'ntilsuch appeal
inbehalf of the alleged victim is made,
the scandal must be treated on a par with
scores of others which deal with skeletons
in private closets. The columns of the
press cannot \>e kept free from all refer-
ence to scandals; the means of communi-
cation are so multitudinous, and the news-
gathering art so keen-scented that tele-
graphic dispatches alone are sufficient to

Boed \u25a0 newpaper with details of the
wickedness, venality and corruption ex-
tant. There is enough, heaven knows,

of the bad that comes to the surface,

enough of venal actions, dishonest conduct,
of domestic outrage, of marital infelicity,
of connubial disloyalty, of deceit and
cruelty and outrage; enough of the bad-
in— of the world that goes to print to
satisfy the most morbid appetite for filth.
There is no need to search for private
vandal or parade names before the pub-
lic to the shame of the innocent, unneces-
sarily. The press that does not keep de-
tectives prowling in private closets be-
cause it is not to its taste, can afford to
laugh at the charges of the foul-minded
that it is bought to silence, because it re-
fu-es to feed a vitiated appetite for inde-
cent news.

FRANCE.

The motion in the French Chamber to
declare tbe Presidency vacant received 191
for, to 3tf9 votes in opposition. This will
unquestionably he accepted by President
(\u25a0nvy v an expression of confidence, and
willdisincline him to accept the advice of
demenceau that his resignation is neces-
sary. I'resident Grevy as a patriot, can-

not, in tlil— critical period in the history of
the Republic, afli>nl to set the precedent of
the Chief Executive of the nation retiring
l>efore the clamor of a turbulent legislative
branch, nor is there any likelihood of his
doing -o, though it is intimated that he
has considered it. Rural France stands
behind and firmlysupports him. The un-
rest of the Capital, promoted and aggra-
vated by the conspiracies of Monarchists,
socialists and pretenders, is not likely to
greatly disturb the loyalty of the country
outside of the groat cities. At a time
when Germany is upon the eve of trouble,
and the great minds that have preserved
German unity are soon to be withdrawn,
leaving none capable to fill their places,
France has greater need than ever to pre-
serve harmony at home. The Monarchists
see their opportunity, and will do all in
their power to foment discontent that may
lead on to revolution. The hope of free
government hangs trembling upon the
verge of an abyss. Grevy is of all others
the man to save France from dissolution.
The nation has reason to be thankful that
this man, to whom was given the precious
privilege of being among the first to pro-
claim the Republic nearly two decades
ago, should at the advanced age of eighty-
four be so well preserved physically and
intellectually, and possessed of such vigor-
OUS mentality. Such men are raised up to
nations but once in an age; their suc-
cessors are rarely of the same mettle, and
history does not repeat them save at long
intervals. The destiny of Franco reposes
to-day in the hand of one such man. If
he yields*_to the advice of Clemenceau
and Floquet and Goblet, and desert- his
post now, no man can possibly forecast all
the result—it must be confusion, itmay be
anarchy.

So. lAu.-rs have charged that inGer-
many the proportion of female labor was
Increasing and that its prevalence was in-
jurious tohealth and morals.

Another San Joaqoln Valley BmUtomA.
Though no company Ins yet been incor-

porated by the SotUhern Pacific Company
for the purpose of building a lir.e down
the east side of the San Joaijtiin Valley,
still the Directors aie making preparation's
to commence the work at a very early date
A few days since a construction train was
side-tracked at Merced, while another
train drew up in the vicinity of Visalia.
The company a project is a nibst extensive
one, anrl involves the construction of a line
from Oakdale to I'oso, paralleling the
main line between these two points, Be-
these two main lines there willhe branches
crossing the valley at intervals, connecting
with the main track at Merced, Fresno.
Visalia and Tulare, thus establishing aii
entire east-side system for the valiey. This
line willopen up the fertilefoothill coun-
try ofthe Sierra Nevada, undoubtedly the
moat fertile fruit belt in the State.

Efforts will be made to secure subsidies
from Fresno. Tulaiv and other cities of the
plain, it o*lng evident that these cities will
be largely benefited by the extensions. An
arrangement was made with the people of
Visalia some n-.ontha back, by which the
branch line, nine miles In length, connect-
ing that city and Goshen. was to be sur-
rendered to the Southern Pacific Company
in return for beiiig included in the distri
bution of brar.ch lines on the east aide of
tne valley and for being given equal rates
to those iiven at Goshon. These privileges
will undoubtedly result in buildingup a
big supply point ot Visalia.

On the west side of the valley a few mod-
ifications have been made iu'tbe running
iii the Tmey-Huron line, siiiie twenty
mi -of which will be ready foroperation
shortly. A detour will bo maJe Into the
coast ringes, by which the line wiil passthrough Hagtiiii ,v <'arr's large tract. Thi«
line will connect with the main line at
Satnner.

SENATOR STANFORD.

AN INTERVIEW OX LOCAL AND NA-
TIONAL QUESTIONS.

The Senator Favors Abolishing In-
ternal Ilcvennes— The Pacific

Railroad Commission— Etc.

[S. K. Call, November 22d.)
The members of the Calitoruia Congres-

sional delegation are busily gathering to-
gether their impedimenta and arranging
their affairs preparatory to their long winter
sojourn in the national capital.

Numerically speaking, at least, the (,'ali-
fornia delegation to the coming session will
be a very strong one, for besides the ordi-
nary members it includes the claimants to
several contested seats, both in Northern
and Southern California.'•Ihave been so very busy during the
day," said Senator Stanford to a Call re-
porter last night, "

that Ido not feel in the
least like being interviewed. 1 leave on
Wednesday evening, and consequently am
hard at work preparing fordeparture. Va-
rious matters pertaining tomy private busi-
ness require settlement. Iam desirous,
before leaving," continued the Senator,
witha smile,

"
to clear my desk up."

'\u25a0 Have you any objections to state what
measures the California delegation intend
bringing forward at Washington?" asked
the reporter."

We intend, primarily," replied the Sen-
ator, "to bring forward ami endeavor !•>
have passed a wine bill and a forestry bill.
So far as the first goes there willbe no dif-
ficulty, Ithink, about passing it in the
Senate. What is wanted is a bill which
willpermit us to use the spirit distilled
from our grapes to fortify our sweet wines.
Ifthis is conceded us the wine Industry
willbe put on a much more satisfactory
basis. lam decidedly in favor," continued
Senator Stanford, "of the abolition of the
internal revenue duties. The Republican
party, which preaches the doctrine of pro-
tection with so much earnestness, ought
certainly, Ithink, to take in hand the work
ofrepealing the tax upon home industry.
It was a war measure, and excusable at the
time, but its retention in the present state
of the nation's finances seems to me in the
light of an exaction. The Govern men1
can well atl'ord to do without it.""

What measures are proposed. Senator,
f.>r the reduction of the surplus.'" asked
the reporter.'•That is something," said Senator Stnn-
ford, laughing, •' which the Republican
party will have to take in hand. It has
proved too difficulta problem for the Dem-
crats to solve, consequently they have done
nothing. Yet there is good excuse for
their inaction, for so prosperous a financial
condition is absolutely unprecedented in
the world's history. 1don't remember the
instance of another nation whose surplus
resources have been so great as actually to
become a menace to the country. 1 think,
therefore, that the Republicans will have
to step forward and create a precedent
which the Democrats can follow in the
future. What measures will be advanced,
however, Iam not prepared to say.""

That question naturally suggests an-other, Senator, regarding the next Presi-
dential campaign," said the reporter.

"That is something about whichIdo
not intend to speak," replied the Senator."

Have Blame's prospects for renomi-
nation been altered by recent Eastern
events'.'"

"The California delegation," answered
Senator Stanford, "ought to go unpledged to
any particular candidate. There are plenty
of good men in the ranks of the party, and
it willbe impossible, Ibelieve, to select a
candidate who is not allied to any particu-
lar section or faction and who will conse-
quently receive the entire Republican vote.
If, however, a candidate is nominated
whose affiliation to any particular faction
is known, he willnot, without saying any
more, receive the vote of the whole party.1

"Do you expect any action to be taken

by Congress on the report of the Pacitic
Railway Commission ?""

No," said the Senator, "forIthink that
the committee misunderstood its duties.
It was appointed by Congress to inquire
into the equities existing between the Gov-
ernment and the subsidized roads, and in-
stead of that the members merely pro-
pounded to me a series of inlerrogatirits
founded on what they conceived to be the
purpose of the measure. They came out
here to f;ml something out against us, and
their whole inquiry was directed to that
end. There are no equities existing bp
tween the Government and the roads which
require consideration."

'\u25a0 Was there not a proposition to appoint
another Commission for that purpose?"
asked the reporter.

"Yes," said Senator Stanford, ' 1 pro-
posed that Congress appoint \u25a0 iSonrt of
Equity, whose duty would bo to consider
and to pass upon the lights not only ot
the Government but of the railroads: who
would «!-ii;h the questions at i-sue judi-
cially aiid without prejudice. What action,
however, Congress will take Icannot pre-
dict."

"Ihave no douht, however," he said, "that
were the cable to be constructed by private
enterprise, itwould prove a paying specu-
lation, and would undoubtedly increase our
trade with the East."
