A Keporter Flreil.

Last evening a reporter of the Z.V', who
also ac.s in the capacity of correspondent
of the .San Francisco Examiner, became
rather fresh around the Governor's office,
and came near getting a good sound thrash-
ing. He called on the Governor to know
what the latter was doing with the secret
servi' c fond, and when he was politely
informed that it was none of his busi-
ness, he waxed wrathy and wanted to clean
out the entire Capitol. \Vh<n Private Secre-
tary Boruck talked uf thrashing the fresh
news-gatherer, the latter politely told Mr
Boruck that he respected age and for thatreason he allowed Mr. Boruck to escape adrubbing. Things be,ran toget rather blue
and the newspaper scribbler was invited to
take a wait and not repeat his visit, with
the injunction that ifhe did he would get
hurt. The Governor was very indignant atwhat he considered an insult.'and expressed
himself very freely as to the newspaper
that would employ such individuals in the
capacity of reporters. Hereafter reporters
willnot have many favors shown them at
the Governor's office, all will be treated
coolly, beeauss one young man got above
his bosinese and imagines that not even
the Governor's secret service fund is beyond
his inquiry. This is not the first offense of
this young man at the Capitol, and he Uas
certainly injured his ability to serve his
employers, from the fact that he has cut
short his avenue, of news-gatticring. be-
sides injuring others who are in the repor-
torial b::-i:iess.

Section Ml.When an information is laid be-
fore a Magistrate of the commission of a public
offense triable within the county, he must ex-
amine on oath the informant or prosecutor,
and any witnesses lie may produce, and take
their deposition in writing,and cause them to
be sutiscribed by the parties making them.

Bection 612. The deposition imW set forth
the facts stated by the prosecutor and his wit-
nesses, tending to establish the commission of
the< .Dense, and the guilt of the attendant.

Section US. If the Magistrate is satisfied
therefrom that the offense complained of has
been committed, and that there is reasonable
ground tobelieve that the defendant has com-
mitted it,be must issue v warrant of arrest.

Under these provisions a Magistrate has
no jurisdiction to issue a warrant of arrest
without some evidence tending to show the
guilt of the party named in the warrant.

The original information may be sufficient,
though made only upon information and
belief, if followed by the deposition of the
complainant, or some other witness stating
facts tending to show the guilt of the party
charged. Ofcourse, where there was some
evidence upon which the Magistrate acted,
we would not interfero. It may be also
true that the original information might be
treated as a deposition, and insuch view, if
itcontained positive evidence of facts tend-
ing to show guilt, it might be sufficient as
a basis for the issuance of a warrant. But
a mere affidavitin the form of an informa-
tion, containing no evidence and followed
by nodeposition stating any fact tending to
show guiit,is insufficient to support a war-
rant. The liberty ofa citizen cannot be vi-
olated upon the mer* expression of an
opinionunder oath that he is guilty ofa
crime.

DIMMIGRE-ARRESTED.
The San Francisco l'usl of last evening

Chief Crov.ley received a dispatch
this afternoon from J. D. Spencer, Clerk of
the Supreme Court, which is nowin session
in Sacramento, announcing that an opin-
ion had been filed by the Court ordering
John A. Dimmig released from custody.
Before the receipt of the dispatch Chief
Cmwley and Assistant 1). A.Kirk,believ-
ing that the writ would be granted, sent lor
Mrs. Sarah Benhayon, and she swore out a
new complaint against Dimmig. The sec-
ond complaint directly charges Dimmig
with the murder of Henry Benhayon on
the 23d ult., and in an affidavit on the back
the mother swears that the murder was
accomplished by tie administration of
cyanide of potassium. When Judge Horn-
blower convened Court this afternoon,
Prosecuting Attorney Coffey asked tor the
dismissal of the former charge of murder,
in compliance with the decision of the
Supreme Court. Dimmig was then led
back to his quarters in the tanks, and
tlie new warrant was served upon him."

A Mere AffidavitContaining no Evidence
Showing Guilt Insufficient.

The Supreme Court, sitting in bank, yes-
terday rendered the following decision in
the ex parte Dimmig habeas corpus case,
which was argued on Monday. Sections

SUFKUIOK COUKT.

Signal Service.
Sergeant Barwick, of the Signal Service

station in this city,has received a circular
from the Signal Office, War Department,
Washington, which shows how beggarly
the Government has acted with this most
important service. Itis hoped that Con-
gress, at its next session, will restore the
(310 per annum, and allow the deficiency
asked. The circular is as follows:

"Memoranda of deficiency estimate as
required for the service of the fiscal year
ending June 30, 188S : For rent, hire of
civilian employes, furniture, light, station-
ery, ice, stove and fixtures, repairs, rent of
telephone, text-books, lumber, and other
expenses of offices maintained as stations
of observation outside of Washington,
District of Columbia, being for the service
of the fiscal year ending June 30, 1888,
$5,000."

Note
—

This amount is necessary to
properly provide for the present stations
of observation during the current fiscal
year. Congress, in 1883, reduced the
amount allowed for rent, stationery, light,
ice, furniture, text books, and all expenses
from an annual allowance of $310 per sta-
tion of observation to $250 per year. This
reduction has necessitated inevery >ear the
discharge of janitors and cleaners in the
middle of the fiscal year, ami ;he retina! of
ice, stoves, stationery and furniture for the
proper equipment and management of said
stations. At present all janitors and clean-
ers are under orders for discharge on Jan-
uary 1, 1888. For four years past the di-
lapidated anil badly-worn furniture of this
service has steadily deteriorated in appear-
ance and quality, since the reduced appro-
priations have not permitted iis being re-
placed by new furniture. The offices 'if the
country in general, as shown by tiie ollicial
inspection reports, are, inmany ca?cs, in an
unlit and improper condition. In the last
fmr years the repairs of old funiitu-eand
the purchase of new has averaged but one
dollar per month for each station."

There .irenow a number of offices that
could be moved into Government build-
ings, and others conld be moved by April
1. LBBB, and thus save rent in future, "but
for lack of funds this is impossible, as the
expense in each cum' would be about $250."
