A CITY'S DISGRACK.
What the San Francisco Graud Jury S:iys

of .Jury-Hrifoing.
Sax FsAXdaoo, November 23J.— [Spe-

cial.!—The Grand Jury tilcilits final report
to-day. Inrelation to the bribery report it
is as follows:

"We have iavestigated the charges ofjury-
bribing and find itto have been carried on
here to defeat the ends of justice. It is a
disgrace to our city and country. We havefound indictments against persons where
the evidence was clear and convincing,
and we hope our successors will continue
the investigation of this subject until the
guilty are punished and this base crime is
made odious in this community."

The city and county departments were
criticised, some favorably and some ad-
versely, but no serious mal-administration
was found in any. The report further
says :

"The allegations made by an ex-Judge
of the Supreme Court in a Drief filed be-
fore the honorable Supreme Court of thisState, that an unfilled check, properly
signed, was offered to the Hon. J. F. Sulli-
van, Judge of the Superior Court, Depart-
ment Two, of this city, to influence his de-
cision in the case of Sharon vs. Sharon,
wereinvestigated and found to be false and
without foundation."

Certain charges made against the Hon.
D. J. Murphy, Judge of the Superior
Court, Department Twelve, of this city,
were fully investigated and found ground-
less and without foundation. We fully ex-
onerate Judge Murphy from said charges."

Startling developments were brought to
light by papers found in the safe of Wing,
Fong A Co. Valuable information was ob-
tained from these documents; but. accord-
ing to 'Pete's' admissions, papers of still
greater value should have been found in
this safe. Why they so suddenly disap-
peared is only a matter of conjecture."

AStage Overhauled— Three Highwaymen

Put to Flieht.

of two attempts at highway robbery onSunday night. The stage from Candelaria
to Columbus was held up about midnight

by a single robber. Wells, Fargo it Co.
were expected to send treasure on it, but
owing to a sleepy agent nothing had been
put aboard. No passengers were on the
stage and nothine was secured by the high-
wayman.

Early yesterday morning, whilesix wood-
choppers were coming from Kelly's Land-
ing on Lake Tahoe to Glenbrook, they
were held up by three highwaymen. They
had just been paid for the summer's work
in the woods and had abort $3,000 in their
pockets. They refused to throw up their
hands, and some of them, drawing pistols,
tired at the robbers, who instantly tied to
the woods. A young man named Walker,
of this city, says itwas an exciting skir-
mish far a minute, but the robbers did not
succeed ingetting a dollar.

States Marshal and Receiver Dyer to-day
made a demand upon the persous appar-
ently in charge of the Church oilice for the
books, records and valuables belonging to
the corporation, ordered by the Court to be
turned over to the Receiver, but noone ap-
peared authorized to either refuse or grant
the demand. Allthat could be got out of
them was: "Take them at your peril:"

RIDDLEBERGER SAYS VIRGINIA
IS FOR BLAISE.

Washington, November 23d.—[Special.]
—It is reported that soon after Congress
assembles a resolution will be introduced
in the House, requesting the President to
terminate the existing lease of the fur-seal
islands of St. Paul and St. George to the
Alaska Commercial Company, and further
declaring it the sense ofConeress that such
islands should not be again leased. The
idea is that these islands should be thrown
open to fishermen during certain seasonsof the year, under such restrictions and
regulations, as regards the killing of seals,
as Congress may prescribe.

The seizure of vessels engaged in the seal
fisheries in the open water of liehring sea,
and confiscating their cargoes, has attracted
a great deal of notice here! It will be as-
serted that it is against the policy of the
Government to give any private company
a monopoly over any industry that can be
prosecuted by individuals on any part of
the public domain, and that to throw the
seal fisheries open to the public will
cheapen the price of furs, and develop a
large industry on the Pacilic coast. In
support of such resolution it willbe urged
that there is no longer a reason for attempt-
ing to make Alaska self-supporting, because
of the gradual development of the inland
resources of the Territory and the vast sur-
plus in the National Treasury.

THE BOSS ANARCHIST.

TeslimoDy Elicited on the Trialor Herr
•Tohann Mogt.

New York, November 23d.— The work of
getting a jury to try Johann Most was con-
tinued to-day, and shortly after noon
twelve men had been secured, who were
satisfactory to both sides. The jury was
then sworn. Colonel Fellows summed up
the case for the prosecution. Detective
Roth was the first witness called, and he
was followed by Detective Saxe.

The cross-examination ol Saxe was begun
by Mr.Howe. Aneffort was made to show
that the witness had given different testi-
mony before the Grand Jury. Witness had
not given his account of the meeting so full
as at the trial, and he admitted having
made a mistake before the Grand Jury in
saying tnat Most began his speech withthe
words,

"
Fellow slaves." The words used

by Most were:
'
Uruder Anarchists." He

thought Most had used the English plural
to 'Anarchists," and not the German.

Simon Dryfus, a reporter, corroborated
the other witnesses substantially. A man
had sat next to him at the meeting who
jumped up, saying. "Why not to-day?
We're ready I" Mostconcluded by saying :
"lam an Anarchist ! Rise anarchy ! long
may it live!" He thought it time to get
out, which he did. He did not take notes,
because he did not want to be carried out
dead. Witness did not suffer much under
the severe cross-examination.

The State rested its case, and the Court
adjourned.

AMERICA'S GREATNESS.

endless succession of cities which are here,
as if they had been set down upon the
plains inthe night by a geni. These ap-
pal me and weiirh npon my spirit to such
a degree that Iam worn out. lam ap-
pjlled. amazed and oppressed by this won-
derful country. Ihad no conception of its
extent."

Then there is the utter disregard of the
value of money which a foreigner linds
here. It seems to me that one of your
dollars is no more than one of oar shillings.
IfIshould be offered money fora letter in
England Ishould think that some one were
playing a joke upon me; but here for one
letter someone oilers me $300. It seems to
me that there must be an end to this,other-
wise there will be a great collapse, or a
grent discipline. Itcannot go on without
one or the other."

FORGING AHEAD.

Tlie working classes have not been
Interested to a very great extent. The com-
mittee claims that as soon as the laboring
men find that one of the objects of the party
is to keep out pauper labor, they will join
in large numbers. Men are interested in
the success of the party who have never be-
fore interested themselves in politics.
James Gilfallan ex-United States Treasurer
has accepted the position of Treasurer of
the committee.

A REGULAR BATTLE.
Bloody Fight Between Laborers and

Loafers In Louisiana.
New Orleans, November 23d. —

The
striking sugar hands at Thibodeaux at 5o'clock this morning tired on the white
pickets guarding the i«Uce. The white
men returned the fire, and a brisk battle

ensued, in which twenty-five negroes are
said to have been killed and two white
men wounded. Additional troops will
probably be sent to the scene at once.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.
New Ori.kans, November 23d.—Thibo-

deaus' white picket guard was fired upon
thi.3 morning and two men wounded. An
attack was immediately made on the
negroes, and ten or twelve were killed.
The rest of the men left for the woods. All
is quiet now. and laborers are at work on
all the plantations. There is no excite-
ment outside of town.

THE REAL FACTS OF THE AFFAIR.
Thiuodkaux (La.), November 23d.— The

following statement regarding to-day's af-
fair explains itself:Our labor troubles had
about ceased, when on Tuesday afternoon
the people of this town were reliably in-
formed that an attack wouldbe made upon
the town during the night. To prevent
any trouble a strong guard of Deputy
Sheriffs was posted at all the approaches.

"

At 7 o'clock this morning two of the
guards were shot from ambush and seri-
ously wounded. Two of their friends
rushed to their help, and while they were
attempting to relieve iheir comrades they
were also fired on from ambush. Luckily
they were not hurt.

A fearful state of excitement ensued, and
the armed guard of town rushed to the
scene of action. They were again tired on
from ambush, and then returned the fire,
aud a general fusilade was kept up until
the rioters were dispersed. Some six
rioters are known to be killed,and as many
more wounded.

Our people are determined to preserve
the peace, and all good citizens are in per-
fect accord.

New Orleans, November 23d.

The
State's correspondent at Thibodeaux says
the casualities so far are sufficiently numer-
ous, but the opinion among the'best citi-
zens is that the worst is over. The pas-
sions aroused by the utterances of the New
Orleans Communists, or self-styled friends
of labor, have been stilled, and no more
blood willbe shed, nor lives lost.

The feeling against these New Orleans
Communists is very strong, and on every
side their conduct is denounced in the
most unmeasured terms.

STILL BURNING.

Forest Fires Continue to Devastate

Memphis (Term.), November 23d.— The
ravages of forest tires show no abatement
in this section. In Arkansas, near Desars,
the range on both prairie and in the bot-
toms has been most completely destroyed
the past ten days, and the smoke ha3been
so dense that it has for several days ob-
scured the sun. The town was and is
practically surrounded by forest fires, and
everybody feels great uneasiness.

In the neighborhood of Okalona, Ark.,
forest firest are sweeping the mountains,
valleys and bottoms, destroying fences and
other property.

There
has been a great loss ofcotton, corn, fences
and out-houses, and insome instances gin-
houses and baras have been destroyed.
The greatest damage, however, has been to
timber. Magnificent cypress brake 3 in
many instances are almost denuded, en-
tailing losses of many thousands of dollars.

The smoke lias been so dense that people
have suffered beyond endurance. Cotton
in the Held has been turned to a yellowish
cast, and it is almost impossible to have
washing done.

The tldrues in Hatchie Bottom, fanned
by the prevailing winds, have carried dev-
astation before them. Thousands of acres
of forest have been destroyed, and the
switch-cane has been utterly consumed in
the valleys. Hatchie river cane, which
has been the chief dependence for winter
forage for cattle, is effectually destroyed,
and old settlers say it will be ten years
before it can be renewed.
