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Death of John H. Carroll,

John H. Carroll, who has been ill for the
past few weeks from general failing health
and a consequent combination of diseases,
died quite suddenly and unexpectedly last

evening while en route from San Francisco
to this city. He went to San Francisco
about two weeks since, hoping that by
change of air and special medical treat-
ment to be benefited. He did not improve,
however, and it was considered best that
he return to Sacramento.

He came to the State,
by way of Cape Horn, in 1849, and in Feb-
ruary, 1850, settled in Sacramento, open-
ing a general merchandizing establishment,
and has been one of our leading business
men ever since. He was born in Lynn,
Mass., in 1825, and was now consequently
62 years of age.

A notice appeared in the Recorp Uxnion
a few days since of the burglary of A.C.
Hyams' residenqe, at 918 N street, in which
it was stated that the suspected party was

one Harry Adams, a vender of stove-polish.

dinner., They were seated at the festal
board with Ed. Rand, the toast-master,
at the head of the tabler.

The San Francisco Chronicle yesterday
published a long interview with Governor
Waterman at San Francisco, in which oc-
curs the following :

"All the heads
of departments have treated me with the
greatest courtesy.”

Referring to the appointment of a Trus-
tee of the State Library, vice Henry Edger-
ton, the Governor said he did not yet know
whom he would appoint. One thing was
certain, however, that the appointee would
be a thorough business man who knew the
condition of the finances of the State Li-
brary. “ There is a great deal in the man-
agement of the State Library which does
not meet my views.”

At the end of each bronchial tube there is
what is called a pneumonic globule. Tt is |
in this globule that the air and blood
meet ; it is here that the blood hecomes
“aerated” or oxygenized. In the case of
men who inhale the smoke of cigarettes,
these globules, instead of receiving fresh
air, receive air charged with nicotine, In
order to know the extent to which the
lungs receive the poisoned air it is only
necessary to remember that the area of
the pneumonic globules is some 1,200 |
square feet. People will smoke cigarettes |
at times when they will not smoke cigars, !
and cigarette smokers thus use more to-
bacco than any other people.—N. Y. Times.

AN Oppity 1IN NATURE—A curious
city-like group of rocks near Millay,
France, has been described to the Paris
Academy of Sciences. It is about 2,500
feet above the sea, and is known as
Montpellier-le-Vieux. An irregular mass
of rocks some 200 feet high resembles the
towers of a citadel ; and this is surrounded
by five depressions 300 or 400 feet deep, of
which ore appears like an amphitheater,
a second a necropolis, a third a parade-
ground, and another a regularly laid out
city quarter with public monuments, gates,
straight streets and intersections suggest-
ing at once such places as Pompeii, Car-
nac and Persepolis. The whole, of some
500 acres, is surrounded by a rocky wall
300 or 400 feet high, while the ravines be-
neath and the neighboring rock-groups add
to the fortified appearance. *

A Brr oF PRrROGREsS IN FivE YEARs.
Some interesting tables prepared by Prof.
J. A. Fleming, the English ele(‘lﬂt'i:ll!,
shows that in 1882 an electric dynamo for
1,200 lights weighed 44,820 pounds, the
armature weighed 9,800 pounds, the space
occupied was 320 cubic feet, the horse-
power required was 155, and the commer-
cial efficiency was 67 per cent. The 1887
machine, with an armature of 1,568
pounds, weighs 11,760 pounds, occupies
about 180 cubic feet, requires about 112
horse-power, and has a commercial effi-
ciency of over 90 per cent. The price for
a given current is one-fourth of the price
in 1882,
