BACON OR SHAKESPEARE--DOX-
NELLY’S *“ CRYPTOGRAM.”

Holiday Books — Magazines -- The
Novelties of the Book World—
What the Publishers Offer.

“ The Great Cryptogram,” or Hon. igna-
tius Donnelly’s solution of the g#estion,
“ DId Shakespeare write the plays attrib-
uted to him?” is at band from the pub-
lishers, R. S. Peale & Co., Chicago, New
York and London. Itisa large and hand-
some volume and does infinite credit to the
taste of the publishers. The work is di-
vided into two distinct parte, in which, to
his own satisfaction at least, Mr. Donnelly
has proved Sir Francis Bacon wrote the
plays credited to \\'x]hgm H_)akgspearc.
The first of these parts is entitled ** The
Argument,” the second *‘The Demonstra-
tion.” The method of the presentation is
novel, but Mr. Donnelly needs no apology
for the style. 1t is orderly and logical, so
far as that is concerned. The diction is not
that of fine style, indeed there was no de-
mand for it, and little room for * fine writ-
ing.” It is morein the nature of a brief
and argument. But Mr. Donnelly has in-
vested 1t with profound interest, and his
direct, well-chosen and forcible sentences
have a strong attraction for the reader.
Since we have heretofore expressed dishe-

lief in Mr. Donnelly’s conclusion and
doubted the logic of his * proofs”
we feel that it is due to bim
to state his side of the case. Yet

within the ordipary limits of a book re-
view in & newspaper this cannot be satis-
factorily done. No recent modern work
exhibits evidence of more painstaking and
mathematical labor and patient application
than this. Donnelly must be a man of re-
markably persevering disposition, while
his reading uvon the subject in hand has
unquestionably been exhaustive and ana-
Iytical. His work will command the widest
attention, and will probably reach an alti-
tude in great book sales paralleled by put
few. For there is that mystery and ro-
mance surrounding the question he debsates
that appetizes the curiosity and whets the
desire to learn of all that is possible to be
evolved from a progressive and rational
cipher, such as Mr. Donnelly claims to
have discovered in the famous folio edition
of 1623. He asserts that he searched the
common editions in vain for the true sev-
eral keys that unlock the mystery and dis-
close Bacon to have been the author of the
plays. Some glimpses of what he believes
to be the truth, he did indeed get, but not
until he opened the great folio was the
cipher Bacon employed made clear to him.
In the “* Argument” Mr. Donnelly clearly,
logically and with a vigor and directness
that challenges admiration, lays down the
claims made for Bacon, and marshals the
evidence by which the claim is fortified.
In part second the attention is kept upon
the cipher and the exterior proofs that
justify him. We can readily comprehend
the magnitude of the work he must have
done in working out this cipher. It de-
serves to rank with the most laborious ef-
forts of authorship in modern times. “ The
Argument " is in three parts. In the first
it states the reasons for believing Shakes-
peare did not write the plays. These are
the well-known doubts; but in the second
part the reasons are set forth why it is justi-
fiable to believe that Bacon wrote the plays.
The third part is a bringing together of the
stronger points of the other two, with ilius-
trations of Bacon’s admitted works in com-
parison with lines teken from the plays,
which bear a striking resemblance to
Shakespeare’s text and go far to establish
identities of style. Mr. Donnelly contends
that the author of the plays was alawver,
a poet and a philosopher, and it is not
to be denied that his proofs are very
strong upon these points. Not the least
weighty are those that reveal the profound
knowledge possessed by the playwright of
religions. Shakespeare was not, he holds,
according to all possible proof to be ob-
tained concerning him. a poet, a philosc-
pher, a lawyer, or practiced in theological
research. Ile certainly shows that he was
not a profound scholar, but it might be re-
plied that such proof does not establish the
negative to the claim of mavelous genius
for Shakespeare. However, it is not the
purpose here to debate with Mr. Donnelly,
but only to indicate to our readers what is
the character of the work, and what the
method of treatment employed. Thus, he
proceeds to show that whoever wrote the
plays must have been well versed in the
classics, and a great reader of the classica
authors, as well as one familiar with the
languages of Europe. In all these respects
Shakespeare he finds wanting, while no
other man of his era so completely fills the
requirements of poet, lawyer, philosopher,
politicial, linguist, classicist and theologi-
cal student as Fiancis Bacon. Very con-
siderable space is given to proofs of the
inadequacy of Shakespeare's education.
his crude style of speech and composi-
tion, and the difficulty with which he
wrote even so much as his name.
His character is not spared either, and he is
presented in so unfavorable a light as to
lead Mr. Donnelly to conclude that a man
so poor in morals ceuld not have conceived
or given voice to such lofty sentiments as
illumine the plays, or the profound philos-
ophy that makes them the wonder of the
world. We passthe inquiriesinto probabie
sources from which Shakespeare could
have acquired knowledge, and the more
interesting review of the mystery of the
loss of the manuscrint of the lays, which
is complete that not a line of them has ever
been found, and no more of the penman-
ship of Shakespeare discovered than five
rude signatures, so coarse and illegible as
to suggest the thought that Shakespeare
could not write at all. In the second part
of ** the argument” Mr. Donnelly cites the
proofs that Bacon wrote the plays. It is
scarcely necessary to ‘more than name a
few of these, as they must be familiar to
the reader. First, Bacon possessed all the
scholarly qualifications and learning essen-
tial to such authorship; he was the most
brilliant genius of his lime : the profound-
est and most original thinker, & phileso-
pher and a poet, a politician and a lawver.,
The home of Bacen is often m

men-
tioned in the plays, that of Shakes-
peare not once, The  geographic

information disclosed by the plays corre-
sponds with Bacon’s movels and studies,
but there is no record of Shakespeare haxv-
ing more than a knowledge of the localities
immediately related to avery small distriet.
Bacon was a man high strung, of ariste-
cratic tastes and associstions, and in the
plays it is reflected that the author was:
familiar with men and women of that
order, whereas Shakespeare had no associa-

tions or tastes of that kind, and his com-.

ganiops were, as a rule, of low degree and
reeding. Whoever wrote the plays was of
the same political schoo! to which Bacon
belonged, and entertainedthe same preju-
dices. Mureover, he was & Protestant or a
free thinker, while Shakespeare died a
Roman Catholic. Mr. Donpelly follows
up these positive proofs thatthe plays were
in harmony with the aims of Bacon dur-
ing the major portion of this life. He

had a reacon for conecealicg his au-
thorship, _ . in the fear that the
free criticism of the dramas would

imperil his social and his political ambi-
tion, but as tke plays brougntin a revemne
he wrote for pecuniary gain, and they were
produced in that period of bis dife when
necessities were greatest and his sneans at
their lowest eb®. * The argument ”’ closes
with examples of parallelism, identity of
expressions, idess and whole pasegzes, er-
rors and style in the comparisan.of the
acknowledged writings of Baeon. * The
demonstration ” is devoted to the .elcoida-
tion of Mr. Donneily’s claim of discovery of
a cipher in the plags that disclose Bacen as
their author. Certainly Bacon was given
to research in cryptagrapby ; he constructed
and borrowed ciphess, and wrote unger
concealments as a pastime and tor spegific
purposes. The manner in which Mr.
Donnelly develops the cipher cannot e
here explained for obwious reasons. It ig
indeed, gusceptible of not briefer satisfac-
tory presentation that Mr, Donnelly makes.
It may in brief be stated, however, that ii
results from the discovery of the regular
recurrence of certain words, at fixed inter-
va_ls, detgrmned by certain and unvarying
arithmetical calculations, which disclose
upon pages and in  lines  certain
results. Thece words ang phrases all
name Bacon, or his birthplace Oor resi-
dence. But it was only ¥ %se of the
folio edition of 1623, which the printers
declared they set from ihe origise! manu-
script, that Donnelly was enabled 4o work
the solution of the cipher. In respease to
the objection that as words are limited in
number any desired result can be obtained
by repeated words found in a certain order,
in &uy book of considerable size, Mr. Doz,
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ing out of the same numbers, employed in
the same way, and runzning from the
same or similar starting points, cannot
be otherwise than a prearranged arithmet-
ical cipher. The foiio edition disclosed to
him certain peculiarities in the use of ital-
ics, bracketed words, ete., that there was a
fixed purpose in this use of the types, and
that he reasons out was to mark the cipher
or concealed writing. As there have been
many mysteries in literature, and as
Sir Francis Baeon delighted in cryto-
gramy, and the authorship of the plays
accredited to Shakespeere has never been
a closed question, Mr. Donnelly’s work be-
comes one of peculiaz and eyen of roman-
tic interest. One of the most curious of
the claimsof Donnelly is that the cipher he
has discovered recites in part the secret his-
tory of the life of Queen Eiizabeth
in plays that monarch applauded,
whick concludes must  have
beer & source of intense secret
gratification or mirth to Bacon. “ The
Narrative ”” of thie cipher, which concludes
the second peart of the ** Demenstration,” is
a very strange and attractivetale, embraced
in twenty-five chapters. Que of these Pro~
fessor Thomas Davidson, in the New York
Werld, has given in part, and we reprodace
it as indicative of the revelations Donneily

claims to make froma the text of
Shakespeare, through the use of
the capher found to exist in
the first eand second Henry 1V.,

beyvond which he bas not applied the
cipher, for he is not certsin that a different
one is not used tor each play. He is pos-
itive that a cipher ¢f some kind is con-
cealed in every pleyv, and in the sonnets.
Professor Davidson says:

Here is a portion of chap. ix., containing the
story of the Queen's treatment of Hayward, the
writer of the Treasonable History of Henry IV.:
*“Her Grace was in a fearful passion, and
rising up, struck your poor friend with
the steel end of her big heavy crutch.
The poor wretch took to his heeis; but the
ill-tempered ol 1 jade followed him, striking him
again and again on the head and sides of his
body. His health was not good, his limbs
were weakened with a fever he had had. His
joints gave way under him, and he
fell to the earth. She doth bestride
bim and takes him by the beard, and bending
down, beats him till the stick breaks.” Such is
the pteasant picture which the cipher narrative
gives of Elizabeth. Other parts of the narrative
are equally graphic, The chief actors in it are
Bacon, Shakespeare, Robert Cecil and Harry
Percy. The low, degraded character of Shakes-
peare comes out in all its details. When Ceeil
communicates to the Queen his suspi-
cions regarding the authorship of the plays, and
the Queen, refusing to believe him, orders
Shakespeare's arrest, Bacon sends the faithful
Harry Percy to Siratford to warn Shakespeare
to flee the country. This gives an opportunity
to describe Shakespeare, his house, his family
and his surroundings. Even the supper is de-
scribed, and is by no means appetizing—dried
cakes, moldy and ancient; roast mutton, pretty
high and perfoming the room; bitter beer, etc.
No wonder that Percy felt sick. The resalt
of the visit was that Shakespeare was
induced to flee the country. Such is the
barest outline of an extensive narrative which
Mr. Donneily has worked out,but which he con-
ceives to be but the earnest of e much longerone.
It is certainly startiing 1n the highest degree,
and Mr. Donnelly cannot expect to have it ac-
cepted without a struggle. There is some con-
solation in thinking that, if he should fail to
convinece people of the historieal truth of his
narrative, he ¢ 'n easily turn itinto an historical
novel, which, I venture to predict, will enjoy
a wide popularity.

From the Bancroft Company, San Fran-
cisco, we have Harper Bros. New York
edition of Henry Charles Lea’s ** History
of the Inquisition of the Middle Ages.”

It is in three volumes, royal oc-
tavo, of mnearly 600 pages each,
and sells at $3 a volume. Vol-

umes 1 and 2 are out and volume 3 will
be ready in February. Mr. Lea will be re-
membered as the author of *“ An Historical
Sketch of Sacerdotal Celibacy,” * Studies
in Church History,” and ‘:Superstition
and Force.” No comprehensive history
of the Inquisition, based on the re-
sults of modern scholarship, has yet been
attempted. Llorente's work covers only
the Spanish Inquisition of modern times,
and the same is true of the book of Mel-
gares Marin. Tamburini’s four volumes in
Italian are unsymmetrical and unsatisfy-
ing, and Hoffman'’s are little better. Rod-
erigo apologized for the Inquisition, and
tule Jooked upon the tribunal from a pre-
judiced standpoint. No writer on the In-
quisition hitherto has had the patience or
tne courage to investigate the social, the
spiritual, and the intellectual condition of
medimval Europe, out of which arose, as a
necessary development of the forces at
work, that institution which for so many
centuries sought, with more or less suc-
cess, to fetter the human mind. No one is
fitted for the execution of such a task who
is not tolerant to the point of tolerating in-
tolerance. The author of this valuable
book has proceeded from a judiciai stand-
point, and in a tolerant and whoily impar-
tial spirit. )

mediweval institutions, and have fitted him
for the present undertaking. For fifteen
yvears be has been collecting material for it,
which has grown enormously through the
researches of scholars, and which has not
hitherto been utilized for such purpose.
He has had correspondenis at work in all
the libraries and archives where unprinted
records are to be found, and he has thus
obtained a large amount of new matter,
much of which throws valuable light on
many hitherto obscure points.

The work
will command the atteniion of all scholars
and theologians, and we believe will com-
mand their respect and confidence. The
passage half-way through volumel leads
us to that conclusion and to anticipate its
confirmation when we come to the latter
pages.
