The proposition to establish a market
place on the north side of I street, above
Third street, ought to prevail. It is not
true that the plan is to pay any one fanci-
ful prices, for the property is to be con-
demned by the power of eminent domain.

In effect, this would re-
verse the action of the Treasury per-
mitting the drawback, and to that extent
would not be keeping faith. It is uniikely,
therefore, that the Congress ahout iu
assemble will amend the revised statutes
as asked.

Inspecting Fish Ladders—A Hatchery to
be Built at Donner Lake.

Fish Commissioner T. J. Sherwood, of
Marysville, was in town Thursday and
¥riday. He came up for the purpose of
inspecting the fish ladders which have
been recently constructed along the river
and also to select a site for the erection of a
State fish hatchery in this vicinity. Dur-
ing the past summer there have been six
fish lad(sers put in at the various dams in
accordance with plans furnished by the
Fish Commission. In some instances these
{vlans have been improved upon, notably
oy the Truckee Lumber Company, and the
fish way constructed here is probably the
best in the State. The Pacific Lumber and
Wood Company also have a fine one at
Clinton, and the People’s Ice Company, at

HATCHERY AT DONNER LAKE.

Since the reorganization of the Fish Com-
mission the members thereof have given
their attention to the protection of the fish
interests, and have been improving on the
methods adopted by their predecessors.
The State hatchery near Grass Valley was
found to be inconveniently located. ~No
spawn could be procured there, there were
no streams to stock in the vicinity, and it
was off of the line of direct transportation.
Therefore the hatchery has to be aban-
doned. In hunting for a suitable locality
to establish another one the Commission-
ers concluded that the best place was near
Truckee. Here an abundance of spawn
could be procured, buildings could be
erected chezply, the water was cold and
pure, transportation was convenient, and
there are numerous streams and lakes in
the vicinity which should be restocked
with trout.

Yesterday Mr. Sherwood went to Donner
lake and selected a site for the hatchery. It
will be located at the head of the lake, or
rather at the northwest corner, where a
small stream comes down from the moun-
tains. Here will be bred the Donner lake
trout, the Truckee trout, the mountain
brook trout, and the rainbow trout, which
are now to be found in this vicinity. Itis
also proposed to run a hatchery at Webber
lake if t‘he owners of property there will
erect & building. There will be bred the
Webber lake trout, the gamiest trout in the
world, and also some of the independence
lake trout, the finest table fish in the coun-
try. It is also likely that the Tahoe
hatchery will be run, and the Tahoe trout
will be bred there. This will give the Com-
roission the control of a couple million of
spawn annually, which will be distributed
over the State. The result of this will he
great and lasting. The Commissioners are
determined to do their duty in this matter
and are devoting their best efforts. After
many years of mismanagement the State
Fish Commission will now be of some
benefit to the people.

Railroads in Southern California.

The visit of Charles Crocker to Los An-
geles convinced that gentleman, says the
San Francisco Call, that the Southern Pa-
cific Company had employed a much too
conservative policy with regard to railroad
building there. He was particularly
struck by the splendid traffic which the
California Central Railroad enjoyed from
Los Angeles all the way to San Bernardino,
and he determined that the Santa I'e peo-
ple should not have all the traffic of that
fertile foothill country to themselves,

A corps of surveyors have recently been
put in the field and Messrs. H. H. Boyce,
W. S. Moure and W. N. Monroe have been
authorized by Mr. Crocker to obtain right
of way from the town of Monrovia through
the center of the Azusa valley to San
Dimas. A line from San Dimas, which is
at the head of the Azusa valley, has been
surveyed to Redlands, and the head of the
San Bernardino valley. The new line, so
far as the surveys indicate, will run irom
Ramona station on the Los Angeles
division to Raymond Hotel, thence through
the center of Pasadena, through Fair Oaks,
Huntington, Lamanda Park, Sierra Madre,
Arcadia and Monrovia to Duarte. From
this point the road will cross the San
Gabriel two miles below the Santa Fe
bridge, thence running due east will strike
Gladstone in the Azusa, and thence on to
San Dimas. I“rom the latter point to Red-
lands right of way has been secured. This,
however, is only one of the Southern Pa-
cific's Southern California schemes.

Several
roads are also projected, radiating from
Colton, by means ot which the Santa Fe's
territory witl be considerably encroached
on.
