Thke Forestry Commission.

State Forestry Comimissioners Beltner
and Kinney have b transacting consid-
erable business relative to 1ure~tr\ during
the past few weeks. It was decided to es-
tablish two experimental tree- planting sta-
tions near P and Santa \h»u ca.
They contain in all about eighty acres, and
have been travsferred to the Board by their
owners upon the condition that the Board
shall pay their cultivation and subs
quent care. A prominent citizen of Chico
has sent word to the Board that he would
denate a valunable tract of land in Butte
county for a similar station.

¥ astest Track-Laying.

C. P. Huntington, Vice-President of the
Southern Pacific Company, has addressed a
letter to the Railway Age relative to the
greatest amount of track-laying ever done
in one day on the line of the Central Pacific
road. The letter was call out by a dis-
cussion among some railway contractors as
to the most rapul track- ln) ing that had
ever been done in a single duy Some
seemed to think that the laynw of 8.1 miles
of track in one day on the St. Paul, Minne-
apolis and Manitoba road was the greatest
feat on record.

In his letter Mr. Huntington says: ‘‘As
1 remember, when the end of the Central
Pacific track was nearing Promontory,
when the Union Pacific was making pro-
digious exertions to stretch out its line to
that point, the Central Pacific construction
forces roused themselves and laid ten miles
and a few hundred feet in one working day,
without resorting to artificial light, as ap-
pears to have been done in the case of the
Manitoba road. It is proper to say that on
account of the deficiency of motive power
and the nature of the country traversed, it
was necessary to haul a portion of the rails
and ties out in advance; but when you re-
flect that the whole of the supplies and fuel
had to be brought from the western
terminus, mnearly 700 miles distant?
across high mountains and sterile deserts,
that not a wheel could be borrowed from
other rcads, and even the subsistence of
men and horses could not be had in the
territory itself, I think you will agree that
still remains the most colossal day’s work
in railroad building ever accomplished on
this continent. Not only the time when,
bat the circumstances under which it was
performed, entitle it to favorable compari-
son with anything that may have been
done, up to this time, since.”
