2,il stations, aslollows: One hundred and sixty-six onthe Atlantic coast, forty-four on the lakesseven on the Paciiic coast and one at the
tails of the Ohio at Louisville, Kv. Thenumber of disasters to documented" vessels
reported within the field of station opera-
tions during the year was 332, On board
these vessels were 6,327 persons, of whom
C 272 were saved ami §5 lost. The value of
the vessels involved in these disasters was
$4,786,925, and that of their cargoes $2,288,-
--77,), making the total value of property17,075,700, of which $5,788,830 was saved
and $1,280,880 lost. The total number of
vessels totally lost was 72.

Besides the foregoing there were, during
the year, IMS casualities to smaller crafts",
such as sail boats, row boats, etc., on which
there were 274 persons, 271 of whom were
aavnd.

Asummary of the statistics of the serv-
ice from the introduction of the present
system in 1871 to the close of the fiscal
year, shows the total number of disasters
to be 2,8.)2: total value of vessels and car-
goes involved,$65,849,779; saved, $47,330,-

The Court room was thronged, and
many women were present, but there was
a noticeable diminution in the glare of red
ribbons and Mowers displayed.

Frederick Harting was the first witness
called. He testified that he went into the
saloon in the rear of which Most was
makiug a speech, and, attracted by cari-
osity, went into the meeting held there.
He said that Most did not use the violent
language charged to him. lie had never
seen Most before and was not an An-archist, but migbt'yet become one.

Herman Strelitz, a reporter, formerly on
the Leader and now on the VolktZdhmg,
testified that he heard Most's speech, and
that he began with

"
Fellow citizens,'' not 1"

Brother Anarchists,' as was alleged. He
said Most threatened no immediate revenge,
but accused Grinnell and Gary as murder-
ers of the Chicago Anarchists. He also
accused Powderlyand (ieorgeof their mur-der, for turning the Knights of Labor from
the Anarchists. The witness said that
Most spoke in a sorrowful tone. Every
word

"
came from the heart and went to

the heart." Witness said he was a Social-
ist, and he did not believe God bothered
about such trifling things as perjury.

Gustav Stephan and Siegfried Itosen-
sweig testified that they heard Most's
speech, and that itdid not contain the in-
cendiary language alleged. The latter said
he did not know exactly what anarchy is,

Ialthough he had studied the subject for
jeight years.

RIOTOUS STRIKERS.

Trouble at El Paso with American and
Mexican Workmen.

ElPaso (Tex.). November 28th-

At 12
o'clock to-day the day shift at the Xl I'aso
Smelting Works went out on a strike for
higher wages and the redress of alleged
grievances. The day shift consists o(
about 2u Americans and 80 Mexicans. The
company's Superintendent telephoned to
the city ior officers, and three Deputy
Sheriffs and the (Sty Marshal went up.
The strikers hud given the company ore
hour to accede to their demands* and
threatened trouble otherwise. When the
officers arrived the American strikers fell
back, but some Mexicans, who had been
drinking mescal, were noisy and demon-
strative. Quiet was restored, and the
American ringleaders were discharged, and
at :;o'clock most of the Americans and
Mexicans went back to work. Two Mexi-
cans were arrested and placed in jail lur
threats against their fellows who went
back.

Early this afternoon some American
strikers were in the city and said they pro-
posed to arm themselves and prevent the
Smelting Works from starting unless their
demands were granted. The works are
located just across the river from Mexico,
affording an easy rctrea' for the strikers
after perpetrating mischief. The author-
ities are determined, and if the strikers at-
tempt violence they willbe dealt with
vigorously.

A NEW IDEA.
Uliliiyof Electric LighU for Submarine

Naval/, Turrit-,

Waphixutox, November 2Mh.—The ex-
periment! with the incandescent electric
light which have been nude at the torpedo
station at Newport, have developed a novel
use for the little lamps, and one that is
said iopromise to be of great value in
naval warfare. With lamiaof about 100-
--candlu power fastened on the ends of poles
submerged in the sea to a depth of twenty
feet the water is so illuminated that objects
in it can be distinguished withina radius
of 1.10 feet. There is little or no glare from
the submerged light to betray the presence
of the boat using the spars. Itis believed
that by this means a boat might counter-
mine an enemy's field oi"submarine mines
by cutting their cables or sweeping them
to one side. It is probable that torpedo
launches willhs equipptd with these lights
in the future.
