It is fashionable aosrti for ladies to
write the angular, lon<;li.-h hand soine-

tinii's known as a "oonvent hand.'' A
course of instruction in this style of pen-
manship may flow Xi had outside the
regular schools. Indue i,any lady who is
intent upon acquiring itmay instruct her-
self at home by means of copy-books and
models specially i>ri-p;i|ed for the purpose.
The angular hand used to be exclusively
employed by ladies until the public
Bcboohyn their uniformSpencerian system,
trained up a generation of girls who wrote
just as boys do.

Tiieroyal piate is usually kept in two

\u25a0troog rooma at Windsor (-'as.le, and is
valued at $10,000,000. The gold service,
which was purchased by George IV.,dines
180 persons, and the silver wine cooler,
which he bought about the same time,
holds two men, who could sit in it com-
fortably. It is inclosed with plate glass,
and the splendid chasing occupied two
years.
