of the most desperate men in the prison,
and they express their doubts about hia
being taken alive.

Shinn was serving a term of twenty-five
years for robbery in Placer county, and
having only about two years to remain.
He was a trusty, and wns'out of the yard a
dozen times a day delivering goods withhis
wagon. Itis supposed that both men got
away between 1and 2 o'clock, but werenot
missed until lock-up time. Officers from
the prison are out insearch of the two es-
capes, but up to the present no news has
been learned of their whereabouts.

G. W. Wo:>ilai(l also Las a large body of
land surrounded by a strong levee,just
above the land of Mr.Hershey. The canal
which was constructed a fewyean ago to
drain thf surplus water off Cache creek,
runs bctwevn the levers of Messrs. Her-
shey and Woodard, there being a space of
probably 200 yards between the two lines.
Itis the opinion of these gentlemen that
the levees willenable the canal to carry off
all the waste water of Cache creek,
thus having their lauds free from overtlow.
If their surmises should prove correct, as
they most likely will, there are many hun-
dred acres in the locality, nnw entirely
worthless fur farming purposes, that may
bi brought into valuable use."

HighLicense in the West.
The election on the question of putting

Prohibition into the Constitution ofOre-
gon proves to have resulted ina majority
of about >H,OOO against tlie amendment.
Fully two-thirds of this comes from Mult-
nomah oounty, which includes Portland,
where the heaviest vote ever cast stood al-
most exactly four to one against Prohibi-
tion; audits friends, with apparent jus-
tice, attribute the result to the intelligent,
candid and vigorous opposition of the Orc-
gouim, the chief newspaper of the State.
The Ongmiam expresses the belief that
fullyone-half of the affirmative votes were
those of men who had been driven to that
stand by the offensive course of the liijuor-
sellers of interfering in politics, and the
question ofProhibition was no sooner dis-
posed ofthan it begun an earnest advocacy
of high license. The election in Oregon
was the fourth State election of the year
on thequestion of Prohibition (Michigan,
Texas and Tennessee having preceded it),
and there is no doubt that the dogma has
lost strength ever since it came so near be-
ing incorporated in the Michigan Consti-
tution last spring. The trend of public
sentiment throughout the country is now
unmistakably toward the combination of
local option and high license. Florida is
the latest State to try the policy ofallow-
ing each county thus to decide for itself
whether or not liquor shall be sold, and in
this way a large portion of the common-
wealth has within a few weeks past estab-
lished a sort of Prohibition which the lo-
cal sentiment of the communities involved
will sustain and enforce. Dakota is also
trying this system, an<l at the recent elec-
tionmore than three-fourths of the coun-
ties established Prohibition under a local-
option law.

Tiie I'rnposvW New Telegraph Line

Across the Continent.

New York, December Ist.—The Tele-
'./ram says : The announcement that the
persons who are moving to build a new
telegraph line between New York and San
Frauci.-sco have tiled a petition with the
Secretary of State for presentation to the
Massachusetts Legislature for the incor-
poration of a company is nttraeting much
attention in business circles. There is adiversity of opinion as to whether the pro-
ject willever be carried through. ChesterSnow, who is the prime mover of thescheme, has selected for the name of hisassociation, The Automatic Postal Tele-
graph Company. He pro; loses to start off
with a capital of (20,000,000.

According to his prospectus the line can
be constructed at much less expense than
ordinary telegraph lines, and the automatic
system willenable the managers to reduce
the operating cost to a minimum-. The in-
tention is to ute copper wire, which will
be strung on light poles. Snow has ex-
pressed himself as confident that the Mas-
sachusetts [Legislature will give him a
charter and he thinks there willbe little
trouble in securing a right of way ia the
various Stales through which the line is to
pas 3.

Although the privilege of issuing capital
stock to the amount of \u25a0?21),000,0<JO i3tobe
asked for, the initial corporation willbe
started witha capital of 13.000,000. Where
all the mouiv will come from with which
to build and equip the line has not been
stated by the friends of the enterprise, but
the supposition is, that lioston capitalists
will furnish the larger share and that the
remainder willbe raised in New York and
Philadelphia,

President Chandler of the Postal Tele-
graph Company, when asked what he
thought of the proposed new line, replied:"
Ihave not much faith that the scheme

willever be carried into eflect. The l'ostal
Automatic ha? no connection with the
Postal Telegraph Company. Itxs an en-
tirely separate concern, in" which none of
our stockholders, so far as Iknow, huve
any pecuniary interest whatever. Ibelieve
that Chester Snow, the prime mover, is
deeply interested in the manufacture and
sale of telegraph wire.'

THE RAILROAD POOL.
The Trancontinental Kailroads Agree to

Form an Association.
Chicago. December Ist.—The transcon-

tinental offices to-day agreed upon the for-
mation of an Association. Itwill be atDenver, and J. D. I,es3, of the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe road, is to be Chair-
man. The Pacific Mail Steamship Com-
pany i3toreceive a monthly subsidy equal
to $t>S,O(JO, but it is not yet settled whether
it will be paid in cash or by diverting suf-
ficientPacific oast freight to that route to
make up the amount.

An arrun^tiiieul has been made with the
Canadian -Pacific whereby it will be al-
lowed trariic to San Francisco, and will
share the business ai Portland with the
Northern and Union Pacific roads. Fir.-i-
--clas3 freight will be advanced from New
YorK to S.inFrancisco from $3 to $4 a hun-
dred, and other freights in proportion.

STANFORD'S VIEWS.
Senator Stanford's Expresses Himself on

Tariffaud Kevenne Matters.
\Cojiyriyht, l^T, by tl,e California Auocialtd I'rats.]

Washington, December Ist.— Senator
Stanford received many calls to-day. To
your correspondent he said he favored the
en tireabolition of internal revenue taxation.
He did not wish to be misunderstood as
favoring free whisky. The States could
regulate the sale and manufacture of alco-
holic spirits as they pleased, but he did not
think internal taxation wise or consistent
with our form of government in time of
peace. The tariff",Governor Stanford thinks,
is intended for protection to American laborand industry, and not solely for the pur-
pose of revenue.

lie is opposed to any taritf for revenue
only. He thinks the expends of govern-
ment should be shared according to themeans of individuals, or the property they
possess. Itis possible, he says, that John
Jacob Astor's coachman wears as much im-
ported clothing us his master, but it is notright that the coachman should be com-
pelled to pay as great a proportion of the
expenses of the Federal Government as
Mr. Astor on that account. The Govern-
ment is a proteclionis'. for the help that
protection gives to labor and home indus
try. But he believes that citizens should
contribute to the support of the Govern-
ment in proportion to the property they
own and which the Government protects.

Senator Stanford will probably be made
Chairman of the Comlnittee on PublicBuildings and Grounds, and will do all in
his power to secure an increased appropria-
tion for the purchase of a site for a public
building in San Francisco, and money to
begin the construction of the same.

AStatue of Garfield Unveiled Yesterday
:it Cincinnati.

The Garfield
statue by Michaus was unveiled this after-
noon before an immense concourse of peo-
ple. The daughter ofMayor Smith pulled
the cord that loosened thejveil anj revealed
the statue. The performance was greeted
with tremendous cheers.

The preliminary ceremonies hegan at1
o'clock, and consisted of aspeceh at Music
Hall by Hon. Ezra Taylor, Representative
in Congress from Gartield's district, and a
procession from Music Hall to the statue,
in which ihe soldier societies and the
militia took part.

Ou the niKht of D.cember L>,
1001, the third Xapoleon again killed theRepublic and one year after, on December-M, he declared himself Emperor. Eighteenyears afterward, Napoleon 111. pave toI
William of Prussia his sword which he
had never used, at the same time losing
Alsace and Lorraine.

This makes the third 2d of December-fatal dates in the French Republic. It
