For liis courage of
conviction Napoleon 111. sent him to the
Buttle. On the flight of that autocrat
(ircvy became President of the National
Assembly, tnd was the leader of the true
democrats in favor of parliamentary gor-
crnment. It was he who, when the chief
of the Communists fell before the bullets
Of the soldiers inthe streets of I'nri.-, Min-
ister Washboroe saw rise before the va>t
crowd of people gathered at that time,and
proclaim to them the formation of the
republic. He was its valiant defender in
all its infantile years, and fairly won the
Presidency in1879, when he received 563
votes out of 713 east by the representatives
of the people, and as»ain when in1885 he
was made President a soeond time, in
obedience to the almo^ universal demand
flf the people. The record of such a man
ought to cover witlithe mantle of charity
the one chief error of his political life

regret his affirmative vote and desire a
return to the oldorder of things.

The Pacific Railroad Commission is re-
ported to be divided inits verdict. The
dispatches advise us that Messrs. Anderson
and Littler have reported in favor of a
plan of extension of time on a o" per cent,

basis for refunding the claims of the Gov-
ernment against the transcontinental roads,
while Governor Pattison willbe satisfied
with nothing but the pound offlesh. There
is not sufficient information as yet given
on the subject to justify any positive opin-
ion, but it looks as ifa majority of the
Commission is disposed to an adjustment
that will not cripple the roads, or do any

injustice to the Government. It is not
known how the report treats the equitable
claims of the Central Pacific Railroad
Company, or the proposition to establish a
tribunal to consider them, and report a

plan of adjustment with these claims in
view. Certainly, this proposition is forti-
fiedin the strongest manner by the condi-
tions under which the original Pacific
railroads were constructed, and the service
they have rendered the Government.

TmtM is a deal of anonymous corre-
spondence published adversely to the
market place issue. Insuch a matter why
hide behind a mask ? If a citizen has
anything to say in print against the
scheme, why not give his reasons the back-
ing of his name? Anonymous correspond-
ence inopposition lacks force, and conveys
the impression that it is either a cheat or
that its author has not the courage of his
convictions. There is nothing for anyman
to fear in this local matter that should
make him hide behind a blind signature
when addressing his fellow-citizens.
Itis anomalous that those opposing the

market proposition are those who, as a
rule, pay least taxes, while the citizens who
willhave the greater part of the burden
to bear are almost to a man infavor of the
levy. The friends of the measure should
work energetically for it,sines it will re-
quire a two-thirds vote to carry it. Ifit
fails it willlong be a source of regret, and
cannot but have a disheartening influ-
ence upon the progressive spirit just now
gathering such strength.

A OOBBESFOHSnri asks if the defeat of
the market proposition would not have a
bad influence. It probably would. No
people refuse, when able, to make im-
provements, and retain as much credit for
public spirit as before they were put to the
test.

To vote for the market proposition
means to make an investment that will at
once appreciate the value of property in
Sacramento, and thus by raising assessable
values decrease the rate of taxation.

State Librarian Investigation.
Concerning the inve«tigation being made

by the Governor into the affairs of the
State Librarian, the Examiner says that it
has learned that as the results of the Ex-
ecutive inquiry into the matter the foilow-ing alleged facts are elicited:

First—State Librarian Wallis, choosing
his own interpretation of the law instead
of the Governor's, had had books rebound
by private contract, instead of under the
supervision of the State Printer.

Second— iitate Librarian Wallis had kept
a jug of whisky inhia room at the Capitol
during the last session of the Legislature.

Third—State Librarian Wallis had cut
several valuable plates out of an art bookbelonging to tbe library, framed them and
hung them up in his house.

Fourth
—

State Librarian Wallis hadtaken a tab:e from the library-room
brought ithome, used ita short time and
returned it.

It is said that, confronted with these
charges, the Trustees replied that the ac-
cusations scarcely seemed of such a char-
acter that they could themselves take action
upon them in the absence of some testi-
mony as to their correctness.

Subsequently one of the Trustees— l'eter
J. Shields— said that as to the siatemeui
made by the Governor that the Library
Trustees had expended $51,000 during the
last twenty-one month?, the principal part
of it going for extra assistance, as fewer
books had been pure-based proportionately
than during any previous period of the
Library's existence, it is a mistake. To
show how this misses the mark, continued
the Trustee, let me call your attention to
the following table, showing the expendi-
