Ask for a New Bridge.

Citizens in the neighborhood ofFranklin
are circulating a petition, which is being
signed by every taxpayer in the southern
portion ofthe county, petitioning the Board
of Supervisors to build a bridge over the
Mokelumne river at what is known as
Benson's Ferry. This bridge will connect
San Joaquin and Sacramento counties, and
is a continuation of what is known as the
lower Stockton road. At this point the
river la narrow, with high banks, and a
bridge can be put across for a small amount
of money, one-half of which willbe borne
by San Joaquin county. For many years
a ferry has been maintained a! this point,
but the boat becoming old, has been
abandoned, and parties living south of the
river have to drive forty miles out of their
way to reach Sacramento. This cuts off
from tins city a large trade from Tyler
Island and the northern portion of San
Joaquin county, and those circulating the
petition say that the Supervisors of this
county could not do a better thing than es-
tablish a irce bridge at that point. Since
the ferry-boat has been drawn off, through
travel to the city of windmills by the lower
Stockton road is entirely cut off.

Rkwakd Offered for a Mcrdkker.— An
unprovoked and outrageous murder was
committed at Grand Island, in Colusa
county, on the evening of the 27th day of
November last, in the killing of William
Hopkins by M. V.Dixon. Notwithstand-
ing that strenuous efforts have been made
by the Colusa county officers for the arrest
of the murderer, thus far he has succeeded
in escaping. Governor Waterman, in view
of the above facts, yesterday offered a re-
ward of $2.r>o for Dixou's arrest and convic-tion. The murderer's description is given
as follows: High, full, retreating fore-
head ;short chin : long nose ;scar on the
left side of forehead ; small scar over right
eyebrow ; soar on left shoulder ; three
small scars on left shoulder-blade; long
scar inside of left wrist; stoutly built; 48
years uf age ; hight, 5 feet 9 inches ; light
complexion; blue eyes; light brown hair,
inclined to be gray ; mustache and chin
Whiskers turning gray ;poorly educated ;a
native of Illinois. The murderer is an ex-
con \u25a0> ict of this State.

An Estate in Court.— S. B. Smith, ad-
ministrator of the estate of Albert Fina-
dore, bas commenced suit against Massaline
Roplcs. For grounds of action he alleges
that Albert Pinadore died in May last :(hat
the defendant and Piaadore, at time of his
death, were the owners of lots 1, 2, :(, 4 and
5, in block bounded by V and W, Twelfth
and Thirteenth streets, together with im-
provementa thereon; that Finadore at his
death was the owner of an undivided thn-p-
--eighths interest insaid land, and that de-
fendant had a five-eighths interest : that
there are no liens or inctimbrances upon
the property: that a portion of .said land
cannot behad without material injury to
the rights of the parties hereto. Where-
fore the plaintiff' prays for a sale of the
premises ; that a referee be appointed to
take charge of and sell the same; that from
the proceeds of the sale the costs of this
suit be paid and the balance be divided,
three-eighths to the plaintiff and iive-
eighths to the defendant.

MILITARY NOTES.
The Late Ball—A Rumor that Company

G is to Disband— Etc.

Nothing of moment transpired in mili-
tary circles the past week outside of the

review by the Governor and the brigade

dress parade Thursday evening. Governor
Waterman witnessed the review and com-

mented freely upon the appearance of the
men and the" regimental armory. He ex-
pressed himself as being agreeably sur-
prised with the comfortable manner in
which the companies are housed, and the
bearing of the men, and gave itas his opin-
ion that the State should own all the arm-
ories used by the National Guard. He aiso
praised the" appearance of the Cadets, and
stated that i;was a good school foryoung
men. Companies B, X and G had lunch
in their armories during the evening for
their members and friends.

The quarters in the armory are too
crowded to conduct a review properly.
Formation for dress parade looked well
and had a pleasing effect. The brigade
staff made their first appearance, and are a
fine-looking set of officers, but a littlemore
practice with the manual of the sword wiil
not hurt them. After the inspection ofthe
company armories by the Governor. Gen.
Orton and the officers of the brigade and
regiment, a light lunch was partaken of in
the.

It is generally conceded that the
company is composed of the best shots in
the State, and this should suffice under the
circumstances.

Clnnie Opera House.
Itis to be regretted, for the sake of the

reputation of the community for musical
iaste, that the fine concert by the
Austrian-Hungarian Orchestra did not
draw a crowded house last night.
the audience was of good size and
fine judgment, but there should have been
such a crowded auditorium that standing
room would have been at a premium. The
audience was enthusiastic in its applause,
and called for the orchestra to "repeat' so
often that the programme was really
doubled by its readiness to respond to en-
cores. There are eleven performers in the
troupe, and the instruments used are Hun-
garian cymbal, organ, piano, bass viol,
viola, three first and onesecond violin, flute
and piccolo, clarionet and drums. The pro-
gramme was choice in every respect, and
possessed the virtue of great variety. The
entire performance was of the sort to satisfy
the exacting taste in style, and to
command respect from the severest judg-
ment of technique. The players constitute
a combination of forces that results in a
well-balanced musical body that does
equally well strong and delicate work.
The overture to William Tell and the flute
solo were the principal gems of the even-
ing. Itis not at all surprising that they
led the audience into such applause as is
only seldom indulged. The precision, un-
common spirit, judicious direction, and
sympathetic character of the playing were
excellences that even a tyro in music could
not fail to observe in the instrumentation
of this orchestra. Between parts one and
two Signor Carlo, in 14 minutes and 40
seconds by the watch, painted a landscape
in oil 34x40 inches in size, and it was a
work of sufficient merit to bear exposure
to examination in the lobby at the
close of the concert. While he painted the
orchestra accompanied him, so to speak.
There will be a matinee concert at 2
o'clock to-day at twenty-five and li.tycents;
a third concert to-night, and a tinalone to-
morrow night. The company returns to
Europe shortly. Sicnor Carlo announces
that the landscape painted last night and,
one shown at the door of the theater, will
be given away to-night at the concert, and
two others will be given away to-morrow
night to purchasers of tickets to the con-
cert.

A Distinguish.-.1 Philanthropist.

Rev. Fred. H. Wines, of Springfield, 111.,
editor of the International Utcord of Chari-
ties anil Corrections, has been visiting Sacra-
mento for a day or two.

As a result of
his visit to Folsom Mr. Wines says the
branch prison there in its general exterior
appearance and surroundings is su-
perior to any prison in the
country. While in California he will
visit and address the Convention of Chari-
ties at San Francisco, to open on the 13th
inst., and willalso visit the prison at San
QuentinandmostoftheasylumsintheState.
Itis his intention to visit the citrus fair at
Uroville on the 20th, and see for himself ,
if the truth has been told about Northern
California. He is a genial man, of broad
sympathies, generous impulses and capable
of doing a vast amount of work with
marked ability, as his writings, charity

'
labors, penological researches, editorial
labors and discharge of official dutiesprove.

They came
in charge of llev.C. C. Pettev, of San Fran-
cisco, who is using every elTort to induce
colored settlers to come to Northern Cali-
fornia. They are from North Carolina,
and made the trip here by the southern
route in eight days. They seem delighted
with the climate, and no doubt will be
pleased with their new home. They will
locate east of Anderson, in Shasta county.
Many more are on the way already, among
them prominent men from Georgia, who
intend to bring their families and settle
for good. This is but the beginning of
what promises to be a big colony.
