This is a small octavo volume, in which
the author deals with important topics of
current interest, as trade unionism, wages
standards, iniquities of the rich, social-
ism, etc. The author holds that the in-
terests of labor and capital are identical,
and that opposition between the two pre-
sents itself in the form of error and prejo-
dice only. To the exposure of such error,
as he sees it, the volume is devoted. While
believing capital to have no seatiment nor
feeling, labor unions he has mever agreed
with, and “ultra labor-unior men never
read, are fuil of sentiment and prejudice.
To the labor unionists who are just now
“‘dissatisfied with union tactics, finding
them unprofitable and oppressive.” The
writer of the essay is a hard-working man,
who will labor only for highest wages, and
who does thoroughly *“good work and
never loafs.” He refusesto follow the dic-
tates of trade unions, because he does not
propose to punish his family by being idle
at another’s bidding. There is a good deal
in the volume which is error, but more
that is trath and very practically and forci-
bly put. There is nothing in the book
more pointed than the review of the rail-
road question. While assailing railroad
systems in many respects, and the inade-
quacy of thelaws to the needs of trans-
portation, he enters a protest against such
legislation as makes corporate rights inse-
cure, and in consequence increases the risk
of ownership in the same and results in a
legitimate claim to increased profits. “Jfa
railroad company,” he well says, ‘‘is un-
certain of the tenure of its rights, if these
rights may at the pleasure of the Legisla-
ture be abridged or terminated, and the
whole investment put in jeopardy, it is not
inconsistent with equity that incorporated
companies should endeavor to make profits
gufficiently large to cover these risks, in-
cluding the creation of a sinking fund
which shall finally absorb the original in-
vestment.”’
