of Washington flourishes beyond all prece-
dent. The officials of that township are
ranning in claims at the rate of $5,000 a
year upon the county treasury. Deputy
Clerk Pendegast, Clerk of the Supervisors,
says that the township bills of Washington
largely exceed the bills of all other town-
ships in the county, including Woodland.
According to the Mail's way of thinking,
this thing has gone far enough. Washing-
ton is nothing but the ragged edge of Sac-
ramento. It belongs, commercially, mozally,

i socially and spiritually, to that city, and

the taxpayers of Yolo county will not pay
this unjust tax. Like a big bounty on
coyote scalps, which encourages the abuse
of the law and the raising of coyotes, so
the premium on vags in Washington ren-
