The
postal telegiaph bill introduced by Senator
Cdllom to-day establishes a "I'nited Stall a
Postal Telegraph" as part of the postal sys-
tem of the United States, and for the pur-
pose of inaugurating the system itprovides
that the following telegraph trunk lines
shall first be constructed :One from Wash-
ington to Portland, Me., via Baltimore,
Wilmington, Philadelphia, Caniden, Tren-
ton, Newark, Jersey City, New York,
Brooklyn, New Haven, Hartford, Provi-
dence and Boston.

One I'roni Washington to Minneapolis,
via Pittsburg. Cleveland. Toledo, Chicago,
Milwaukee, Madison, Lacrosse and St.
Paul.

Oue from New York city to Cleveland,
0., via Albany. Syracuse, Rochester, Buf-
falo and Erie, Pa.

One from Pittsburg to Topeka. Kan., via
Columbus, Cincinnati, Indianapolis, St.
Louis and Kansas City.

One from Toledo to Detroit.
One from Washington to Galveston, via

Richmond, Chat lotte, Columbia, Augusta,
Atlanta, Montgomery and New Orleans.

One from Chicago to New Orleans via
Indianapolis, Louisville, Nashville, Mem-
phis and Vicksburg.

One from Chicago to St. Louis, via Pe-
oria and Springfield.

One from Chicago to San Francisco, via
Dcs Moines, Omaha, Cheyenne, Salt I^ake
City, Carson and other towns en route, and
one from Cheyenne to Denver.

Postal telegraph otiices are to be opened
at the places named and at all intermedi-
ate points at which lirst, second or third-
class Postofhces are established. Branch
lines, itprovides, shall be constructed from
time to time, as appropriations therefor are
made by Congress, the intention being to
connect the lines withall cities where the
postal free-delivery system prevails, but no
additional facilities will be provided in
States already connected with trunk lines
untilpostal telegraph oflices have been es-
tablished in every State and Territory.

The system is to be constructed on
straight lines, as nearly as practicable, hut
regard is to be taken of cities that will af-
ford the best telegraphic facilities to the
public. The lines are to be constructed by
the Engineer Corps of the army, and then
transferred to the custody ol the Postmaster-
General.

MATERIALS AKD BIGHT OF WAY.
The poles are to be of iron, the wires of

copper, and all other materials of the best
character. Eight wires are to be strung on
the line from New York to Chicago, and
four upoa the other lines. The Secretary
of War is authorized to use the military-
service lines of the United States, as far iis
expedient, and also to make all the neces-
sary condemnations of lands or buildings,
at a fair compensation. Alldisputes as to
what Is fair compeni ation are to be settled
by a Court of Claims. The Secretary is
further authorized to construct, take and
use all machinery and devices, not includ-
ing telegraph lines, whether patented or
not, as snail be deemed necessary, compen-
sation to be determined in the same man-
ner as the condemnation of land. The
Bums of money necessary for this purpose
are appropriated by this law.

New Ycikk. December IStb.—Jack Damp-

sey ami Johnny Regan met tliis morning
lipthe Bttdaoo river, ami ;'uught to :ifinish
lor the middle-weight championship of
America ami $2,000 prise money, under the
London prize ring rules. The rin^ was
pitched near the shore, and the Oghi began
about 8:30 o'clock. Terrific lighting was
done from the start, clinching ami pound-
ing being In order. In the second round
Dempsey claimed that Reagan was fouling
him by \u25a0piking, and the referee emotioned
Reagan against it. in the third, however,
Keagan accidentally spiked Dempsey in a
terrible manner in the lift leg. The cut
was so deep the bone could be seen. There
was much wrangling, Dem: sty's umpire
claiming the light. The referee overruled
it.however.

In the tifth round the tide, which was on
the Hood, began to creep into the ring, and
Dempsey was compelled to move partly
out of his corner Still the men fought
desperately until the eighth round, which
was fought with the water three inches
deep all over the ring.

Dempsey's leg was now ina terrible con-
dition, and as itpained him the more he
seemed to tight more desperately, if possi-
ble, than before, punishing Reagan quite
severely.

There was no doubt by this time that
Reagan was no match lor Dempsey in the
matter of wrestling, as the latter had
thrown his opponent with ease and vigor
each time they clinched. At the close of
the eighth round the referee stopped the
light until another ring could be pitched on
dry land.

The time occupied during these eight
rounds was eighteen minutes'. Allwent to
the boat, and the principals went to bed.
Wrangling between the parties continued
loud and long.

At12:10 p. m. the fight was resumed in a
much better place. Dempsey went right at
Reagan and a clinch ensued, duriig which
terrificin-fighting was done. It ended by
Dempsey back-heeling Reagan and going
down with him heavily.

In the tenth round Dempsey smashed
Reagan in the rihs with his left and on the
nose with his right with terrific force, draw-
ing blood, which was claimed but not al-
lowed for Dempsey. as Reagan bad got the
lirst hood in the seventh round.

Reagan fought hard and fast, and elicited
much praise. In the eleventh and twelfth
rounds Dempsey pounded and threw Rea-
gan again. Itwas evident that the latter
had tiie worst of the bargain inagreeing to
London rules, lie went on. however, like
a Spartan. In the thirteenth round Derap-' sey attempted again to back-heel his oppo-

!nent. who went down on his knee* to avoid
a fall.

Keagan was thrown hard in both the
fourteenth and fifteenth rounds, while the
in-lighting was of the most savage- charac-
ter. In the .sixteenth and seventeenth
rounds there v.ere two more falls for Demp-
sey, who also gave Reagan a terrible smack
on the nose. In the eighteenth and nine-
teenth rounds the same thing was kept up,
although Reagan fought gamier and did
the best be could.

In the twentieth Dempsey kept up a
tattoo on Reagan's ribs, until the oozing
blood made his body appear raw. Whin
Reagan went down to avoid another fall,
Dempser coned him and told him to-jet
nr> a'-.<i livi.t.

Reagan came up angry for the twenty-
first, and thu fighting was furious, Dempsey
receiving some heavy blows. Reagan was
thrown, h. trover, i1' this an I;tu: nexl
round.

Round twenty-five was a savage <>n»-.
Dempsey pounding his adversary's face in
a horrible manner, but the latter was game,
through and through.

Rounds twenty-six to thirty-four were
rruuirkubio only for the way in which
Dempsey hit his man, and the frequency
with which Reagan went down to save
himself. Dempsey's umpire even urged
Dempsey to strike Reagan while ho was on
his knees, on account of the foul in the
early part of the tight, bat Jack refused
to do ir.

Rounds thirty-live to thirty-right were
characterized by an apparent revival of
power on the part of Reagan, who rushed
Dempsey some, but without much result.
In the thirty-seventh Reagan received a
terrible thump on the ribs.

In the forty-tirst both men at the same
instant fetched each Othervidonsclips with
the right and left. Dempsey !ad scarcely
a mark (:i him at. this time, except a
swollen left eye.

Rounds forty-two,forty-three and forty-
four practically dosed the buttle. Demp-
sey unmercifully punished Reagan, whose
lips were puffed. ;::'.•! bis left eye closed,
He was voted by the spectators bs game a
man es ever stood in a ring. He never
cried quit.

Atthe beginning of round -T> Is>h .Smith,
at the solicitation oi Reagan's friends, who
saw he had no chance ;.> win, jumped into
the ri'n: and threw rip th" sp mge.

The light lasted one hour n:ni nine min-
utes. In the ftrsl ri:ig there \v;;s 18 minutes'
lighting, and in the second 41minutes. The
light ended at 1:01 r. M.. leaving Dempsey
still the champion middle-weight. 15oth
men weighed 147 pounds. Dempsey has
won thirty fights, and had bix draws. He
has never been defeated. Reagan only
fought iwo battles previous to this, winning
both.
