Faster Overland Trains,

The San Francisco Bulletin of last even-
ing says: Arrangements are now being
made for still better and quicker overland
service by the Central and Union Pacific
roads than at present. If proper under-
standing can be reached with connecting
lines, and necessary changes on their sys-
tems arranged, which is considered most
probable, the Southern Pacific will an-
nounce a new time schedule about the 21st
inst., or at the latest by the first of the
year. At present one of the overland

“trains of the Central Pacific, which
leaves this city daily in the worning, wiil
set the traveler down in the Grand Central
depot. New York, in a little more than five
days. By the planned schedule asaving of
time will be effected between here and
Ogden, between Ogden and Omaha and at
Chicago, so that, according to all calcu-
lations, a traveler may go across the conti-
nent from San ¥Francisco to New York in
about four days and eighteen hours. The
new schedule, as outlined. will change the
time of arrival and departure of trains.
The morning overland will leave here at 7
o'ciock instead of 7:30, and the a’ternoon
at 5 o'clock instead of 3 o'clock, as at pres-
ent. The 5 o'clock train will reach Ogden
at the same time it does by the present
schedule. The Central overland trains will
arrive here by the new arrangement at 8:10
A. m. and 11:40 A. M., daily. The new
schedule will make the through time from
New York to L.os Angeles by the way of
Chicago, Omaha, Ogden, Sacramento and
Lathrop five days and twelve hours. The
proposed fast time is the result largely of
conferences conducted by General Passen-
ger Agent Goodman while in the East, and
of the fast-incressing competition of the
middle overland lines with the Santa Fe
and connections.

Semi-Ap.nual Meeting of the State Viti-
cultural Commissloners.

The semi-annual meeting of tiae Board of
State Viticultural Commissioners was held
Monday at 8an Francisco. President
Arpad Haraszthy presided and there were
present four others of the Commissioners
and four were absent. :

Commissioner Krug made a report rela-
tive to the mercurial remedy for phylloxera
suggested and advocated by Dr. Baur, and
said that the vineyard of Mr. Hggen in
Napa county which was experimented
with was visited by himself, Mr. Crabb and
Viticultural Officer Wheeler. They found
that the remedy was a complete failure.
In this vineyard of Mr. Hagen the visitors
saw the Riparia—a native stock resistant to
phylloxera—doing well. and the Lenor
stock was also doing fairly well.

Resolved, That it is the sense of this Board that
no wine-maker should use any spirits in fortify-
ing sweet wines except grape spirits free of tax.
fesolved, That the bonding period of brandy
should be extended to five years, and that dis-
tillers shou!d be permitted to break up pack-
2ges in bond in any size required by ghc trade.

szid Supreme Court, on account of a construed
miswording of said law. BSeciion 8 of said law
reads: ‘It is desired and required that ail and
every grower, manufacturer, trader, handler or
bottler of California wine, when selling or put-
ting up for sale any Caliljornia wine, or when
s‘ms»}»mz Cealifornia wine to parties to whom
sold, shall plainly stencil, brand or have printed
where 1t will be easily seen, first, ‘ pure Callfor-
nia wine,’ and secondly, his name, or the firm's
name, as the case may be, poth on label, or bot-
tle. or puckage in which wine is sold and sent,
or he may, in lieu thereof, if he so prefers and
elects, aflix the label which has been provided
for in Section 7."" Now, whercas, we recognize
that there may be just grounds for the ruling of
the Supreme Court in deciding that this clause
may not be considered maudatory, yet we be-
lieve that a liberal construction, based upon the
ordinary understanding of this portion of Sec-
tion X, would make it mandatory, conformant
to what we know to have been the int: ntion of
the framers of said law. Further, that the
Board agrees that the purity of California wines
can ounly be protected by the passage of a na-
tional wine law.
