Ens. Record-Union :In your issue of
this ruornir.g it is stated thai the appro-
priation for a public building in this city
willnot be available until the Legislature
•hall cede jurisdiction over the lot to the
United States. This is true under the law
as itstands. Congress, however, has some-
times waived this condition, or extended it
until the Legislature could act, and would
no duuut in this instance, if attention
Ebould be called to it. Iam quite sure such
a provision was inserted in the billmaking
an appropriation for a public building at
Denver. Iknow itpassed the Senate. In
the debate. Iremember that Senator Hoar
commented upon the Impropriety of re-
quiring a cession of jurisdiction in any
luch case, saying it established little Al-
•atias where "the process of the State would
not run.

As it is now, ifa man should commit
any crime, from murder to petty larceny, in
a public building belong to the United
States, he cannot be tried in a State Court.
Ifhe commit a crime anywhere, and take
refuse in huch a building, he cannot be
legally arrested by a Slate officer so long as
lie can hold that fort.

The absurdity of the provision is mani-
fest, yet itis regularly inserted in every ap-
propriation fora public building.
Iconjecture it was originally designed as

a matter of abundant precaution to prevent
the States from taxing the property of the
General Government. Ifso, it has long
survived iw usefulness. Your obedient
servant, Nkwtow Booth.

The Walrath mining debris dam bill was
legitimately opiioscd before the lv.-a legislature
by the action of this Hoard, believing that thepassage of the bill would let loose insecurity,
unsettle valuations for this section, and renew a
contest that wus legally settled.

This Board recommended acontesting inthe
Courts of the impositions of the provisions of
the drummer license law of the State of Ne-
vada. This law was subsequently declared un-
constitutional.

HEALTH OF THE STATE.
Monthly Circular of the Secretary of the

(jerrard G. Tyrrell, M. D., Permanent
Secretary of the California State Board of
Health, has just issued his circular for the
month ofNovember. He says :

State Board of Health.

Mortality returns received from ninety
towns for the month of November indicate
an increased death rate over the preceding
month ; the number of decedents being
1,169 in an estimated population of 754,950,
a percentage of 1.54 per thousand in a
month. The increased mortality may be
attributed to the greater prevalence of pneu-
monia, diphtheria and typhoid fever,
rather than any increased severity in the
type of the diseases themselves.

Consumption was the cause of IGO deaths,
the largest number recorded for many
months.

Pneumonia is credited withcausing 112
deaths, nearly twice as many as occurred
inOctober, and four times the mortalit3-from this disease inSeptember.

Bronchitis was fatal insixteen instances,
chierly occurring among the aged.

Congestion of the lungs is noted as the
exciting cause of death in twenty-two in-
stances, an increase of over 10(1 per cent, in
the mortality from this cause in October.
The increased mortality in these affections
of the respiratory organs was no doubt
greatly influenced by the meteorological
changes to which we were subject, especi-
ally the lowered temperature during the
latter part of the month.

Diarrhiej p.nd dysentery caused twenty-
nine deaths, which is a:: increase over last
report.

The mortality from cholera infantum
decreased from fifty-one deaths last month
to twenty-three this month.

Diphtheria shows a much increased mor-
tality, forty-six deaths being recsrded from
it;of these fourteen occurred inban Fran-
cisco, eight inHoe Creek, Tehama county,
seven in Suisun, five in Sacramento, two
inAnaheim, two in Sonora, and one each
in Oakland, Kureka, Colton, Pomona, San
Jose, Santa Ana, Watsonvillo aud Will-
iams.

Croup shows relatively quite as large a
mortality, the deaths from this cause num-
bering thirty-two; nearly all occurred
where diphtheria was prevailing.

Whooping-cough caused only two deaths.
Scarlet fever had two decedents.
Measles caused four deaths.
Small-pox caused four deaths in San

Francisco.
Typhoid fever shows a marked increase

in mortality, fifty-sixdeaths being recorded
from this disease during the month. San
Francisco reports fifteen, Los Angeles
seven, San Jose five, Pomona three. San
Diego, San Pedro, Pasadena, Bakerslield,
Etna Millsand Nevada City twoeach, Ala-
meda, Anaheim, Calico, Elsinore, Fort Bid-
well, Gonzales, Santa Ana, Santa Clara,
Santa Kosa, Sierra City, Stockton and Val-
lejo one each, showing the disease to be
prevalent over a large extent of territory.

Kight deaths are attributed to remittent
fever, which is a slight increase over for-
mer report.

Cerebro Bpinal fever caused nine deaths,
of which three are reported from Sacra-
mento, and one each from Elsinore. Lin-
coln, Monterey, Oakland, Ukiah and Wat-
son ville.

Reports of sickness received from one
hundred localities throughout the State de-
cidedly indicate an abnormal amount of
sickness; especially in diseases aiFecting
the respiratory and alimentary tracts. There
is no doubt that the contamination of the
soil by waste matter deposited in the vicin-
ityof dwellings where there is no sewerage
is a prolific cause of typhoid fever. This
waste, being chielly fluid, sinks into the
soil, and, with the continued lowering of
the water, slowly percolates through the
parched earth, until finally it reaches the
well water and loads it with tasteless, odor-
less and, by sight, unrecoverable poison.

Small-pox is becoming quite prevalent in
San Francisco, no less than thirty-three
cases being reported in November, and
several have occurred since. Two cases
were reported by Dr. I'owning, 10 mile3
from Suisun :one case reported inOakland,
and one case in Elinira. This gradual
spread of the disease is giving us timely
warning to get ready to meet the destroyer,
by constant attention to vaccination. When
all are vaccinated the enemy is defeated, as
it willhave no food upon which tosubsist.
We cannot too earnestly insist upon vac-
cination at once. Do not wait for small-
pox to develop, as you may contract the
disease when vaccination willbe too late to
arrest it. Therefore we say, vaccinate now
and vaccinate thoroughly.

Typhoid fever is found in nearly every
town in the State. This must be expected
from the continued absence of rain during
the month. Typhoid being now generally
recognized as "due to a specific infectio-i
which finds its nidus in conditions brought
about by a failure to deal properly with the
solid and liquid refuse of population, itis
not surprising that we should find the dis-
ease prevailing in all those towns where
sewerage is deficient or entirely absent. We
find that inSan Diego its frequency is well
marked. Dr. Huntineton, an experienced
militarysurgeon in charge of the garrison
there, says the cases occurring among the
troops were contracted outside the barracks
by visiting insanitary spots in the city, and
thinks that the deficient sewerage of the
place, with the overcrowding which the
increased immigration has necessitated,
has disseminated the fever quite exten-
sively.

The
Directory elsewhere invites the public
earnestly to visit the exhibition, note the
great progress made, and encourage the
institution and the pupils by the visitation.
The announcement invite3attention to the
result of the rule requiring a thorough
course in drawing as a condition precedent
to painting. It is added that when it is
considered nearly all the pupils a few
months ago were beginners, the exhibi-
tion will prove to the public a pleasing
revelation of remarkable progress.
