LO3 Angeles. December 10th.—In addi-
tion to the demolition by the storm of
hotels, houses and roofs in the >Sa:i Gabriel
valley, reported Tuesday night, by far the
preatest disaster, entailing as it' did the
death of two persons and the serious in-
jury to a uuruber of others, occurred at
Creseenta Canada, a small settlement about
twelve miles north ofthis city.

The new hotel at this place, begun tight
months since, was finished two weeks ago,
and Edwin M. Arnold, a recent arrival
from the East, took charge of it as man-
ager. His family, consisting of a wife and
twodaughters, ten and three years of ago,
live with him, occupying rooms on the
ibwer tloor. About sixteen guests were
housed in the building. The house was
built, as almost all frame buildings are in
this section, simply rising from the ground,
withoutanchoring or piling.

The building showed signs of straining
under the gale during Monday and Tues-
day, and it was determined to brace it
when the storm abated sufficiently. The
guests and Mr. Arnold's family also made
up their minds during Tuesday if the wind
kept up they would leave the house at the
first indication of its weakening and seek
shelter behind a large rock in the vicinity.

About half-past twelve, Mr.Arnold, fear-
ing a catastrophe, told his wife to dress
herself and children, and they would go to
the rock, as it was hazardous to remain
any longer in the rocking building. He
also extinguished the lamp and lit several
candles. The storm at this timeseem at
its bight. The rattling of windows and
awful creaking of the timbets and walls be-
came appalling. Again urging his wifeto
make haste, he went toward the front door
to see what the chances for their escape
were.

THE BUILDING GOES DOWN.
He had just reached the door and was

about to open it, when, in an instant, he
was in absolute darkness, made horrible by
the sound ot falling bricks and crashing
timbers. It took him but a moment to
realize that the house had fallen and that
he himself had been struck down and im-
prisoned ina mass of debris. His efforts
to release himself were futile. To add to
his agony, above the awful noise of tlie
storm he could hear shouts for help. Xot
knowing how his wife and children had
fared or where they were, his position was
intensified by finding his most strenuous
struggles to loosen himself fruitless. He
was truly miserable.

The cries and screams for help of the
guest in the hotel finally brought a neigh-
bor named Holley to "the seem- of the
wreck.

Mr. Arnold was the first to attract his at-
tention. Mr. Holley, after considerable
work, managed to remove the imprisoning
wreckage, and Arnold crawled our. Itwas
with agreat IVar that he searched for his
family.

Above the noise of the windhe could
hear the voice of his baby crying:"Oh,
papa; oh, papa; where are youj papa

'"
The man worked with a giant's strength

to clear away the fragment* impeding his
way. He called loudly on his wileand
children, but only once be heard the feeble
reiteration of his baby 'Bcryforhim. Other-
wise there came no reply but the noisy
gusts of wind.

After an hour's work Mr. Arnold,by the
\u25a0 (jn ol neighbors, cleared a passage-way
and euti r< Ithe room where he had left his
family. They were found under the tim-
bers and, to all appearances, dead.

Mr. Arnold, with almost maniacs]
strength, removed the debris, and last of all
a heavy plank lying across his wife's neck.
ISlood oozed from wounds in her temple.
The husband lifted his wife's bead on his
knee, mid weeping like a child called on
her to answer him. Her only response was
a weak "Mybaby ; my baby ;where is my
baby '.'" With her lips moving, as if form-
iuf; these words, she expired.

The ten-year-old daughter. Claudia, was
dead when found. The baby lay in the
bed. but although severely cut about the
head and covered with blood, it was safe.

The mother and child were removed to
shelter, and the work of rescuing the in-
mates then continued, and after several
hours all were accounted for. Not one of
them escaped without injury, and in many
instances escape from death was miracu-
lous.'

BE CRITICAL.

Republican Enthusiasm— The Fish-
ery Question— A Bank Clerk's

A ROUSING MEETING.

New Yobk, December 15th.—This even-
ing the National Republican Club held a
meeting at Cooper Union. Hon. J. P.
Lynch, the colored orator of Mississippi,
said he was here to speak on the suppres-
sion of the colored vote in the South. "By
form of law,"he said, -Cleveland is Tresi'-
dent. but he lias no more right there than
he has to the throne of Great Britain.
Cleveland could no more get the electoral
votes of Mississippi, Louisiana and South
Carolina than he could those of Pennsyl-
vania, Vermont and Ohio. There are over20,000 more colored men than white in
Mississippi. Not less than one-third of the
whites vote the Republican ticket,
and no more than one-tenth of the black
vote the Democratic ticket. The State is
always surely Democratic. They go through
the form of an election down there, but as
soon as the Democratic conventions are over
the polls are closed. Sometimes there is
difficulty in getting Democrats to falsify
the returns, but when frustrated in this
way they sometimes resort to violence
These frauds are perpetrated mainly be-
cause the general sentiment of the country
tolerate them. Until the people of the
North get their eyes open these things will
continue Inthe South. The speaker's ideaof a remedy was to reduce the representa-
tion of the Southern States. Then, if the
colored men could not be represented, they
would have the satisfaction of knowing i
that their vote was not going to the enemy.
Congressmen represent colored men who
are virtually disfranchised.

A SIGNIFICANT REMARK.
Speaker N'oyes, of the Massachusetts

House of Representatives, commended the
address of Mr. Lynch. The tariff is of
small importance compared with the ques-
tion of human rights. Cleveland has
thrown a gauntlet into the arena thai the
Republicans will quickly take up. The
President issued a proclamation that had
in it the platform of his party, and a citi-
zen across the water criticised it [<;reat
cheering], and it spread over the world,
Riving itmany readers wheieitonly would
have had one. We are not here to desig-
nate a candidate, but he thought that
events had designated who the next candi-
date would be.
