His father, a gentleman of high standing,
Ordered his sun at once to get out of their
clutches, even if he had to lose all his
money. Simpson demanded a settlement.
Here was their opportunity, and they re-
ftued to give him any satisfaction, claim-
ing that the money had heen lost in bad
SJM emulations. They went to Simpson's
parents and represented to them that their
son had foolishly squandered his money in
riotous living, etc. This, however, failed.
Their statements; so the father of the lad
says, all proved to be fabrications. Desiring
toget the money which belonged to his
son, the fattier went to the Sacramento
liank, where Kendall was employed, and
says he laid the matter before the officers of
that institution. After a while Kendall and
Dodge had a row, and to put it in Dodge's
own language, it was a caae of

against thief." Dodge became so angry
that he said he would expose the whole"robbing scheme." He went to the elder
Simpson and

He said Kend.ill had proposed various
plans for robbing Ed ward. The first plan
was to make false entries in the books, but
it was concluded that the young man knew
too much of book-keeping to admit of the
successful carrying out of such a scheme.
The next plan proposed was to break into
the safe at night and steal the contents,
leaving the impression that professional
burglars hail dune the job. This scheme
met with such favor that Dodge was dis-
patched to Francisco to procure the
tools. When he returned with the chisels,
etc.] however, Kendall, he say?, declared
;li;i; the plan was "'too risky," and that
they would lie unable to completely cover
np their tracks.

Out ofschool." Mr.Simpson asked Dodge
to go with him to the police station and
repeat this cold-blooded and murderous
statement to the authorities, and he did so,
relating all the facts to the Chief of Police
and City Attorney. He also took Mr.Simp-
ton to his room, showed him the burglars'
tools he had procured in San Francisco
when i: was proposed to break open the
safe, and turned the "cracksman's outfit"
over tothe Chief ofPolice, who has since
retained it in his possession.

Again did Mr. Simpson appeal to the
Sacramento Bank, asking them to compel
their employe to disgorge his ill-gotten
Wealth, bat they claimed that Kendall was
kept there by Mrs. Ross, and they had no
control OYBT his finances and could not dis-
charge him no matter bow much they
might desire to do so.

The bank officials didnot interfere Mr.

THE GOLDEN SPIKE

COMPLETIO OF THE CALIFORNIA
AXD OREGON RAILROAD.

The Excursion Party to Celebrate
the Event Leaves To-day—The

Guests and Ceremonies.

The special excursion train which takes
the party to Oregon to celebrate the com-

pletion of the California and Oregon Rail-
road, will leave San Francisco at 4 o'clock
this afternoon. The train will consist of
six coaches. The private car of Vice-
President Charles Crocker, the Superin-
tendents car, and a Pullman, will be oc-

cupied by the official party, comprising

about eighty members. Three other Pull"
man coaches will be used for general ex-
cursionists.

The train leaving San Francisco at iwill
arrive at Sacramento at 7 P. m., Marysville
at it, and Red Biuff at 10::;0 p. U. Ashland
will be reached at 1:30 o'clock p. v.Satur-
day.

The ordpr of exercises as arranged in as
follows: Call to ordt-r by W. C Merry,
President of the San Francisco chamber of j
Commerce; introduction oiGovernors ofj
California and Oregon : the Governor ofI
Oregon to extend a welcome on behali of
that Siate to the Governor of California; Joration by W. H. L. Barnes. Charles !
Crocker will drive the last spike which
fastens the bands of steel binding Califor-
nia to the great Northwest. The last spike
willbe the same golden one used when the
road from Los Angeles to San Francisco
was completed. Itwillbe driven by the
same silver hammer used by Mr.Crocker
at the completion of that road. The key
to he used to transmit the word

of solid silver, and has been loaned by Pro-
fessor George Davidson. The spike will
be connected with all the telegraph
instruments on the Southern Pacific

'
Railroad, and with the fire alarms inSan
Francisco, Sacramento and New Orleans,
so that as each blow is struck in Ashland it
willbe repeated all over the coast and to
the Gulf of Mexico. The wires willalso
be connected with three cannons at the
l'residio, which will be discharged, one at
each blow. Frank M. l'ixley willdeliver
a congratulatory address and the audience
willsing "America." After a stop at Sa-
lem, the cipital of Oregon, the excursion
willgo on to Portland, arriving there on
Monday. Inaddition to the banquet there
will be an excursion to The Dalles and
other points of interest.

THE ART EXHIBITION.
A Large and Successful Commencement

Display by the School of Design.
At the K. B. Crocker Art Gallery last

night the Sacramento School of Design
held its second annual art exhibition. In
all respects it was a brilliant affair, and no
art classes in the State had a more satis-
factory commencement exhibition. Be-
tween six and seven hundred ladies and
gentlemen visited the rooms during the
evening, and the expressions of pleasure,
surprise and pride in this Sacramento in-
stitution were heard on every hand. There
are about six hundred pieces on exhibition,
over 130 being oil paintings, and every
piece the work of pupils of the scliooi.
It is impossible in the space at com- I
mand to give any adequate descrip-
tion of the works, or point out
those of special excellence. The members !
of the school have every reason to be ex-
tremely proud of theirsuccess. There have,
during the year, studied with the school
fifty-two pupils in the regular day class
and sixty-tive in the Saturday class. Had
the entire 117 attended during all the ses-
bions of the year the exhibition halls would
not have been spacious enough to hold the
works. The great progress made by the
school in the year must he a source ofhon-
est pride to the instructor and stands as a ;

high credit to his capacity. In the fira tx- j
hibition there was nothing with which to
compare to judge of the advance made; i
this year judgment is based upon compari-
son wilh the work of last year. Tbe pres-
ent exhibition is twice as large as th;it of
1.886, and far superior to it inresults. In
portraiture the most marked advance is
apparent in drawing ; next in order of
excellence is the work of the sketch class,
Which i;; foliage, rock and water tests has
achieved very superior results. The work
of the Saturday class, which ofcourse has
had but one-fifth the instruction given the
regular class, is disposed upon the west
wall of the second west alcove. A!' the
other walls are occupied by the portraits,
cast and figure studies and sketches of the
regular class. In the library room, in two
grand divisions, the major portion of the
work in oil painting is shown.
The great benefit the pupils have
received from being held first to a
thorough course in drawing is here
made convincingly manifest. This section,
while attracting full attention, did not
withdraw the visitors from examination of
the drawings ;both received about equal
criticalexamination. Many of the pupils
of the school were present, and it was a
pleasure to note the expressions of pride
and gratification upon their countenances
as the public judgment was pronounced.
Such an urgent request was preferred for a
continuation of the exhibition, that it has
been resolved to keep it open today from
M a. m. to 5 p. m., and Saturday and Sun-
day from 2 to 5 P. m.—the usual gallery
hours

—
when the school halls willbe open

to the public. There is no fee charged for
visiting the exhibition ;on the contrary, it
is the desire to have the largest possible
number of people to examine it, that the
public may inform itself upon the merits
and progress of the school. Visitors inex-
amining the portraiture will be aided by
the statement given last night that the
work was done in one and a half hours
sittings, with from three to live sittings for
a picture ;that the pupils sit and pose for
each other ; that all the drawing was free-
hand and without any mechanical aids,
and that the pupils have had, save in a
very few cases, all their instruction in this
school.

Millerentered into an agreement whereby
Greiner, in consideration of certain cove-
nants, agreed to pay Miller*7!is 33 for pro-
curing a judgment against one Michael
Wagner for Greiner for $7,98^ 3;;. and
Greiner further agreed, should he inany
way delay or hinder the obtaining of the
judgment, or ifhe should withdraw from
the agreement, that the said sum of$798 33should be considered as owing and collect-
able by Miller from Greiner. Milleragreed,
in consideration of the money, to procure
judgment, and himself stand all coats of
the same. With the agreement he executed
to Miller,or order, a promissory note par-
able in sixty days, for $7itS ;»;i, and in the
note iigreed that if it was necessary to
bring suit to collect the note to
pay :>5 per cent, additional as attorney's
fees. Miller subsequently transferred the
note to Charles Ileisen. The complaint
then states that Millersuccessfully brought
suit against Wagner and recovered jinlg-
menl in favor of Greiner ; that before the
maturity of the note Miller sold and trans-
ferred the note to Ileisen ;that Greiner has
not complied with the terms of the agree-
ment, nor ha3he paid the note. Where-
fore the plaintiff asks judgment agninst
him for iW7 !Mi, withinterest from Novem-
ber 28th to date, together with costs of suit.
