The California Visitors Have a
Gruirt Reception at Portland

—Speeches Made.
1

ISPECIA.L DBJATCHEK TO THS P.KCOal>-rNION.| '

Saum (Or.), December 19th.— At 9
o'clock this morning the excursionists i
formed a line at the cars, and headed by a •

brass band, and escorted by the Salem He- j
publican Committee, marched to the State |
Capitol, where a reception was tendered by j
the citizens of Oregon.

Governor Pennoyer, on behalf of the j
State, delivered a cordial address of wel- j
come. He extended to the visitors the hand j
of fellowship, and said that though they j
had invaded a sister State, he believed they
came for peace and they were privileged to

overrun the land. He regretted that they
had come when winter had spread its
gloomy mantle over the State, but believed
that they could go home and report that it
was a fat land and not a lean one.

Governor Pennoyer then introduced to
the assembled multitude Charles Crocker,
who spoke briefly but feelingly of the com-
pletion of the great enterprise. Itwas a
proud day for him and for the people of
the two great States, which were now con-
nected by rail. His company had built
the road, and were now ready ana anxious
to bring in the immigration of the world.
Every facility would be ottered and they
would bring in many thousands of good
people who would fill up these beautiful
valleys. No man should breathe this air
and be anything but a freeman.

Mr.Crocker exhibited the last spike amid
a storm of applause.

J. H. Albert, President of the Salem
Board of Trade, spoke especially to the
business men of California, going over the
commercial difficulties of the past and pic-
turing the future of the trade of the Pa-
cific coast. He demonstrated that the in-
evitable result of this union ofroads would
be the increased prosperity of both States.
He eulogized Ben Holliday, Henry Villard
and Charles Crocker.

Mayor Gregory of Sacramento addressed
the Oregonians, congratulating the people
of Salem on the fine appearance of their
Capital City, and alluding in fitting terms
to the coufraternal feelings existing be-
tween the people of the two States he had
seen. He regretted that the train had en-
tered the beautiful Willamette valley dur-
ing the night, and that the visitors could
not have an opportunity to see the beau-
ties of I'niatilla county, the Grande Ronde
and Powder river valleys of Eastern Ore-
gon.

Mayor Davis of Oakland expressed the
satisfaction of the Californians at the re-
ception they had met in the State of Ore-
gon. They had come in comfort and amid
a round of pleasure from San Francisco,
without any of the discomforts of a stage
ride over the mountains, which was sutti-
cient proof that the last spike had been
driven and the Capitals and commercial
cities of the two States were at last con-
nected. He alludeil to the railroads as
steam rivers of traffic, and dilated upon
the advantage whichwould be the result of
frequent and rapid communication.

George H. Sanderson, President of the
San Francisco Board of Trad-, said that
they did not come to Oregon on a business
trip; they had left their price list behind
them and come as younger cousins of
Oregon. He said a thousand lands of
Goshen could be put into this State. The
people here did not appreciate what a
country they had and would only realize it
when the country was filledby the thou-
sands who wouldcome here from the East.
They were pooling on from the East at the
rate of two thousand a day, and would fill
up this Slate very rapidly. You must pre-
pare for a large share oi the new popula-
tion that is coming here.

Frank &LPixley was introduced as one
of the distinguished men of the Pacific
Coast.

"
California would have to look to

itto see that she maintains its laurels," he
said. Every one claimed to know that he
was a crank on one subject and he ad-
mitted it; he said : "As Ilove my wife
better than 1 love your wives, so Ilove my
country and my countrymen better than 1
love any other country or its people."

John P. Irish made an eloquent speech,
filled with bright (lashes of wit. He spoke
in his assumed character "f a citizen
of Oregon, paying a high tribute
to 'he energy and enterprise of Charles
Crocker and his associates. He told a good
story at Pixley's expense and was rewarded
with great applause.

Many happy
influences are at at work to consolidate the
American Union, but the railway and telegraph
systems of the United States ure more powerlul i
to this end than all the other influences com-
bined.

State sovereignty, though not dethroned, sits
withiron bands upon its arms, with the light-
ning ofthe telegraph playing around its head,
putting iron into metaphor ;and itmay be said
that our country has no north, nosouth, no east
nor west. Steam power tramples under its hot
feet all sections and division!* of country. New
England's factories and the cotton-fields of the
South are at each other's- doors, and New York
and San Francisco are co-operative members of
a municipal union, as well as competitors in
trade. No people ol the United Stales are more
indebted to the railroads and teU^rnphs for their
prosperity uud bapptaMM than the people of the
I'acific coast.

Judge Williams dwelt at considerable
length upon the history of the great rail-
roads on the Pacitic coast, beginning with
the California Central, in MB3, and sketch-
ing the several transcontinental lines and
the Oregon and California. He then gave
a brief epitome of the slow progress of rail-
roads in Oregon, and spoke oi the com-
fortand pleasure to be derived from the
completion of the Oregon and California
road. He concluded :

Could some one gifted with the vision of
Hoses, from another Mount l'i'gah, overlook
these two States, he could Bee v land whose
riches and beauty beggar the funeiful descrip-
tions of romance or poetry— a land whose
mountains teem with gold and silver; whose
bosom is variegated with orange groves and
vineyards, wheat fields and meadows, flocks and
herds, and the grandeur of whose scenery is
the wonder and admiration of the world.
Heaven has fixed the elements of our future
greatness in the salubrity and sottness of our
climate, the silver of our mints, the fertilityof
our soil, and the accessibility of our ports, into

'
which the winds ot the I'aeilie are bound to
waft the wealth of "Ormus and oflud." Repre-
sentative men ofCalifornia are here today to
inaugurate this new order ofthings. They havecome to celebrate a great commercial event
and visit their new relations. We are here to
meet them and to show our appreciation of their
kindly presence, and toextend to them our hos-
pitalities ;and it has been made my duty, on
behalf of our people— in the performance of
whichItake great pleasure— togive to each one
and all of those distinguished guests a cordial
and pleasant welcome to the cityol" Portland.

MR. (ROCKERS SI'EEcH.
The npxt speaker was Charles Crocker,

who was received with generous applause.
His speech was much the.same as delivered
at points along the line. He became quite
humorous at times, and said that now that
the States were joined, the California boys
would come up here and court the Oregon
girls. Ifhe was younger he would lake a
hand in it.

OKHXBAX N. P. ciur.MAX.
Of Red Bluff,delivered an able address on
the new relations between Oregon and Cal-
ifornia, showing that the products of the
two States were so different that there was
no just reason for unpleasant rivalry.

OTHKit SI'EAKKRS.

District Attorney Elwood Broner, of
Sacramento, followed with a stirring
speech, that was received with enthusiasm.

Colonel John P. Irish was the next
speaker. His text was the era of rapid
transit and the coming relations of coun-
tries to each other. He dwelt at length
iupon the railroad as the chief agency in
[the development of commerce, ami' made a
most eloquent presentation of the subject.
I Arthur Rogers spoke briefly on 'Higher
Education."

Colin M. Boyd, representing the Mayor
ofSan Francisco, expressed for that muni-
cipality a cordial greeting to Portland.

Frank M.Pixley was too hoarse to speak,
and begged the indulgence of the audience.
Still he said a word about "The Building
ofNations," a subject he was down for on
the programme. He was loudly applauded.

Tingle on the condition of affairs on the
Ma] islands of Alaska. Referred.Also, a like communication inclosingcopies of paper.--- relating to the recent bond-
ing of the Pacific Coast Steamship Com-
pany.

Also, a memorial of the Constitutional
Convention of the Territory of Utah, ask-
ing admission into the Union hh a .State,
with copies of the Constitution, Referred
to the Committee on Territories.

Among the bills reported favorably was
that granting io California five per cent, of
the net proceeds of cash sales of public
lands in that .Slate.

I'ugh offered a resolution declaring; it to
be the duly of Congress to revise and
amend the existing internal luxes and tariff
laws. Italso declares that Congress shall
DO) adjourn until such remedial laws are
passed, liehad never heard any valid rea-
son why whisky-drinkers should be re-
lieved from the payment of this tax. and
why the revenue which it yielded should
be extorted by tariff from the consumers of
the necessaries of life. He knew no betteruse to which whisky could be applied than
to the production of the $90,000,000
revenue necessary to pay pensions
and the interest on the war
debt, instead of extorting that amount
from the harmless consumption of im-
ported articles. As a general compromise
he would repeal the internal tax on to-bacco, for the reason that tobacco was an
agricultural product, and let the tax on
whisky stand for future consideration. He
would vote for noduty on any article man-
ufactured in the United States that would
cripple any home industry. Both the Re-
publican and Democratic parties had prom-
ised to reduce the income to the wants of
the Government, and it was tritling for the
Republicans to charge upon the Democratic
party the blame of a failuie to revise the
tariff. This Congress would not adjourn
until such a change was made in the rev-
enue taxes as would stop the (low of money
from the people into the National ireasury
beyond tbe needs of the Government. He
would put on the free list chemicals and
raw wool of all the low grades, and salt,
and might be willing to add other articles!
There could be no mistake as to what the
President believes to be the paramount
duty ofCongress.

Atthe close of Pngh'fl remarks the reso-
lution was ordered to lie on the table.

Blair gave notice that he would to-mor-
row ask the Senate to proceed to the con-
sideratisn of the educational bill.

The Senate then proceeded to executive
business, and when the doors were reop-
ened itadjourned.

CLEVELAND'S BLUNDER.
The President Evidently Feels That H«

Has "
Put His Foot in It."

Washington, Decemberlinh.—PresidentCleveland is straddling the tariff question.
A Democratic member of Congress who
represents a tariff protection district went
to him on Saturday and pointed out why
he could not vote for the radical reforms
recommended in the message to Congress.
He could not, he said, vote for free wool.
The President was a good deal exercised at
the interpretation made of his language,
and taking out his message informed the
member that there was nothing in it
which contemplated a free wool or free
anything else; that only '• tariff reform

"
was intended and that nothing very radical
was expected. The President said that he
had been almost forced by the people in
New York to write the message he sent to
Congress, and that if Congress would pass
any kind of a tariff bill it would satisfy
him. The member was very much aston-
ished at the President's apologies and ex-
planations.

AFTER THAT SURPLUS.
The President Favors Sending Commis-

sions to Foreign Expositions.
Washington, December l!>th.—ThePresi-

dent to-day sent to Congress the following
message :

"
1 transmit herewith a report

from the Secretary of State in relation to
the invitation from her Hritannic Majesty's
Government to this Government to partici-
pate in an international exhibition which
is to be held at Melbourne in 18SS to cele-
brate the centennary of the founding ot
New South Wales, the fiitt Australian col-
ony, and Secretary Baynrd, in his com-
munication, recommends that the invita-
tion be accepted, and that the sum of $50,-
--000 be appropriated to defray the expenses
of a Commission to represent the I'nited
States at the exposition."

The President also trnnsmit3 another re-
port from the Secretary of State inrelation
toan invitation which has been extended
to this Government to appoint delegates to
the International Exposition of Labor, to
beheld in ISBB at Barcelona. Spain, and
commends its suggestions to the favorable
consideration of Congress.

GENERAL CANBY.

The Widow oJ the Victim of the Morioc
War A sking Kelier.

Washington, December 19th.— -The name
of General Canby, the victim of the massa-
cre in the lava beds ofCalifornia, willcome
before Congress during the present session,
as his widow is presenting a claim for
$2,000. The story attached will be of in-
terest to the people of California. About
the time of the great gold excitement, and
just after the little differences with Mexico
were settled, Canhv, in a subordinate ca-
pacity, was stationed in Yerba Buena. The
land titles and records of that time were
all written in Spanish. The young officer,
being a good Spanish scholar, devoted his
spare time to translating the records into
English, and he performed thr self-allotted
task so well that to-day the titles are easily-
traced bacK to the time of the padres.

Lately Congress recognized the work done
and made quite urn appropriation, which
was received by the military otlicer com
manding the troops on duty on the Pacific.
Canby was too proud to make application
for a share of the award, and persistently
refusing to present a claim, never receiveda dollar.

THE UTAH QUESTION.

An Issue that Bids Ifiilr to be nn Exdt-

Washington, December 19th.— There
willbe a lively tight here this winter over
the proposition to admit the Territory ol
I'tiih as a State. To-day Senator Call pre
•sen ted in the Senate the Constitution
adopted by the people of the Territory as
the basis of their application for admission
into the Union. Objection was made to
its being printed. Governor West, of
Utah, who is opposed to the admission of
the Territory, is in the city, as is also Mr.
Carlton, of the Utah Commission, who,
withMcClernand signed the minority re-
port.

A SCOUNDREL.

Arrest of a Former Californlan Whose
Career is a. Checkered One.

Chicago, December- 19th.
—

A special
from Boston says: WilliamHammond,
who was arrested inFulton, 111., on Friday,
will probably be remembered in Yreka,
Cal., as he practiced medicine at that place
in1^72 and 1M73. One of his several wives
died there. Hammond was born near
Montreal and has an unsavory record both
inCanada and the United States. He has
worked many towns and small cities under
the guise ot minister or doctor. In18SG,
while pastor of the Baptist Church at
Franklin Falls, he married a widow lady,
securing some $3,000 or $4,000 which she
had and decamped with a servant, lirst ad-
ministering a heavy Jose of morphine to
his wife, with the intention of killingher.
She was found by neighbors in time to
save her life. Hammond was heard of in
Montreal in connection withsopie swind-
ling scheme, then in Indiana, Georgia,
Illinois and elsewhere.

DEATH-DEALING STORM.
Terrible Destruction by an Arkansas Cy-

clone, and Lobs of Life.
Little Rock (Ark.), December 10th.— A

special from Polk county reports that a de-
structive cyclone visited Armstrong Acad-
emy, Indian Territory, Fort Washita, andGreen, at an early hour Saturday morning,
causing great destruction of property ani
loss of life. At about 5 o'clock a terrific
rumbling sound was heard, and a heavy
black cloud, funnel-shaped, was seen rap-
idly approaching. When about one mile
north of the Fort, it struck the ground and
from this pointsouth for miles the work of
ruin continued.

The cyclone traveled one milea minute.
Instantly from the time it struck the
earth half of the houses in the fort were
in ruins. Light houses were picked up
and made into kindling wood by the fury
of the wind. The Armstrong Academy
<vas not greatly injured, but the neighbor-
hood sutlered greatly.

AtGreen, a littlehamlet six miles south
of Armstrong, the damage was very heavy
and many uersons were injured. Seven-
teen houses and a general merchandise
store were carried away bodily, while
horses and cattle within the territory cov-
ered by the storm were injured. The dam-
age at this time cannot be estimated, as the
fullextent of the storm is unknown. Five
deaths are reported.

SQUARE BUSINESS.
An Impromptu Duel In Which Both

Shooters were Shot.
Farmersvii.le (La.), December l'Jth.—

Judge J. E. Trimble and James A. Ram-
sey, between whom there has been bad
blood for some time, met this evening. Hot
words were spoken, and both drew their
pistols. Five or six shots were fired, and
both tell dead.

AWFUL TRAGEDY.
ALawyer In Troy Murders His Family

and then Commit* Suicide.
Trot (K. V.), December 10th.—S. S.

Crandali, formerly v lawyer and real estate
broker in Troy, to-day shot hia wife, his
mother-in-law, Mrs. S. S. Stone, his step-
daughter, Julia Bulklcy, ami himself, at
their home in BaUstoa. I'a. All are dead
but the wife, and she is dying. Hehad a

controversy with his wife over money mat-
ters.

Later— Mrs. Crandall is still alive, but
very weak. The two women willbe buried
inOak wood Cemetery, in this city. Cran-
dell's remains will be interred here.

New York, December 19th.— The con-
tinued firmness in the tin market is having
quite a serious in11uence upon the trade in
cans. Packers, at this time of the year,
usually prepare for next season's require-
ments by contracting for stock, but the ad-
ditional cost of the raw material, brought
about by speculative manipulation, is hold-
ing in check operations against futures.
Packers are reluctant to meet the advance
of about five cents per dozen that is asked
over last year's quotations, as they are un-
certain of the position ofraw material.

The
lease of the Alaska Commercial Company
of the fur-seal islands of St. Paul and St.
George, in Behring's Sea, willexpire in 1890.
The Commercial Company contends that
its tease will be worthless if the Govern-
ment allows independent seal fishing in
the eastern part of liehring's Sea, over
which ithas claimed exclusive jurisdiction.
There is a movement already on foot in
Washington, however, to oppose a renewal
of the lease when itexpires, and to throw
open the fisheries to the general public.

Appeal to the
Supreme Court is allowed inall cases in-
volvingproperty to an amount in excess
of $. rXJO,OOO.

tion of $02,000,000 of revenue on the basis
of last year's importations, and that of this
amount $50,000,Uikj is to come from reduc-
tions of duties, chiefly on manufactures,
and $12,000,000 from" adding wool, salt,
lumber, coal, vegetable fibers, etc., to the
free list.
