
FRANK PIXLEY AND THE DEVIL.
How Col. IrUb iDtroduced a Dream at

the Expense of the "Argonaut's" Editor.
[Portland Oregonian.l

Tbe most brilliant man in the last spike
patty waa Col. John P. Irish, editor of the
tjan Francisco Alia. Besides being an able
viritcr, a splendid speaker and amoat genial
pan, he is a tine story teller. He has an
inexhaustible fund of peisonai reminis-
cences, mostly political, and all brimful of
humor, which he relates charmingly. He
was the lifeof the party iv the car and in
the numerous" speech makings. But a drop
of bad blood sprang up between him and
Frank M. I'isley last Sunday. At Rose-
burg the crowd wanted to see the editor of
the Argonaut, and called loudly for him.
Pixley made a tirst-rate five-minute speech,
dwelling on the beauties of Ore-
gon and picturing the future Pacific
empire. He closed with an appeal to his
hearers to guard against the invasion of
foreign bigotry, foreiga crime and foreign
ignorance. This was Pixley's first public
utterance about his well-known hobby. As
the train was approaching Kugene some
one toid him that the State University was
located there ;and what does Pixley do,
when the crowd called .'or him, but make a
speech saying that universities turned out
impractical, useltss men, and generally
condemning universities. This made
Irish somewhat augry, and at Albany, in
bis address to the crowd, he took Pixley se-
verely to task. Then I'ixleygot half-angry.
Afier the train pulled out of Albany, \Y.H.
Mills, Chairman of the ExecutiveCommittee, told a supposititious dream
at Pisley's expense, evoking hearty
laughter. Irish said ftood-naturedly
that lie intended to use Mills' story to ridi-
cule Pixley the next time the "latter re-
ferred to the Roman Church and its ad-
herents. At Sulem, Monday morning,
Pixley, as usual, was called for, and in a
gentle way (for him) advanced the views
of his American party. Then Irish was
called for. He said that ever since the ex-
cursionists had entered Oregon, the bright
sunshine, the sight of the hills, the moun-
tains, the rivers, the valleys and the for-
ests, had filled everybody's heart with
gladness. The blandishments of Nature
had warmed the souls of all, except his
friend Pixley. Pixley alone was sad. He
could not help but see over the fair State of
Oregon the shadow of the Pope's toe.
Then Irish repeated Mills' story, as
t'p)lows:
"Ihad a dream last night. Idreamt

that Iwent to hell. A winged messenger
of his Satanic majesty made his appearance
from earth with the news that the people
there about to establish a government
founded on principle. They declared as
the underlying principle of such govern-
ment that all men were created free and
equal. They actually proposed to have a
government founded on humanity. Turn-
ing to one of his imps, the devil in great
rage shouted : 'Bring me my hat and pot-
metal boots. I've got to attend to that case
myself.' The order was instantly obeyed,
and as the devil was pulling on

boots a thought struck him, and he
asked the messenger :

'
What side

does Pixley take?' 'Oh, he insists on an
amendment excluding the Irish and the
Jews.' Kicking off his boot, the devil said
to his imp: '

Fetch me my slippers :Pix-
ley's on OUT side.'

"
The shouts of laughter that went up

from the crowd which filled the hall of the
liaise of Representatives put Pixley in a
bai frame of mind for his luncheon.

A Coluaa Murderer Cnptured.
A dispatch from Colusa says :
M. N. Dixon, who murdered William

Hopkins on Grand Island on November—
Tt tj, has been captured at Dallas, Hancock

county, 111. Today Sheriff Beville dis-
patched an officer to that place with the
necessary papers to bring Dixonback. The
authorities are certain that it is Dixon, as
that is where he came from to California.
The circumstances of the crime with which
Dixon is charged are as follows:

On Sunday, November 27ih, a crowd of
men went from J. C. Frazer's ranch to the
town of Crimes. While there they drank
Ireely of whisky. They started home
toward evening, and while on their way
they stopped at a neighboring store. Hop-
kins, who was under the influence of liquor,
bantered one of them fora fight. This was
not accepted, and when the ranch was
finallyreached Rufu3 Frazer, a laborer, re-
marked that he was tbe only sober man in
the crowd, and Hopkins took offense at this
and told Frazer that he was mistaken in
very forcible language.

While the quarrel was going on, Dixon
wilked up between the partis and pushed
Hopkins away, at the same time remarking
that he (Hopkins) could no! hurt a friend
of his.

Hopkins then went to supper and thence
to bed. About 10 o'clock that night Hop-
kins aroused one of his companions and
told him that he had been stabbed and that
Dixon did it when he pushed him away
from Frazer.

An examination was had, when a large
knife-wound was found in his abdomen.
Dr. Gibbons, of Arbuckle, wr-; aummoned
and pronounced Hopkins' \u25a0 fatal,
and on the Tuesday follow, ig Hopkins
died. Meanwhile Dixon took a teaiu be-
longing to J. C. Frazer and went to Boyer's
On Grand Island and borrowed $110 on it.
He was seen on the Wednesday after the
murder on the ferry-boat crossing from
San Francisco to Oakland. This was the
last heard of him until the dispatch refer-
red to. The Governor offered $250, and
the citizens of Grand Island $200 for his
arrest.

William Hopkins was a young man, a
native of Maine, and had been in Califor-
nia since last spring. Dixon has served a
tens inSan Quentin on a charge of assault
with a deadly weapon with intent to
murder and has long been considered a bad
man.

AN ENCHANTED EDITOR.
Be Pays a Beautiful Tribute to California

and Oregon.
The Salt Lake Tribune of December 17th

says :
To-morrow the men of California and

Oregon will celebrate the completion of a
work of more magnitude than many people
dream of. The road between San Fran-
cisco and Portland is at last completed,
and the Southern Pacific Company now
own a line continuous from the Columbia
river toSan Diego. Two hundred miles of
the northern end, from Portland to Rose-
burg, aud lh« southern end, between Oak-
land and Redding, of the California and
Oregon road were finished many years ago,
but there was a portage of two hundred
and seventy-live miles which wns a most
severe work. Itnot only taxed the ability
of the engineers to the'utmost, but itwas
a gigantic work, quite as desperate and ex-
pensive a* was the building of the road
over the Sierras via the Dormer Lake
route. There were three or four turbulent
rivers to cross and the Biskiyou range
to subdue, and that is a range that it was
difficult lit first to find a trail for a mule
across. There are several heavy tunnels ;
one almost equal in length to the one
at the >ummit beyond Truckea ; there
were tiemendous cuts and fills to be
made, and we understand there is more
trestle-work on the road than on the whole
Central Pacific. Much of the grading has
cost $75,000 per mile

—
probably <juite eighty

miles of the road has averaged that amount.
But it was worth the cost. Beyond the
Sacramento valley and the mountains
Rogue river is reached, and itis as beauti-
ful and productive a valley as can be found
ai.y where; beyond it the valley of the
Dmpqaaia reached, and beyond "that the
Willamette. The mountains have a wealth
of timber of almost inestimable value, and
the road willmake a near view of Mount
Shasta possible to the traveler. There is
no grander mountain in America. The
road either crosses or flanks the Sacra-
mento, the McCloud (the prettiest river in
America), the Pit, Mount Shasta, the
Klamath, the Rogue, the Umpijua and
Willamette and many others; ittakes away
the terrors of the Columbia bar to travelers
between the two great States; it will be a
mighty avenue of transportation lor both
freight aud passengers. Three years ago
the Central Pacific people, who owned the
California and Oregon road, secured
control of the Oregon and California,
and now the link in the chain is closed.
The men of the two States will celebrate
to-morrow, and they have a right to, for it
cannot hut be a great factor in the progress
of both. The twoStates together can feed and
give employment to many millions of peo-
ple; to as many as France can. Together,
out inmidocean, they would, ina very few
years, become of as much interest iii the
commercial world as the United Kingdom
now is. They have a greater area than all
the land of the Republic that is drained di-
rectly into the Atlantic. That is, more
than the States on the Atlantic seaboard
from Maine to Georgia, and they possess
infinitelygreater natural elements of wealth.
The men who, in forty years, have attacked
and subdued that land, secured a civiliza-
tion as high and generous as exists any-
where, have a right to rejoice that at last
they arc joined together with a band of
steel, and that they are at last made inde-
pendent of ship and stagecoach in their
inter-communication. Ashland, where they
will celebrate, is a beautiful little town
that has grown up by itself on its native
resources. Itwaited, and the locomotives
came to itto kiss and make vp

—the link
between the great States.

A STORY OF THE WAR.

How O'Neil Avenged His Brother's Death
After Ten Yearn.

Away back in the fifties, when Yale
men were still engaged in their rows with
the firo laddies, and not on the best of
terms with any of the New Haven popu-
lation,occurred that memorable riot,not
the only one in the annals of Yale,
that ended in the" killingof the leaders of
the. mob by the students. The story is
short, of absorbing interest, and has often
been told, but it had a sequel, not gener-
ally known, and as dramatic as the
romances of recent fiction.

During March, 1854, a pretty Iri>h
actress (Mrs. Harry Grattan I'lunkett) had
been winningthe hearts of the students at
the old theater that was on the
corner <if Chapel and Church streets.
One night, when quite a crowd of Seniors
were occupying the front rows, an Irish
jigdancer had been re{X?atedly encored by
a zealous claque of his countrymen in the
back seats. The students, anxious for the
play to proceed, and for the reappearance
of their goddesf, vented their impatience
with hisses. Instantly there was bad
blood brtwCCll town and crown. The
crowd in the rear became insolent, and
when at last the performance was over,
warned the students never to enter the
place again.

Next evening, however, fifty or sixty
students \u25a0nmilllilTui at the theater and sat
the performance through. Towards the
end of the evening an alarm of fire was
rung, and presently the Chief of Police
came in to inform the students that they
would have to fight their wav back to the
collage Uirougli the threatening crowd
that had gathered. The crisis had come.
The townies had formed a solid column of
twos, withlocked arms, and filled up the
west side ofChapel street, having on the
left the protection of the houses, and on
the right the hooting multitude. Sud-
denly, despite the etlorts of the police, a
shower ofstones and bricks descended upon
the marching body of students. Steadily
tiny kept on, carrying theii wounded and
defiantly singing a college <nn^.

Next to the end of the column figured
Jim Ilaines, of Tennessee, with Harry
Howland on bis left. The rear guard was
Jack Sims, of Mississippi, and th«M two
men of the South, .Seniors both, bad fight
after fight with one and another of the
mob, whose leader was the powerful ( )'N\il,
the catae of the trouble the night before.
Improving the opportunity when Sim was
engaged withsame one else, '''Neil grap-
pled with him, clutched his throat with
one brawny hand, and struck him on the
bead with a brick in the other, fn the
struggle that followed the Mississippian
cried out that he would kill his assailant
if he were not released. (('Neil's reply
was a tightening "f the grip ujxin his
throat and Sims knew that lie was lteing
choked to death in that ghastly enc muter.

Left behind by the rest of the column,
unable to call out, surrounded by the
enemy, and feeling that his life would
soon bo gone, what could Situs do '! Quickas a flash lie drew a long dagger and
stabbed O'Neil to the heart. The Irish-
man fell dead. Staggered by the I<ks of
their leader, the mob retired from the at-
tack and the students were safe up.»n the
campus. That night the rioters raged
unceasingly, demanding a victim for ven-
geance, and it was only by the use of the
greatest prudence then and" for succeeding
•lays that the authorities and student^
prevented a renewal of hostilities.

But the MimillHlllUll.what of him? He
had escaped on the moment, but in the
struggle be had lost his hat, in which his
mime wits written. As Roon as possible
afterward he left college and returned to
the South. Everyone had justified what
he had done ;it was shown to be a dear

f self-defense, and it was said that
the Faculty gave him his decree when his
dan graduated.

Seven years afterward the war between
the States began, and North and .South
confronted one another in arms. General
Raines was killed in the battle of Mur-
frrolMiro, commanding a Tennessee bri-
gade; Major Sims, the hero of the college
ailray, in a famous Mississippi regiment,
whics had enrolled a number of Yale
graduates, fought unhurt through all the
campaigns of the Army of Northern Vir-
ginia, until at the cud of \*'A,when dark-
nesH had stopped the last battle tatween
Sheridan and Early, he stood with his
comrades beside a camp-fire discussing the
incidents of the day. Presently one of
them recalled an adventure of their youth-
l'ul <';\u25a0 vs. and something elicited from the
Major a recital of hi.s own part in that
riot at Yalein 1884.

The coachman,
gathering up his reins, extricated the
horses from their dilemma, and once more
getting them on the street, gave them an
overhauling which put a qniettu upon
their disposition to get away. Alberthas
been the coachman of every new l'n-si-
dent since, and has an interesting collec-
tion of autograph letters testifying to his
skill and coloness inmanaging horse-flesh.
