complished by the remission of the duty to
the immnorter, and besides it is not certain
that a2 removal of the duty would lessen the
rices. Look at coffee, placed on the free
list in 1872 and increasing in cost to the
consumer ever since. The value of this im-
portation last year was $56,000,000, an in-
crease of $13,000,000 over the year previous.
