
THE COMING CITRUS FAIR.
'Die anmmlConvention of the American

Horticultural Society i.- to be held nt Saa
Jose, in this Stale, fumary 24th. At that
time a oitr.ts fair in to bo opened tliaro.
Tlie pro{/«>-4tir.n ivns dUi.-u-sed in the State
Board of Trade ?.t San Francisco on Toes-
<!ay, and it«m re solved to give tlie sehecae
cordial support. We publish this morning
sn invitation from the San Jose Fair raan-
sgen aakiag Bacmuento to take a section
in the exhiHition,and tosend a rejircscnta-

tive delegation also. ( >f < ourse tlie invita-
tion -will be accepted. The Board of Trade
and improvement and Immigration Asso-
ciations will be proper agencies to organ-
ize the Sacramento exhibit, and willproba-
blyconsent to do 80. There will lie no
difficulty-whatever in making a splendid
showing midthat, too, withvery littleeffort
and not large expense. Indeed, ifpermitted,
Sacramento could Bend exhibits in variety
and quantity to half fill the exposition
building. The fair is for Central and
Northern < Uifornia, and not for the Santa
Clara valley and bay counties only. Xo
misapjwehension should obtain on this
head. The occasion is a very important
one. The assembling of the Convention
inCalifornia means the bringing into the
State of a large, body of men skilled inand
broadly informed upon the euhivation of
fruit. Their report on their return Hast
will have great weight with the ]>eople
there. They are not men at all likelyto
be deceived, or to go intoecstasies of com-
plimentary enthusiasm in the houses of
their hosts. They will occupy a critical
attitude, and want to know the reason for
every proportion made, and to examine
the proofs adduced in support of it. Itb
before precisely such men that we can liest
afford to lay an exhibit of the citrus fruit
capacity of the north section. From that
they willform a correct estimate of oar
climatic conditions, and coupled with the
observation they willmake of the country
through which they pass, we can rest
assured that we wil havi? impartial judg-
ment at their hands.

The present plan b to have the Conven-
tion holdpart of it- session at San Jose,
and then adjourn to Riverside for the clos-
ing sessions. Speaking .if that plan in the
State lioard of Trade, President Hatch
\u25a0aid "that the sessions inRiverside willbo
entirely useless. After what some of us
have seen in OroviUe we may feel con-
vinced that there is nothing that can be
produced in the State which cannot be
shown at San Jose. We can show all they
can at Riverside, and » good deal besides."'
This is very true, but Mr. Smith, of Contra
O*ta. expressed 000 lthought when Jie
said, 'It would be .just as well to have the
Riverside session, that the hortionlturi-ts

have opportunity to contrast the
products of the different sections."

Mr. Smith's judgment is correct. It
would be unwise to attempt to prevent the
rish to the south, though, as Mr.Hatch
lays, we can show any product that can be
exhibited there, and a goad deal more,
lint any ctibrt looking to that end would
be considered at the south as unfair and
mindicative as \u25a0 jealous disposition. On
the contrary, the people of the north are
\u25a0Ot :U all jealous of the south. The K;ist-
ern horticulturists ought to visit the sooth-
era portion of the State. It is a part of
California, and one in which all Califor-
nians take honest pride. The center and
north have no reason to fear oomparieoaa.
The Californian, true to the State's best
interests, is for the whole State; for home
first, ofcoone, but for die State and every
part of it. Let there be diligence, there-
fore, in making the San Jose fair one nota-
ble sad rtprr-entative in all reverts.
Xv«tv section of Northern and Central 4

California ought to oowribate to it, and
we doubt not willdo so.

OPPORTUNITY FOR EFFORT.
The evidence that the flood of immigra-

tion hasuotumeneedtoi'ow toward this sec-
tion is now conclusive. The home-seekers
•are coming ingreat unmben. It is <,ur part
to ;. v their progress here, and induce
them tovisitthe.Sacramento valley. Wecan

[confidently relyupon that visitation doing
Ifor us all we can desire. A <;i>e. inpoint
is that of a citizen of Sacramento who
met one of these intending settlers, en

route to Los Angeles. Being induced to
stop over here, a wager was offered,
which lit accepted, tluit the two should
go op the valley upon the east
side of the river and return upon the
west. If the stranger should declare
himself unsatisfied, the Sacramentan was to
pay the expenses of both. Ifthe visitor
found the representations made to be un-
exaggerated, and if he was content alter
the examination of the region to remain
in Northern or Centra] California, then
each was to pay his own expenses. Before
the journey was half-completed the East-
ern man yielded, and as a result bought
him a home in a northern county and lias
gone Ea.st to bring out fab family.

Inquestionably all we need to do for
those who arrive here is to induce them
to spy out the land. The greatest density
of population of interior California is to
b3 in the Sacramento valley; it is only a
question of time when that fact willbe
realized in numbers. Hut the time may
be greatly lessened by intelligent, vigorous
and well-directed efiorts on the part of our
present population.

POOR ECONOMY.

The hope has been entertained that the
present Congress would made liberal ap-
propriations and order active work with a
view to beginning the long delayed task of
improving the navigability of the Sacra-
mento river. The news from Washington
now i-that these hopes are to he dashed.
That the President may go into the cam-
paign with a showing of economy, river
and harbor appropriations will lie cat
down below the needs reported by the Gov-
ernment engineers. Ifthe Administration
is not unjustly charged, it is endeavoring
to force tariff redaction by refusing to
permit necessary expenditures, and thus
make the surplus appear as large as possi-
ble, and at the same time reduce the costs
nf government to the lowest possible fig-
ure. Bat itdoes nut need much intelli-
gence to understand that sucli a policy is
not in fact on;- of economy. The need for
river and harbor improvement upon the
Pacific Coast is pressingly groat, and it
cannot be denied now without entailing
upon the Government immensely greater
CO) 1 presently.

dred Carmen and rich land-owners ofYolo
county have organize.l into a syndicate
which they style the X. C. B.D. C, which,
being interpreted, means

'
Northern Citrus

Belt Development Company.' Each mem-
ber of this organization pledges himself to
plant from ten lo twenty acres to fruit
trees or grape vines the coming season.
The organization has adopted stringent
rules for its government, and if any one of
thenumber fails to comply with his obli-
gations to so plant said tea acres, he is
bound in writing to make a free deed of
that much land to the syndicate, said for-
feiture and the proceeds thereof to be de-
voted to the establishment of an orphan
asylum in Woodland. The President of
this company of enterprising farmers is
Charles Coil; Vice-President, Charles Hop-
pin; Second Vice President, WilliamGib-
son; Third Vice-President, Amos Gable;
Secretary, George W. Wnodard; Treasurer]
David Ihggs; Corresponding Secretary, Beii
Ely. The elective officers and ex otiicio
members of the Board of Directors, whichincludes also Asa Morris. Charles Day
WilliamHatcher, G. W. Scott and Henry
Salinj;. One hundred farmers have joined
this society, which was instituted so
quietly, that were it not for the agility of
the Mailreporter, the public might still be
in ignorance of the existence of such an
organization."

Progressive Woodland.
Woodland is the most progressive town

of its size in Central California. Her peo-
ple are wide awake and industrious, her
capitalists willingtoembark inevery enter-
prise thpt tends to her building up, and iiia short time, in a manufacturing way,shewilleclipse any town in the Sacramento
valley. The Woodland Democrat, in speak-
ing upon ibis .]uestion, says :"We will
have those woolen mills, and then that will
call for other things equally beneficial toour people. If so. we wifl have those
other things as soon as they appear neces-sary to our wants. Along with the woolen
mills we willhave a fruit-cannery. Then
our wool and fruits, two of the principal
industries o! our county, will b? focalized
at Woodland. Hundreds of young men,
who are k tinging away their time for want
of a job, smoking cigarettes and chewing
themselves out of board and lodging, will
find remunerative employment, and that,
too, right here in Woodland. Far be it
that such men as those whose souls havebeen big enough to set this institution onfoot should ever be guilty of advocating
the employment of the detestable cheap
labor ol tha Chinese in preference to th.it
of our own race. We suggest such a clause
be inserted in the articles ofincorporation."

The Sutter County Colony.
