FIRE COMMISSIONERS.
Another Engine to bn Added to the De.

pwrtiueut Service.

The regular monthly meeting of the
Fire Commissioners was held last evening'
all the members present.

A committee of gentlemen from the
Fourth Ward—Messrs. George Lichlbardt,
B. H. Covall, J. F. Richardson, E. K.Alsip
and W. Cole—appeared before the Board
and asked that a fire engine be placed in
the eastern portion of the city.

Mr. Alsip said the eastern portion of the
city was tillingup more rapidly than any
Other, and the residents and taxpayers in
that portion felt that they shook! have
more protection from the Fire Department.
!!\u25a0\u25a0 referred to the burning "f the valuable
property at Twentieth and O streets a few
evenings since, which he said would not
have been s- icomplete had an engine
been stationed in that part of the

:ci'y. He also referred to the
loss of the pottery a few evenings since,

Iwhich conld have been saved had there
(been an engine located in the neighbor-
hood ofTwentieth street. Two years ago
a hose-cart was put on Nineteenth and L
streets, since that time the population in
that section has more than doubled. They
are now virtually unprotected. The house
burns to the ground before the engine can
reach it. He thought the Department,
considering that they had an extra engine,
could afford to station it at the hose-house,
on Nineteenth street, or some j>ljcoin that
vicinity,as the exigencies of the case de- j
lujndit. If the Department could not i
a!!ord to spare the extra engine, then by all i
means purchase another, and give the tax- j
payers such protection as they have a right I
to demand. Fresno, a city that covers lesj j
than half the area of .Sacramento, pur- j
chased two engines only a few days ago.
We want an engine that can get toa fire
inits incipiency. ami not when i-s embers
is all that is left to mark the sp »t where a
man's home foimerly stood. Ifnecessary
toadtl a sruall amount to the tax levy to
secure the engine, then it should be done.
He thought, however, the tax levy could
remain as it was last season and raise
funds sufficient, as the property-roll of the
city had increased $2,000,000 in the past
year, which was a good showing for the
city.

Mr.Lichthardt also said that in addition
to the engine asked for they desire some
more fin-alarm boxes. At present there
are none east of Twentieth street, while
that portion of the city is thickly settled as
far out a3 Twenty-eighth. A house could
burn down after it was discovered on lire
before the owner could reach a box to turn
in an alarm.

This is of serious moment,
We consider that our homes are at stuke.
When you touch a man's home, yon touch
bia family and his heart. Ifa man's home
is insured tor all that it i3worth, ifhe has
a tire he loses. We wish you to consider
tlii« matter seriously, and we think by
proper representation to the Trustees they
willlevy an additional amount to the tax,
if that is thought to be necessary.

The President said the Board had been
considering this matter for some time,
and were fully aware of the necessities of
the case. One of their engines was dis-
abled at present but was being repaired.
His idea, he said, would be to purchase an-
other and smaller engine, one that wotdd
throw a single stream, lie said there was
$10,500 on hand to run the Department for
the next four months, and he thought
there would be no difficultyin husbanding
the fund-* of the Department sufficiently
so as to be able to put an engine in the
hose house at Ninettenth and L streets.
We see the need of an engine in that por-
tion of the city and think we willbe able
to provide for it at soon as the one now
undergoing repairs is turned out ol the
shops, or by the Ist of February. The
other members of the Board coincided
with the remarks of Mr. Griffith,and the
committee retired well pleased.

The Commissioners inc. littleconversation
which followed, were of the opinion that
engine No. 1 should be removed from
Second street to Fourth, and the Hook and
Ladder Company, or Hayes truck as itis
generally called, from Fourth to Tenth
street.

J. D. Tate appeared before the Board and
asked pay for some awning that was de-
stroyed by members of the department, on
his Istreet property during a recent con-
flagration in Chinatown. The Board were
of the opinion that itwas not a legal claim,
but referred the matter to the City Attor-
ney for his opinion.

L.H. Drew, driver of hose cart No.1,
sent in his resignation, which was received!
Daniel McDonald was elected to the
vacancy.

I'eter Leonard, an extraman of the
Hook and Ladder Company, also resigned,
and James Kern was elected to the vacancy.

CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVIDENCE.
Eta l"nreliability Shown in a Case i:

Couit Yesterday.
An illustration of the unreliability o

|circumstantial evidence was made in Judge
, Armstrong's Court yesterday. It will bt
remembered by readers of lbs Record
Union that about six months ago the resi-
dence of J. Hyams. who lives on X street,

:between Tenth and Kleventh, was burglar-
ized in broad daylight, and a valuable dia-
mond ring and other jewelry and a pursecontaining a sum of money stolen. Allof

j those articles were upon a'bareau 'n plain
s;giit. Suspicion at once fastened upon a; young man name 1 Frank Adams, who!peddled stove polish about the city and

i who, it was alleged, was seeu departing
! from the house by the alley wav a few
moments before discovery or the burglaryIwas made. J-iiiiit-r marks on a windowIsillmade withsmarted angers wjs a cir-

tance strong against him. A.warrant
rornout tor bia arrest, and he was

\ brought back from San Francisco, whither
jhe had tjone immediately after the burg-
lary. He was examined in the Police
;Court, held to answer before the Superior
Court for burglary, and was utiuble to "ivebail. All this time he

STOUTLY rr.OTESTEU Hi:-[HKOCKKCK,
And disclaimed all knowledge of thewhereabouts of the stolen property. After
being in the jail for some time and enter-
taining no hope of establishing his inuo-
jcence, he urged that be be given a speedytrial, as he did no relish the idea ofremaining in prison any longer than he
could help. But on account ol
the iressure of other business, JudgeArmstrong continnedhis case nntU the Jan-
uary term. Par some time past, however
Mr. Hyams has believed that Adams was
not the real burglar. He pave the matter,
however, but little attention until yester-
il y. when he read the Rboobd-Übiob'b
account of the strange doings of Amy Cook.
He then remembeted having seen her
around his premises about the time of the
burglary, and the Bodingof a lot of baby
clothes in a shed in tne rear of the lot.
Connecting these circumstances, Hyams
determined to investigate the case, in an
endeavor to find the real thief. He yester-
day went to Amy's home and asked her
mother to grant him an interview with the
girl. Mrs. Cook consented, and Mr.
Hyams was conducted to the girls roum
and asked her if she kiiew anything of the
stolen property.

THIS SHE STOUTLY DXHTU).

Mr.Hyams then told her, to frighten her,
that she bad been seen to leave his house
by the back way on the day of the burg-
lary. At this she started, and for a few
moments made no reply, but on being
urged to answer, boldlyinformed Mr. Hy-
ams that he was right, and that she was
the guilty party. Being requested to de-
scribe bow she entered the premises she
said that she had gone into the yard by tne
alley entrance, and that she climbed into
the house by the kitchen window, which
she had opened and propped up with a
piece of kindling wood. She btnted that
she had disposed ot a portion of the jewelry
by giving it to some children, and that she
bad secreted the diamond ring, purse,
handkerchief and a pair of gloves in the
cellar of the residence of F. Hollzhouser,
who lives at 1013 1' street, and had covered
them with a gunny sack, on top of wbicb
she had placed an empty coal-oil can. She
was then released from the chain with
which she is confined at home, und al-
lowed to accompany Mr.Hyams to where
the articles were hidden. They were found
located exactly as described by the girl.
Mr.Hyams then conducted Amy to her
parents, and immediately imparted his
newly-acquired information to District At-
torney Bruner. The Superior Court had
adjourned, but on hearing these new facts

.IUIIGE ARMSTONG OPENED COI'UT
And ordered Adams brought before him.
Mr.Hyams was then sworn and his state-
ment, as here related, was taken down by
the Court reporter. Judge Armstrong
questioned Adams regarding his knowl-
edge of the crime, but he stoutly protested
his innocence and said that itwas not nec-
essary for him to steal, as he had ability to
earn an honest living, whichhe had always
done. In accordance with the facts thus
developed, Judge Armstrong made an
order releasing him from custody and dis-
missing the charge against him. At this
Adams shed tears of joy, for he informed
the Court that though he knew he was
innocent, yet the circumstancial evidence
seemed so strong against him that he had
made up his mind he must suffer impris-
onment as a felon.
