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FACTS ABOUT TLACER COUNTY.

Statemment Pablished at Los Angeles Con-
cerniog Its Resources.
The committee in charge of the Placer
eaunty citrus exhibit at Los Angeles pub-
lished the following in the evening Ezpress
of that city, on the 27th instant:
The citrus fruit exhibit of Placer
county in Los Angeles has attracted so
much attention from visitors from all parts
of the world, and so many questions have
been asked the author of this article about
the thermal fruit belt of the county, it is
thought advisable to answer through the
press, as being the only way in which all
interested parties can obtain the informa-
tion desired.

Placer county is bounded on the north
and west by Bear river, on the south and
cast by the American river and Lake
Tahoe, and but for a short distance where
it joins the State of Nevada, through
which the Central Pacific Railroad passes
into the State, it is almost entirely sur-
rounded by water. It is about 100 miles
long by from 10 to 30 miles wide, and
is in fact a long ridge lying between two
rivers. It is in regzard to the citrus belt of
the county we now write, where there are
at least 100,000 acres of land adapted to
the successful and profitable growing of
oranges. In these river gorges the cold air
settles during the night, displacing the
warm 2ir accumulated in the day, which
spreads itself over the higher land between
the rivers, thus exempting it from damag-
ing frosts. Orange trees that have been
growing in this section for 20 years have
never failed to produce yearly crops of
fruit.  There is no scale or insect pests of
any kind that afiect the orange or olive
trees of Placer county. The fruit ripens
in high perfection and at no part of the
State at an earlier period. At the citrus
fair held a year ago at Sacramento, Placer
took the first five prizes over all compet-
ing connties of the State, and at the State
and Mechanics’ Institute fairs for several
years, Placer county has taken first prize
in every instance over all competitors.

To the party proposing to engage in
fruit culture there are four conditions
necessary to be considered, the absence of
either of which would make the enterprise
extremely hazardous: TFirst, the land
must be adapted to the growing of fruit.
Professor Hilgard, analyzing the soil of
Placer county, says: “The whole charac-
ter of the soil is such as to insure a high
quality of fruits adapted to the climate.
Second, the selection of fruits best suited to
the soil that grow and mature in high ex-
cellence. Third, water must be had in
abundance that can be relied upon with
positive certainty during the dry months
of July and August, when most needed.
There are three sources of supply, either
of which is suflicient for all purposes of
irrigation for many years to come, that can
be had as needed. The fourth and last
thing to be considered is the profitable
marketing of the fruit, and this is of as
much importance as all others. The aver-
age price at which peaches have this year
been sold at the home depots is 75 cents
per box of twenty-five pounds each, while
the average net price paid to the producer
in San Francisco has been only 35 cents
per box. From the town of Newcastle
this season has been shipped, of deciduous
fruits, in quantity amounting to more than
500 carloads of 20,000 pounds each. This
fruit has all been sold on orders, buyers
paying freight and all expenses of trans-
portation, and taking all risks of the fruit
freaching them in condition. Shippers
falso assert that they have been unable to
fill half the orders sent to them for Placer
county fruits, even at higher prices than
those paid to any other section, while

the demand from the near markets
have been so great that little fruit
has this year been sent beyond the

Itis the
custom now for all thrifty orchardists to
pick their fruit in the early morning when
the fruit is cool—take it to packing houses,
where it is carefully wrapped and placed in
boxes, when in the evening it is put on the
passing trains bound for the East, and in a
few hours, while it is yet fresh, it passes
into the frigid regions of the high Sierras,
thence into the still colder State of Ne-
braska, when it is practically refrigerated
before decay begins, and will keep in good
condition several day longer than any fruit
that must necessarily be kept at least
twenty-four hours longer in the valley
heat before it passes from the State, that
is grown in any other section. This is a
matter of very great importance as aflect-
ing profit on deciduous fruits.

The people of Los Angeles voluntarily
say that the Placer county oranges now on
exhibition in their city are very superior,
and because of there being no scale or in-
sect pest of any kind affecting them, their
growing must be a success.

The extremely low prices at which land
can now be bought in the citrus belt of
Placer county offers an extraordinary op-
portunity for men of capital to invest in
fruit lands that, ie the opinion of good
Jjudges, will appreciate to many times their
present value within a few years. Itis
now owned by stockmen, and used for pas-
ture or grain raising, from whom it can he
bought on most favorable terms.

An American Apprentice System,

Colonel Richard T. Auchmuty, the
foundcr of the New York Trade Schools,
on First avenue, Sixty-Seventh and Sixty-
eighth streets, read a paper recently before
the Polytechnic Sectien of the American
Inetiiute on “ An American Apprentice
System.”

After referring to the decay of the old
apprentice system, cawsed by the sub-
division of labor and the inability of the
master mechanic to bestow much personal
care on the apprentice, it was argued tha
the only method by which it was possible
to train American meehanics who could
compete with foreign workmen was a com-
bination of the trade school with real
work. The trade school first to gain skill
and acquire what is now in danger of being
forgotten,.the knowledge of the science on
which trade is based, then real work to
gain speed of execution and gkill. To ap-
ply, in short, the same system of education
to the trades as is now follosred in the pro-
fessions,

Colonel Auchmuty maintaized that this
was ‘“‘no paper plan, devised in a study,”
but it was the result of the .experience
gained while instructing over ane thousand
young men at the New York trade schools,
many of whom were now earmning three
or feur dollars per day, and some .of whom
were master mechanics.  Excellent speci-
mens of piumbixz work, of woed carving
and stone cutting wore exhibited, the result
of one £eason’s instzuction.  Attention was
also cadled to a large west side apartment
house, the brick work of which was done
almost entirely by trade schocl graduates.

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GOVERNMENT TELEGRAPH.

Some Interesting Data as to Working of
the System in England.

The renewed discussion of the subject of
pestal telegraphy will call attention to the
Government system which has been estab-
lished in Great Britain, and which cannot
be said to be any longer an experiment.
Several Congressman are searching for in-
formation as to the practical working of
that system, and they have not been
wholly successful in their search. The
report of the Postmaster-General for
Great Britain for the current fiscal year
has just been received in Washington, and
contains much that will, uuduul»led_l_\‘,
prove of interest to those who intend to in-
vestigate this question during the coming
session of Congress. The passage which
relates to the relations of the telegraph to
the Government is as follows:

“The first complete financial year dur-
ing which the reduced rates for inland tele-
grams were in operation, expired on the
31st of March, and it is interesting to note
the effect upon the number of messages
and upon the revenue. Separating the
ordinary inland messages sent in that
period from railway, press, official and for-
eign telegrams, who are not affected by the
reduced rate, and of which there were ovef
10,000,000, it appears that the number o
messages dispatched was 40,137,175 in
1886-7, compared with a total of 30,087,869
in 1885-6, and that the revenue produced
was £1,354,879, as compared with £1,227,-
606 in the previous year,showing a growth
of over 10,000,000, or 33 per cent. in the
number of messages, and over £77,000, or
6 per cent. in the revenue. This compari-
son, however, is not strictly fair, as the
year 1885-6 continued six months at the
one-shilling rate. A more accurate com-
sarison may be afforded by taking the last
six months of 1885-6 and the correspond-
ing six months of 1886-7. This shows an
increase of 2,333,743 in the number of
messages, or 14 per cent., and of £75,670
in amount, or 13 per cent. The London
local messages alone show an increase of
50 per cent., the total number being about
3,800,000,

“ Notwithstanding the rapid and satis-
factory growth of the telegraph business,
the expenses of the service far exceed the
receipts, and the deficit, after including
the interest payable for the capital bor-
rowed, amounts to £469,840. The follow-
ing table shows the deficit for each year
for seven vears:

“XNew telegraph offices have heen
opened at 232 postoflices throughout the

United Kingdom, and, including 1,542

railway station offices, there are now
6,514 public telegraph offices. Copper

wire of the weight of 150 pounds per mile
has been used with marked success, and by
this means a rate of 450 words a minute
has been attained, as compared to a rate of
350 words a minute on iron wire. The
use of copper wire is likely to be advan-
tageous as enabling a greater amount of
work to be got out of the plant, and as
possibly avoiding the necessity of costly
relay stations.”

1t will be seen from this state-
ment that, even in a country of so narrow
geographical limits as England, the Gov-
ernment telegraph is conducted at a loss.—

High License Not a Fraud,

Ex-Governor St. John of Kansas never
uttered a greater untruth that when he
said recently that “high license was a
fraud.” When the ('rn.-h_\' bill was before
the Legislature last winter the Wine and
Spirit Review, in opposing it, published a
table showing that the higher the license
the fewer the saloons. It showed, for in-
stance, that in Baltimore, where the
license fee was $50, there was one saloon
to every 115 inhabitants; that in St. Paul,
where the license fee was $100, there was
one saloon to every 221 persons; in In-
dianapolis, fee $200, and one saloon to
every 288 persons, and in Omaha, where
the license was $1,000, but one saloon to
every 426 persons.

We need not go away from our own
State to ascertain the result of high license.
In 1866 a high license law for New York
and Brooklyn was passed by the Legisla-
ture of the State, and under it the receipts
for Jicense in New York city and Brooklyn
rose from less than $10,000 in 1866 to over
52,600,000 in 1867. During the thirteen
months in which this law was in force the
number of saloons in these two cities was
reduced from 9,370 to 6,845. The efiect
of high license in Ohio, Minnesota and Il-
linois 1s well known. Statistics have re-
peatedly been given to demonstrate that
the number of saloons has invariably di-
minished as the licenses have been in-
creased. Even in the largest cities the
law has been effective in this respect. Yet
St. John and those who follow him insist
on their folly in demanding prohibition
and nothing else, when prohibition as the
people feel at present, is impracticable
and impossible.

The most sensible expression that we
have heard in many years is that of ex-
Governor Myron IH. Clark, who was elected
Governor of this State on the temperance
issue, and 1is the only man ever elected to
an important office by the Prohibitionists
of the State. He hassaid repeatedly dur-
ing the past year that he has changed his
belief in reference to the Prohibition move-
ment, and that henow upholds hizh license
and high tax asthe best method of ad-

vancing the cause of temperance. If the
Legislature will do its duty this winter

the friends of temperance will have no
reason to complain and St. John will find
few followers in this State.—Albeny (N.Y.)
