A city of 30,000 ;• ipulation, i- the ' lapitel
of the State of California. Jt is situate
nearly in the geographical center of the
State. It is nicety miles easterly from the
< ;<.Men ( rate, the entrance to the chief har-
bor of the Pacific coast. Its site is 890 a the
east bank of the Sacramento river, the chief
navigable stream of the State; at the con-
fiuenee ofthe American river with that
stream, its location h upon bottom landsof those streams, which are nlmo-- fabu-
lously fertile and yield nearly all growth,
both of temperate and semi tropic, in
abundance. Bast and north ofthe < itv are
up or table hinds, which ,trctch nortli and
east to the foothills of the Sierras, and
southerly down the valley. The Sacra-
mento valley extends in the opposite di-
rection. These lands yield abundantly of
wheat, barley and other <-ereali. and of
fruits and berrries, while the bottom binds
along tin- river arc unequaled for ho|>-,
fruit and corn.

CLIMATE.
Concerning tiii-. however, we refer the

reader to an article in another column by
the signal service Station Official located iii
this city. That showing will give the in-
quirer accurate information concerning the
important question of climate, and a.- it is
officially stated, there can be no question
concerning its verity.

THE BXBEIr-
Are broad, running at rinlu angles to
each other, northerly and southerly and
easterly and westerly, designated by num-
bers up to thirty-one on the east, while
from the north to the south they are
known by the letters of the alphabet, from
A to Y. The streets of the city are boun->
tifullv shaded, and afford drive- some
twenty-two miles in extent that are not
surpassed in any city of the coast, it" in-
deed in the country.

Arc broad and in the jia.-t year hare un-
dergone great improvement in many parts
of the city, the artificial stone or cement
walks largely displacing wood and brick.
L .1, K. Front, Second, Third, Fourth.Fifth, and the streets op to Twelfth, are
the chief business avenues, the others
bang residence streets in the main. The
streets are thoroughly lighted with gas
and by electricity, and a Bewerage Bvstem
underlies them.

THE WALK-WATS

There arc many fine structures in the
city. Chief among these is the State Cap-itol, which we described briefly in ;i

•\u25a0lt is situated between L and N. Tenth

and Fifteenth streets, it is a super))
structure, modeled closely after the Na-
tional Capitol at Washington, with a done
rising 220 feet above the street level. It
is approached through a beautiful park
broken into two terraces, upon the upper
ofwhich the building stands. TheC'apnoJ
c..st nearly $3,000,000, and in its con-
struction the highest skill of architect and
builder was brought to bear. While the
exterior of the Capitol i- attractive in aa
exalted sense and impresses the beholder
wiUi its grace of outline, massiveness of
construction, its finish and general beauty
and lofty •.'random-, yet its interior is
equally worthy of admiration. Its 'i-
sembly-chamber is one of the finest raomt
in the Union, and the Senate-chamber
falls below it only in size. The State Li-
brary U ;i circular room with tiers of sur-
rounding galleries supported by elegant
luted column-, and crowned with a dome-
like roof, and for beauty is admittedly un-
surpassed upon the ceast and has Imi few
rivals in the I'nion."

We havo tw«lre magnifioeat school
liuildinjr-i. Some of tin m wen built lons
ago, while other- are of recent data and
have all modem improvements. The sub-
jects tanght in the primary and fframmar
*ohooL- are ReceasaruT those fixed l»y law.

There are foUt grades in the primary and
four in the Jrnmmar schools. A pupil of
ordinary abilityran complete the work of
each grade in one year. These schools art

Pupils who complete the course in the 1
grammar school have received a thorough I
training in reading, writing, spelling, |
arithmetic, geography, grammar, history |
of the United States, physiology, with
some training in music and industrial
drawing. The teaching is made ns prac-
tical :i.s possible, ami those who leave
school after graduation fnan the fgrurumar
school have obtained a mental training End
aceCBHAHed a store of facts that will be of
incalculable benefit to them in after life.
The graduates who enter the high school
we are told on good authority, are as well
prepared its tke i upils who enter any simi-
lar school.

versity. This is done, not that the school
may be simply a feeder to ihe University,
bat because it is agreed of educators that
these requirements are the best prepara-
tion for actual life that can be devised.
The subjects rover a wide range and in-
sure a mental discipline and habits of re-'
seareD that prove of tJie highest value.
whether the pupils eater the college orat
<mcc engage in business. Another advant-
age i< thu- secured, tin advantage that can
hardly be over-estimated in itseffect in the
R hook the Facility of the University every
year, on the application of the principal,
si ml a committee who thoroughly exam-
ine the classes and report the result to the
University Faculty. Two years ago. for
the fir-t time, the Sacramento High School
was placed on the list of accepted schools.
In other words, the teaching is SO efficient,
and the work is bo thoroughly done in all
the departments, that graduates <>f the
school, who are recommended by the prin-
cipal, are admitted to the University
without examination. The student-from
the Sacramento High School have always
been well prepared in what formerly were
the specially important branches. The
ureqn&eotentß, n however, of late, have been
made to conform

That a knowledge ofour. mother tongue isat
least as important as a knowledge ofLatin
and Greek, or of mathematics. The school
has been brought fully into line, and the
students who have lately entered the
['niversily are not allowing the laurels
won by others in former years to tarnish,
while one young lady has made a mark in
the mathematical cusses by being assigned
with five young gentlemen to a "first sec-
tion " of the Sophomore class. The re-
quirements for admission to the University
are on a par with those of the Eastern in-
stitutions. It is hard for new-comers to
understand this. It may not be amiss
therefore, to say that last summer one of
our Sacramento boys, a graduate of the
high school, entered an Eastern college
with bo much honor thatone ofthe Faculty
wrote to the boy's father to inquire about
the school, not believing it possible that a
boy could find such advantages in the pub-
lic schools of Sacramento. Our Eastern
friends who may come to us, may rest as-
sured, that if after settling here they still
wish to send their boys to Eastern college*'
instead of taking advantage of our Uni-
versity, they must not hesitate to place
them for preparation in our high school.
Our own people have also, from the yearly
reports of the Committee of the Faculty,
an evidence that cannot be gainsayed,
gives by men competent to decide in such
matters, that the school is under good
management, and is an honor to our city.

Tlic gallery
and its content?-, valued at some (650,000,
was given to the city by Mrs. Margaret E.
Crocker. It is a very handsome and a very
large building of three stories, and stands
in the midst ofa beautiful terraced garden,
where the plants and Bowers are cultivated,
and the orange, lemon, palm trees and
other semi-tropic growths Boorish in great
luxuriance, testifying convincingly to the
equable and semi-tropic character •\u25a0f the
climate.

Of the gallery is furnished in the moB)
elaborate manner, and in its architecture,
fresco and other ornamentation is not sur-
passed by any interiorupon the c >ast. The
paintings exceed 7<>o in number, and were
gathered during a long period of years by
the late .Judge E. 1 .. Crocker.

THE INTERIOR

Is maintained in the building by the Mu-
seum Association, where people receive a
thorough art education at a nominal tui-
tion rate. It has just entered upon its
third year, under the chief instructorship
of \V. F. Jackson, and has been a great
success from the beginning. Its splendid
sele lion of casts and statues was the gift
to the association of a business firm of the
city, and many citizens have rendered simi-
lar aid by subscribing for life memberships
and patronships.

A larye and very valuable collection of
mineral specimens. Lectures, exhibitions,
scientific debates, discussion of papers and
the collection of illustrative examples of
the mineral history ofthe coast engages the
attention of the Association. In the city
are business colleges, private kindergarten
schools, seminaries, religious schools and
societies, a convent, musical associations,
sn.ial clubs, sportsmen's societies and
nearly all the Confrateraal orders known
to the country, some of which own their
own haJls.

Hydrants are located at
convenient ]>omts and very thickly, in ad-
dition to which arc a number of «iand-
pipes extending into the river, well- and
Setter lake, and also a number of staxage
re ervoirs, the latter being chiefly ha the
more thickly settled hasiness sections ofahe
city. The great quantity of shade twes,
ami the thiekne-; of the railage constitute
in case of fire, an almost impassable bci-
rier to the progress of flame,, and hence k
is eon idcred by Ike citizens of Sacramento
thai any extensive conflagration is next iej
impovsiMe here.

Within
lie park itself, in addition to the terraced
giwnnifa and hundreds of trves, ornamental
shrui*< and plants b a special drive one-
tiiiitlof a mile in extent, of sn c-liptical
form, and opening into the main avenue
of the city. East Park, upon the extreme
easterly limit*, has a large acreage, in-'

closed in which is a circular drive of about
one mile, which for fin;, roadway is unsur-
passed. Agricultural Park, the property
of the State Agricultural Society, lias
within its boUkS a mile of adniirably
graded and very s[>ee<ly roadway, and an-
other track on the inside, exceeding two-
thirds of a mile in extent.

SOCIAL.

Sacramento socially is distinguished by
a conservative, liberal and unostentatious
society. There is not that arrogance of
wealth or presence of poverty that makes
broad social distinctions. The association
of the people, regardless of the possession
of worldly goods in large or small quanti-
ties, is \u25a0 feature that is nowhere else so
marked. The moral tone is high, and
Worth, not wealth, is the standard that
gives entry to good circles. There is

In :i handsome building owned by the city,
rmd which treasury at knowledge and pure
literature is availed of by the people as
largely as are siil'li institutions anywhere
else in the nation. The Young Men's
Christian Association maintains a useful
establishment, where there is a well-sup-
plied reading-room, a lectore-hall and
other attractions for young men. There
is :ils>» o fine libraryrounded and supported
by the Independent Order of odd Fellows,
while the State Library is one of the
finest ami best-stocked ofall State Libraries,
ranking, we believe, second among the
thirty-eight State Libraries of the Union.

1 here are two fine, commodious and well-
appointed theaters; one of which, tor in-
terior j;race of lines and beauty, takes
place union- the handsomest in the bud.
There are ten public halls and a large reg-
imental armory am! drill-hall. The mili-
tary organizations consist of one inde-
pendent corps of cavalry and a battalion
of the National Guard, being five of the
companies of the First Artillery Regi-
ment of the Fourth Isrigade.

The
residence portions of the city are very
hand- .me. There are many elegant man-
sions, and thousands of beautiful homes
less pretentious. Nearly all homes in
Sacramento arc in the midst of well-kept
lawns and gardens, which are so rich in
floral wealth as to make Sacramento known
far and wide as a city of flowers.

There are three distinct lines of street
railways; the third being now under con-
struction is to be operated by electric
motors.

There are in the city four hanks. < )ne
is a savings bank, one savings and com-
mercial, and two commercial. They are
sound financial institutions, and rank" with
the safest and best in the country.

Of the city -lands second only to that of
any city in the Union, there being one
that shows a slightly lower death rate
annually to the thousand of inhabitants.
The climate is genial and in every way
inviting. The summers are long anil
warm, but ::s the atmosphere is dry, the
few hours of heat of the summer days is
not oppressively felt, and not at all intcr-

'\u25a0i'ers with daily vocatiuns. Indeed, it is
notable that men and women in this
warm climate do more work, with bet-
ter results, for the same exertion, than
where the air is humid and the licit
consequently debilitating. Upon this
topic we refer t" the meteorological show-
ings elsewhere made by official report.
Concerning the topographic and transpor-
tation relations of Saonmento to the State
and coast, the reader is refered to an arti-
cle upon the business and trade of the city
elsewhere appearing in this number.
