CHINESE RESTRICTION.

A year ago it was reported officiaily that
Secretary Bayard was pegotiating with
China, through its Minister at Washing-
ton, for 2 modification of our treaties with
that nation, with a view to making more
effective the restriction laws of this Gov-
cernment. That pegotiation unquestion-
ably served to make Congress less solicit-
restriction.
Word now comes from the President him-

self, that the negotiations were abruptly
broken off last spring by the Minister, who,
withont any explanation abruptly left
Washington, in the midst of the corre-
spondence. The inference is that China is
disinclined to consider the subject further
But the President expresses the intention

The
Chinese Government has of late mani-
fested disposition to let matters rest

where they are, and not to second any
activity looking to restriction of the emi-
gration of its subjects to the United States.

It
gation so far as the treaties permit the
coming of Chinese to the United States,
and the repeal of the Acts permitting such
immigration, and to prohibit the coming
of Chinese excepting only diplomatic, con-
sular and other officers.

The preamble recites that the indiscrim-
inate influx of Chinese is“pernicious to the
peace, domestic tranquillity and general

velfare” of this Government. The bill,
after declaring the abrogation, proceeds to
prohibit the incoming of more Chinese, or
the returning of those who leave the
United States. It provides severe punish-
ment for the masters of vessels who bring
Chinese. Those Chinese entitled under
the Act to enter are to be certified by the
Chinese or other (Government from which
they come, and great particularity is re-
quired in these certificates, and they are
to be the sole evidence to establish the
right of entry into the United States.
It is made a pensl offense to forge certifi-
cates, or to snbstitute any other name for
the one originaly written in the certifi-
cate. Shipmasters are to report to Col-
lectors of American ports, their lists of
Chinese r assengers prior to their landing.
The Collectors are to examine the certifi-
cates prior to landing, and establish the
identity of thieir owners. Punishment is
provided for those who aid Chinese to
come int% the country in violation of the
‘taw. Where Chinese are found unlaw-
fully in the country they are to be re-
moved at the cost of this Government and
all peace officers to that end are to be in-
vested with the authority of a United
States Marshal. Tt is provided that no
Court of any State or of the United States
shall admit Chinese to citizenship. Itisa
drastic measure and it is improbable that
it will pass but it may serve to give us
such legislation as the situation demands,
and possibly to lead the proposed negotia-
tions for modification of the Chinese treat-
ies to some definite satisfactory results.

- Something of regret for the custom must [NTERVIEWS WITH SENATORSTAN-

FORD AND C. P. HUNTINGTON.

The Report of Investigating Commis-
sion—All Contracts Fulfilled on
the Part of the Company.

NEw YoRrxk, January 1st.—Senator Stan-
ford said to-day he had not read the report
of the Pacific Railroad Investigating Com-
mission, but to an interviewer he said:
“By accepting the Act of Congress of 1862,we
became contractors with the Government
to build a road from Sacramento eastward,
and the Government loaned us $25,000,000
in bonds. Upon the completion of the
road from Sacramento to Ogden, we bound
ourselyes to return th e obligation, partly in
cash and partly in service. The Supreme
Court has declared this to be a contract.
We have paid in our cash and service. The
obligation has yet several years to run.
There has never been any question but that
we have performed every obligation we owe
the Government, nor has the Government
intimated that we have not.”

THE CONTRACT FULFILLED.

“*But how was it that over $100,000,000 was
made out of $27,000,000 for which the
Government has received, as is claimed, no
satisfaction ?"’

“That is the sheerest nonsense. If we
have realized $100,000,000 out of the road it
is nobody's business but ours, solong as we
have faithfully fulfil'led our contract with
the Government; but we couldn't very
well make $100,000000 out of $27.000,-
000. We constructed the road at more than
double the cost of bonds received from the
Government. It is true that a great deal of
capital was paid in by the way of subsecrip-
tions, but the road was built on the stock
and bonds. 1t was of little moment
whether or not any money was paid in by
subscription, so long as the company ob-
served all its obligations.”

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC

‘“ What services to the Government, in
your opinion, has the Central Pacific not
yet falfilled ?”

“Not one, in fact. We are supposed to
do what the Government asks of us untii
our contract expires. When the scientific
ey pedition is sent abroad via the Canadian
Pacific and Vancouver, and when goods
are sent through Canada from the United
States to reach San Francisco in violation
of the interstate commerce law, I say when
the Government permits this, it cannot ke
very anxious for our railroads’ service, and
yet such is the case. We have carried few
troops, vet the construction of our rocad
through the Indian Territory has done
much to make warlike preparations un-
necessary. We stand ready to fulfill any
obligation called for in our contract. If it
continues to see fit not to ask anvthing of
us, why our service is fulfilled just the
same, is it not ?”

THE COMMISSION'S REPORT.

** What will Congress do with the Com-
mission’s report ?”

*That is more than I know. Governor
Pattison insists that our charter shall be
annulled. The other two Commissioners
think the bond and mortgage scheme
would suit them better. I guess the job to
annul our charter will be a big one. I
would like to have a court appointed to
consider the equities between the Govern-
ment and the Central Pacific Company, as
provided by the Act of Congress of March
last. Asa matter of fact, we finished the
road in 1869, while the contract required
us to complete it before 1876 It was built
during the war, at twice the amount it
would have cost had we waited until 1876
before completing it. We therefore saved
the Government $7000,000 annually, or
$49.000,000 in the aggregate. I may be mis-
taken, but I hardly think Congress will
coincide with all the committee’s recom-
mendations. I do not apprehend that we
shall suffer very severely from the investi-
gation.”

REMARKS OF MR. HUNTINGTON.

C. P. Huntington was also interviewed,
and said, referring to the severe criticisms
of the Central Pacific Railroad : * It should
be remembered that the Government
offered certain inducements to anybody
who might build a railroad across the con-
tinent. The statute expressly stated what
the Government would give, and I am not
aware that we are charged with taking
more than we were entitled to. We did
not take everything the statute gave us.
The Government is still indebted to the
company. The cost of the road to us is
nobody’s business. We engaged to build a
road according to the offer of the Govern-
mect and we built it. Another thing
ought not to be forgotten,”” Mr. Hunting-
ton continued, *‘the Government afterward
gave to zid other lines, one north and the
other south, more than it gave and loaned
altogether to us. It must have known its
secur:ty on our property was not improved
by this action. I perscnally urged promi-
nent men at the East to join us in building
the Central Pacific. They refused so great
arisk. We built the road, and if it wasa
profitable undertaking other men might
have done the same thing if they had had
the courage.”
