The Board of City Trustees met in regu-
lar session yesterday morning. C. H.
Williams, Chief Engineer of the Water
Works, reported that 17.710,000 gallons of
water had been pumped for the past week.

Trustee Kyan will look into the matter.

Yesterday the Board met for the regular
January term. This being the time for the
reorganization of the Board, the present
incumbent, F. F. Tebbets, was unani-
mously re-elected Chairman for the ensuing
year. The appointment of the various
committees was deferred until to-day.

Mr. Tebbets, in accepting the Chairman-
ship of the Board for the second time,
thanked the members for the honor they
had conferred upon him. He hoped that
they would act in the same harmony with
him in the f'.iture as they had done in the
past. In reference to the drawing of the
jurymen for the term, Mr. Tebbets state\u25a0!
that the Board had been criticised in Its
manner ..f making the selections, but that
they ha.l followed the precedent of previ-
ous Boards. He asked the members to
make such selections as would not afford

grounds for complaint.
A communication was received from

piir. The matter was referred to the Com-
mittee on Roads and Bridges, with instruc-
tions to investigate and report to the
Board.

Fanvell Exercises to General Secretary

Hetiketh-l'resenta Hade, Etc.

The New Year's reception tendered on

Monday by ths Y. M. C. A. at the rooms of

the Association on Sixth street as a New

Year's greeting and open house to young

men, was a grand success. The rooms had

been very handsoraly decorated for the oc-
casion, and gave a bright and inviting ap-
pearance. The Ladies Central Committee
and the Young Ladies' Flower Committee
were out in force, and with the Grand Sec-
retary, Mr. Hesketh, kept " open house "
In the most approved style, and rendered
a call exceedingly agreeable. An elaborate
lunch was spread throughout the day and
served by the ladies of the Association.
Music, vocal and instrumental, was pro-
vided also, and club-swinging, gymnasium
exercises, etc., were made side attrac-
tions.

At noon Rev. W. C. Merrill delivered an
address which was thonghtful, earnest and
effective, and was closely listened to.

The reception continued throughout the
day and evening. A regular programme of
literary and musical exercises was also pre-
sented in the evening, the hall being
crowded, notwithstanding the extremely
inclement weather. The exercises consisted
of vocal music by the male choir, vocal
solos, an original poem by Mrs. Alsip,
piano solo by Mr. Walling, brief addresses,
etc. The choir rendered seveial pieces In a
very artistic manner, and were warmly en-
cored. Miss Sanborn was accompanist of
the evening.

Mr. Hart, of the San Francisco Associa-
tion, gave an exhibition in club-swinging
that showed him to be an expert in the art,
and received loud applause.

At the close of the exercises several beau-
tiful presents were made to Mr. Hesketh
upon the platform, which part, it was en-
tirely evident, was not down on the Gen-
eral Secretary's copy of the progiaiume,
and he was entirely surprised by it.

The Weather.
The rainfall by the Signal Service reports

for January was 2..*>0 inches, distributed as
follows : January Ist, .2i> of an inch ; Jan-
uary 24, .G4 of an inch ; nights of January
2d and 3d, 1 40 inches. This gives 486
inches for this season, as follows : Septem-
ber, 1887..02 of an inch; Oc ober, is>7.
none; November, 18S7, .45 of an inch ;
December, 1887, 2.09 inches: January to
date, 2.30 inches —making 4 Mi inches for
this season, as against 8.10 inches to an
oiual date last year. This season is 1.76
indies ahead of last year.

The barometer is now rising, with north-
erly winds and jdeasant weather. The
wind on Monday evening was blowing
from 25 to 30 miles per hour from the
southeast.

The average temperature on Monday
was 49°. being .'i° warmer thau the normal
for that day. The highest and lowest teni-
peraUire was 54° and 42°, with brisk and
iii^h southerly wind and weather raining.
The average temperature yesterday was 48-
--—bting 3C warmer than the normal for
that day. The highest and lowest temper-
ature was 5G = and 44°, with fresh and gentle
westerly winds during the day, and fresh
northerly at night: weather clear and
pleasant.

The River.
Allday long yesterday a large number of

persons were at the river front gazing at
the ruddy rippling of the river. Some
vowed that there was more mud than
water, while others stuck to the decision
that the foam, which floated by in large
flakes, was snow or the contents of some
brewery. At 10.30 A. K. yesterday the gauge
indicated thirteen feet two inches, and at
12 '\u25a0'\u25a0" r. m. marked fifteen feet, a rise ofnearly
two feet in two hours, at a rate of an inch
in every five minutes. At 6p.m. itmarked
sixteen feet nine inches, and was still
rising rapidly. Drift wood is coming down
in large quantities and is being gathered
by nier. in boats. The American is fped-

ing the Sacraments at a lively rate, and as
usual at the first heavy rains,"the river pre-
s-nts a dirty, yellowisb-brown color. The
effect ofthe rains nt Redding. Red BlniTand
vicinity has not reached here yet, but it
will no doubt be felt today.

He took out
a small metal syringe and tilling it with
the liquid morphine, pierced the tube into
his arm about an inch and gradually forced
the contents into his flesh. He repeated
this act four times, which made those who
saw it almost sick. The perspiration
Bowed from the man's face in an extra-
ordinary manner. After a lapse of about
ten minutes, the shivering stopped and the
man looked natural.

A Nkw I.ndistry.—George B. Hart, of
Xew Hampshire, came to California some
weeks ago, and proposes to enter upon a

new manufacturing industry in this city.
For many years he and his brothers have
been engaged in manufacturing what is
known in commerce as excelsior. It is the
manufacturing of material for bedding and
upholstering from wood. They have been
furnishing tbe trade on this coast, but have
come to the conclusion that it is cheaper to
manufacture it here than it is to import it.
Yesterday they s'arted in to build a manu-
facturing establishment at Sixth and H
streets, 40xS0 feet, with a sixty-horse-
power engine and a capacity of five tons per
day. They will employ quite a number of
men. and use willow,sycamore and cotton-
wood timber.
