
PUTTING UP THE BARS.

SENATOR PALMER'S BILLTO REG-
ULATC IMMIGRATION.

Xo Convicts, Paupers, Anarchists,
Nihilist?, nor Mormon Converts

are Wanted, nor Need Apply.

The 'following is the bill (Xo. 553) in-
trodooed a few days since by Senator
Palmer, in the United States Senate, hav-
ing in view the restriction of undesirable
foreign immigration :

Be it enacted by the Senatr and 11. \u25a0

entatwa of the United Staffs <>f America
in Congrcst asseinliled, That there shall be
e.ied, collected, and paid ii duty of

dollars for each and every passenger not a
citizen of the United States who shall come
by steam or sail vessel from a foreign port
to °.ny port within the United States. The
said duty shall be paid to the Collector of
Customs of the port to which such pas-
KOOCff shall come, or if there bs no such
Collector at such port, then to the Collector
of Customs nearest thereto, by the master,
owner, agent or consignee of every such
lisnii. williin twen'yfour hours after the
entry thereof into cuch port. The money
thus collected shall be paid into the United
States Treasury and shall constitute a fund
to be called the Immigrant Fund, and shall
be used under the direction of the Secretwy.
of the Treasury, to defray the expense of
regulating immigration under this Act,
and fur the care of immigrants arriving in
the United States, for the relief of such as
are in distress, and for the genera] pur-
poses and expenses of earning this Act
into rfleet. The duty imposed by this sec-
tion shall be a lien upon the vessels which
sliall bring each passengers into the United
States, and shall be a debt in favor of the
United States against the owner or owners
of such vessels ; and the payment of such
duty may be enforced by any legal or
equitable remedy.

Section 2. That the Secretary of the
Treasury is hereby charged with the duty
of executing the provisions of this Act and
with supervision over the business of im-
migration to the United States, and for that
pin-puse he shall have pov>-er to enter into
contracts with such State, commission,
board or officer as may be designated for
that purpose by the Governor of any State
to take charge of the local affairs of immi-
gration in the ports within the State, and
to provide for the support and relief of
such immigrants therein landing as may
fall into distress or need public aid, under
the rules and regulations to be prescribed
by said Secretary ; and it shall be the duty
ofsuch State, commission, board, or officers
so designated to examine into the condi-
tion of passengers arriving at the ports
wi:lii". such State in any ship or vessel,
and for that purpose all or any
of such commissioners or officers, or
s'ich other person or persons as they
shall appoint, shall be authorized to
go on board of and through any such ship
or vessel; and it on such examination there
shall be found among such passengers any
adult person not a citizen of the United
States, and not provided with a certificate
from the United States Consul for the dis-
trict of liijresidence and from which he
proposes to emigrate, setting forth, sub-
stantially, that the said Consul is satisfied
upon diligent inquiry that he is a suitable
anil desirable person for residence and citi-
zenship in the United States, they shall re-
port the same in writing to the Collector o!
such port, and such persons shall not be
permitted to land.

Section 3. That the Secretary of the
Treasury shall establish such regulations
and rules, and issue from time to time such
instructions, not inconsistent with law, as
he shall deem best calculated to protect the
United 6tates and immigrants into the
United States from fraud and loss, and for
the carrying out of the provisions of this
Act and the immigration laws of the
United States; and he shall prescribe all
forma ofbonds, entries and other papers to
be used under and in the enforcement of
the various provisions of this Act, except-
ing such rules, regulations, forms and in-
structions to United States Consuls as are
hereinafter provided to be prescribed and
issued by the Secretary ofState.

Section 4. That the Secretary cf State
shall establish such rules and regulations,
and issue from time to time such instruc-
tion to Consuls of the United States, not
inconsistent with law or with treaty obliga-
tions, as shall enable well-iiisposed and
worthy persons who desire to become resi-
dents or citizens of the United States to ob-
tain certificates of character and titness
therefor from the Consul <jf the district in
which they reside, without herdship or un-
reasonable delay, which certificate shall
contain, in addition to other specifications
required by this Act, or which may be pre-
scribed by the Secretary of State', the full
name of the individual receiving the same.
the place of birth, age, occ nation, last
legal residence, physical mart, j; peculiar-
ities, and all facts necessary for the identi-
fication of such individual"; but no certifi-
cate shall be granted to any convict, exceDt
those convicted of political offense0, nor to
any lunatic, idiot, or any person unable to
take care of himself or herself without be-
coming a public charge, nor to an/ Anarch-
ist, Nihilist, or any person hostile to the
principles of the Constitution or form of
Government of the United States, nor to
;my believer or professed believer in the
Moi-non religion who fails to satisfy the
Consul, upon examination, that he or she
intends to and will conform to and obey
the laws of the Unitfd State?, nor to any
person included in tiie prohibition in the
Act to prohibit the importation and immi-
gration of foreigners and aliens under con-
tract or agreement to perform labor in the
United States, the Territories and the Dis-
trict of Columbia, approved February 26,
1880, or in Acts amendatory to said Acts.

Section 5. That the Secretary of the
Treasury may designate the State Board of
Charities of any Siate in which such Board
shad exist by law, or any commission in
any State, whose duty it shall be to execute
the provisions of this section without com-
pensation. That the Secretary of the
Treasury shall prescribe regulations for the
return of persons not permitted to land to
the country whence they came, and shall
furnish instructions to the board, commis-
sion or person charged with the execution
of the provisions of this section, as to the
mode^if procedure in respect thereto, and
limy change such instructions from time to
time. The expense of snch return of the
aforesaid persons not permitted to land
shall he borne by the owners of the vessels
in which they came.

Section 0. That the master of any vessel
who shall knowingly bring within the
United Siatis o:i such vessel, and land or
attempt to land, or permit to be landed
Gram ;my foreign port or place, any ad.ilt
person not a citizen of the United States,
who has not been cranted the Consular cer-
tificate described in tbis Act, shall be
deemed guilty of misdemeanor, and on
conviction thereof snail be punished by a
fine of not more than $500 for each and
every snch person so brought, and may also
be imprisoned lor a term not exceeding one
year.

Section 7. That any person who shall
knowingly and falsely alter or substitute
any name for the name written in such cer-
tificate or forge any such certificate, shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor; and
upon conviction thereof shall be fined in a
sum not exceeding $1,000. and imprisoned
i:i :i penitentiary for a term of not more
than five years.

Section 8. That no person not a citizen ot
the United States shall be permitted to en-
ter the United States by land without pro-
ducing to the proper oilicer of customs the
certificate in this Act rraoired of persons
not citizens of the UniUd Stales seeking to
land Cram a vessel. Any person found un-
lawfully within the United States shall be
caused to be removed tLerefroru to the
country from whence they came, by direc-
tion of the President of the United States,
and at the cost of the United States, after
being brought before some Justice. Judge or
Commissioner of a Court of the United
States and found to be one not entitled to
be or remain in the United States.

Section 9. This Act shall not apply to
diplomatic and other officers of a foreign
Go%-ernment. whose credentials shall be
taken as equivalent to the certificate de-
scribed in this Act, and shail exempt them
and their bo.iy and houeehold servants
irom the provisions of this Act as to for-
eign persons.

Section 10. That the Ac; to regulate im-
migration, approved August .', !-
hereby repealed.

Section 11. This Act shall take effect at
the trpiraiion of nine'y days after its pas-
