the roof of the Signal Office building. The

| snow-gauge showed one and a half inches

unmelted snow, and when melted and
measured it showed .27 of an inch, which
is about equal to two and a half inches of
snowfall. Itcan therefore be said that Sac-
ramento has had an appreciable amount of
snow two days in succession, being one
and a half inches on the 4th and two and
a balf inches on the 5th, making four
inches for the two days.

The rain-gauge yesterday measured .31
of aninch ot rain and melted snow com-
bined, making 2 81 inches of moisture for
January and 5.37 inches for the season, as
against 3.10 inches to a corresponding date
last season.

The temperature during the snow-storm
vesterday was the same as on the day be-
fore, being 33° on both occasiors, rising to
35° at noon, shortly after the cessation of
the snowy precipitation. The following
dates show the fall of snow since 1862 :
January 29, 1862, three-quarters of an
inch.

January 12, 1868, 1.62 inches.

December 3, 1873, six inches.

April 5, 1875, a trace; enough to whiten
the ground.

January 3, 1879. a light trace.

January 26, 1880, estimated at about one
quarter of an inch, but it melted as fast as
it fell.

February 17 and 18, 1882, light traces of
SNOw.

December 31, 1882, about four inches.
February 1 and 6, 1883, a very light fall.
January 4, 1888, one and one-half inches.
January 5, 1888, about one inch of un-
melted snow on the ground at noon, when
the snowfall ceased.

Light rain began falling at 6 o'clock last
night, and at the 7-o’clock observation .03
of an inch had been precipitated. making
.34 of an inch yesterday, making 284
inches for January, and 5.40 inches for the
season, as against 3.10 inches to an equal
date last year.

The average temperature yesterday was
36°, being 11° cooler than the ncrmal tem-
perature for that day, which was 47°. The
highest and lowest temperature was 40° and
34°, with variable winds and changeable
weather; that is, the weather ranged from
light rain in the early morning, light snow
during the forenoon and clear to fair and
cloudy weather during the afternoon, and
light rain again at right. The barometer
is slowly rising.

The temperature, wind and weather at 7
o'clock last night was: For Olympia, 26,
north and clear; Astoria, 30, northeast and
clear; Portland, 22, northeast and clear:
Roseburg, 26, calm and cloudy; Red Bluff,
28, south and clear.

A gentleman who came down from Col-
fax yesterday said there were ten inches of
snow at Auburn in the forenoon, about two
inches at Newcastle and from Penryn to
about a mile above Rocklin there was
none at all. From the latter point down
the valley the ground was covered slightly.

A dispatch from Truckee last night says :
The storm has lasted ten days, with only
partial interruptions. During every day
and night there bas been rain, snow, sleet,
or wind. The snow is five feet deep and
falling fast. The ice crop of the Truckee
Ice Company and the Rocky Run Com-
pany is ruined. The loss will probablv be
$30,000. The other companies have full or
partial crops harvested. Miles of telegraph
line east of Truckee are prostrated. The
wires are broken and the posts thrown flat
on the ground. Only one wire is up be-
tween here and Boca. A large force of
line repairers are at work, but it will take
at least two days to get the lines up. The
railroad company, by superhuman exer-
tions, are keeping the road open, but there
is constant danger of a blockade. TFive
hundred men are working on the mountain
division. Over one hundred freight cars
bave had to be shovelled out of deep snow
on the Truckee side-tracks. The snow-
plows are running constantly east and
west. It issnowing harder on the moun-
tains this afternoon than at anv time since
the beginming of the storm. All communi-
cation with Sierra valley and points away
from the railroad is effectually cut off,

A General Favorite.,

He was born in San Francisco of Chinese
parents, and at an early age was taken to
China by bhis father, where he acquired
some education, which he completed on
his return to Sacramento. He is 25 years
old, and speaks and writes English well.
Everybody in Sacramento knows him, and
he came here with recommendations from
Police Judge Buckley, Chief of Police Dill-
man and City Attornev Hart. He repre-)
sents the highest type of Chinese in
Awmerica.”

DR. NELSON’S BEAR.

A Little Incident that Happened in El
Dorado Many Years Ago.

A correspondent of the Placer Republican
tells the following story of an encounter
that Dr. H. W. Nelson, of this city, had
with a grizzly bear in early days. The
genial doctor has always been noted for his
prowess with the gun—whether fowling.
piece or rifle—as well as for his professional
skill. Says the writer :

For toe following incidents I am indebted teo
C. A. Tuttle and G. W. Applegate, two of our
most respected pioneers and prominent citizens,
whose fund of memories and power of narration
are unequaled. The scene of these by-gone
l;ux);»cxpugs is sometimes in Placer, and some-
times in El Dorado county. To illustrate the
ease with which a full-grown grizzly can be
killed when struck in the spot where it will do
the most good, the following incident is given :

W. Nelson, now a prominent surgeon in the city
of Sacramento, but then practicing in Green-
wood, was owt quail hunting. He hadadouble-
barreled gun loaded wi h the proper charge for
that kind of game, and no other weapon
or means of defense with him. The doe-
tor was making his way up a ravine, in
a narrow trail bordered with dense chap-
arral, when suddenly a band of hunters
from the neighboring mining camp of
Georgetown made their appearance on the hill
above him in pursuit of a large bear. Some of
the party saw him and shouted a warning that
the bear was coming down the ravine and for
him to break for dear life. The doctor was
equal to the occasion, however, and coolly

bim.” He had a theory, based upon some pre-
vious investigations of the anatomy of a bear's
head, that a charge of shot in the end of a griz-
zly’s nose must reach the brain and prove fatal.
Coolly cocking his gun, he awaited events. In
a moment or two the bear appeared out of the
brush, notover fifteen feet away, and on catching
sight of the doctor reared up for a charge. The
latter has often since averred that wicu the
bear erected himself upon his hams he appeared
to be at least twenty tect high Never for an
instant losing his presence of mind, the doector
took quick aim and lodged the contents of both
barrels in old Ephraim’s snout, and he tum-
bled over as ignominiosly slain as was Goliah
with David’s pebble.

Substantially the above recital of the
doctor’s grizzly bear encounter is correct,
but is lacking in details. It was away back
in '54, according to the writer's recollec-
tion of the story, as told by the doctor one
moonlight night 1n October, 1884, as he re-
hearsed some of his early experiences and
adventures to an attentive and interested
group of sportsmen while seated about a
blazing log fire in the hills a few miles be-
yond Latrobe, El Dorado county. It ap-
pears that the doctor had been out deer
and quail shooting, on the day preceding
that referred to in the above story, in com-
pany with a number of friends from the
vicinity of Greenwood, and coming across
a rattlesnake that challenged his right of
way along a path in the chaparral, he shot
the serpent’s head off. The echo of the
explosion had scarcely died away among
the ravines before he heard a shout of
alarm from his companions a little way off.
Looking in that direction, the doctor saw a
commotion in the chaparral and soon dis-
covered that he had ‘‘flushed” a huge fe-
male grizzly bear and two good-sized cubs.
One of his companions took a crack at the
mother bear, but missed his aim, and the
savage beast turned and ran across a ravine
in front of the doctor. It happened that
the latter had an ounce ball in one of the
barrels of his little fourteen-gauge quail-
ing gun, and as the bear crossed an open

space he aimed for her neck and let go.
For once the doctor’s aim deceived him,
for he saw the builet raise a cloud of dust
in the hillside beyond, having missed the
creature’s neck by less than an inch.

The grizzly and her cubs made for a

bunch of brush, and the hunters made for

a group of liveoaks up near the top of a
neighboring hill. The doctor’'s brace of
pointer dogs had followed the bears into
the brush, and it was expected they would
soon emerge and pilot the pursuing beasts
direct to the hunters’ roost in one of the
trees, But the bears did not show up, and
the doctor and his friends returned to
Greenwood and related their adventure.
Their story was listened to with consider-
able incredulity, but finally Dr. Nelson
succeeded in securing the promises of a
number of gentlemen to go out with him
on the following day in search of the bears

Next morning the little party of bear-slay-
ers set forth. It was composed of Dr. Nel-
son, John Gleason (who now resides on
one of the islands in the lower Sacramento
river), Dave Wyman, W. H. Page, Wm.
Harris, John Nesbit, Captain A. A. Stod-
dard, Dr. Sherman (for whom Sherman
Island was named) and one or two
others. Arriving at the spot the doctor
sent in his dogs. After waiting for some
time a terrible commotion was heard in the
chaparral, and presently the old bear
emerged into asmall opening about fifty feet
from where Dr. Nelson was standing. She
stopped just long enough to crush one of
the pointers with her fore-paw, and the
doctor saw his chance. He was standing
on the billside above her, and as she turned
quickly from the dog to make a break for
its master, the doctor turned loose his little
weapon, which was loaded with two allo-
pathic doses of buckshot. These he ad-
ministered hypodermically at the base of
the bear's brain, and she fell dead almost
t his feet.

It was the doctor’'s first experience with
a wild bear, and he was the hero of the
hour. The little mining village of Green-
wood was hardly big enough for the bear-
slayer that night, but the doctor was voted
‘“ the freedom of the city,” such as it was.
He still owns the faithful little muzzle-
loader that did such excellent execution
thirty-odd years ago, and whenever the
doctor shows up with it at a turkey-shoot,
even to this day, the proprietor of the
ange generally manages to have some one
send an urgent call for the doctor to attend
the sickbed of a patient some distance
away.
