Dimmig Must Stand Trial—Banks in Af-
rica—A Pioneer's Death.

SAx  Francisco, January 9th.—This
morning John A. Dimmig was brought
from the County Jail into Judge Murphy's
Court to hear the decision of the Court in
regard to the motion of his attorneys to
dismiss the information against him for
the murder of Benhayon.

“John A. Dimmig, what is your plea,
guilty or not guilty?” The gentleman ad-
dressed looked inquiringly at his counsel,
and receiving a nod in reply, answered,
with a broad smile, ** Not guilty.” He was
then taken back again to the County Jail.

Money Wanted to Provide Irrigation for
Indian Lands in QCalifornia.

WasHINGTON, January 9th. — Speaker
Carlisle laid before the House this morn-
ing several letters from the Secretary of the
Treasury containing estimates of various
items of appropriation desired at the pres-
ent session of Congress. Among them is a
létter containing estimates for the construe-
tion of irrigation ditches and flumes for the
Mission Indians. He inclosed a letter from
the Commissioner of Indian Affairsand a
bill which proposes to appropriate $25.000
for this purpose. The Mission Indian
lands comprise 160 762 acres, of which 500
acres are cultivated, or can be cultivated,
without irrigation, Of the 3,000 Indians at
the agency, 500 are living upon old grants,
from which in the near future they will

robably be ousted. If these lands are not
irrigated and made capable of cultivation
now, other lands for their occupancy must
be bought.

A GEORGIA SENATOR AGAINST
FREE TRADE.

The Bacramento Land Office—La-
mear Out of Danger—South Da-
kota—Tax Cases—Etc.

CONGEESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
The Senate.

WasHINGTON, January 9th.—In the Sen-
ate a number of bills and memorials were
offered, among them the following: By
Jones of Nevada—A concurreat resolution
requesting the President to negotiate a
treaty with China, and containing provision
that no Chinese shall enter the United
States, except Embassadors and others en-
gaged in the diplematic service and mer-
chants engaged in trade between the United
States and foreign countries. Laid on the
table.

Mitchell offered a resolution calling on
the Secretary of Staie for copies of the cor-
respondence with the American Minister
to Corea relative to recent alleged attempts
on the part of the Chinese Government to
dethrone the King and to absorb Corea.
Referred to the Committee on Foreign Re-
lations.

Teller, from the Committee on Public
Lands, reported bills granting to the city of
Colorado Springs, in the State of Colorado,
certain lands for water reservoirs and grant-
ing rights of way through public lands for
irrigation purposes. Placedon the calendar.

The Senate then took up the resolution
oifered by Brown on the 4:h of January for
the repeal of the internal revenue laws.
Brown addressed the Senate in favor of the
resolution, and moved its reference to the
Committee on Finance.

Beck objected, and the resolution was laid
on the table, .

The Biair educational bill was taken up,
and Vest spoke in opposition. If he was
called upon, he said, (o frame a title for it,
he would call it *“ An Act to erect a monu-
ment to the memory of Alexander Hamil-
ton, and to encourage mendicancy in the
Southern States.” He expressed his sur-
prise and regret that Democratic
Sepators who had given their lives
to an eloquent defense of the strict
construction of the Constitution and the
Jeffersonian doctrine—that all the powers
of appropriation were given to Con-
gress under the express, or necessarily im-
plied, guarantee of the Constitution—were
now found to have surrendered all the
landmarks of their party in the presence of
that great temptation in the proposed law.
If the dead were permitted to take any in-
terest in the aftairs of the living, what, he
asked, must be the surprise of the majestic
spirit of John C. Calhoun when he saw his
former followers—strict constructionists
and State’s right Democrats of the South—
velling in both houses of Congress for the
old flag and an appropriation! In his judg-
ment the enactment of the pending bill
would be a greater calamity to the Southern
people than war, pestilence and famine.

At the close of his speech theo Senate
went into executive session, and soon ad-
journed.

The House.

WasHINGTON, January 9th.—Baker of
Illinois, from the Committee on Accounts,
reported a resolution designating the com
mittees entitled to employ clerks.

Shaw demanded the previous question,
but the House refused to sustain the de-
mand.

Hooker of Mississippi offered an amend-
ment assigning clerks to a certain few com-
mittees named therein.

Perkins of Kansas offered an amend-
ment providing a clerk for each and every
member of the House at a salary of $100 a
month each.

Bayne of Pennsylvania said they all
wanted clerks, and should have the cour-
age to say so, and not beat the devil around
the bush by giving clerks to committees
that didn’t need them.

After further debate the whole matter
was again referred to the Committee on
Accounts,

The Speaker then proceeded to call the
States for the introduction of bills and reso-
lutions, under which call the following
were introduced and referred :

By Oates of Alabama—Resolution direct-
ing the Committce on Judiciary to report
what legislation is necessary to limit and
restrict the numbers of foreigners annnally
coming into the United States, and to
secure the better protection of tiie people of
this country against the evils arising from
indiscriminate admission to domicile and
citizenship of paupers, outlaws and turbu-
lent persons from other countries.

By McKenna of California—Authorizing
t&he purchase of tools for Mare Island Navy

fard.

By Thompson of California—For the
development of silk calture in the United
States.

By Symmes of Colorado—For the erec-
tion of a Custom-house at Denver.

By Springer of Illinois—Proposing a con-
stitutional amendment prohibiting polyga-
my.

A VOICE FROM THE SOUTH.

Speech of a Georgia Democratic Senater
for Protection.

WasHINGTON, January 9th. — Senator
Brown, ot Georgia, delivered a speech in
the Senate to-day which was so directly op-
posed to the views expressed by the Presi-
dent in his tariff message to Congress that
it attracted universal attention. Brown's
method of delivery also attracted the at-
tention of the Senators and the spectators
1n the gallery. He sat in his chair, which
is in the front row on the Democratic side,
while be was talking. The only time prior
to this that a Senator has addressed the
Senate from his chair was in the case of
the late Senator Morton, of Indiana, who
was 30 crippled that he could not stand
upon his feet,

Senator Brown did not criticise the mes-
sage in the slightest degree, but he made a
strong appeal for the abolition of all in-
ternal taxation, including the tax on
whisky. He reviewed the history of in-
ternal taxation, showing that it had never
been levied except to meet an emergency,
and, until the close of the civil war, had
always been repealed as soon ag the emer-
gency for its creation had passed away. He
quoted Jefferson, showing the opposition
of that statesman to a svstem of internal
taxation. He said that 4,000 people were
employed collecting this vexatious tax. In
the South, he said, the persecutions en-
tailed by the eaforcement of the internal
revenue laws tended to create feelings of
disloyalty towards the Government. In
the Northern District of Georgia alone, in
ten years, there had been over forty-seven
prosecutions for violations of the law, con-
victing 2,533 mountaineers who, during the
war, were most loyal to the United States.

Mr. Brown averred that the whisky-man-
ufacturing monopoly was the most odious
of any monopoly in the United States. In
the line of Blaine's tariff interview, ca-
bled from Paris, Brown declared that to-
bacco was not a luxury, buta necessity, and
adyised the absolute repeal of the tobacco
tax. In conclusion, Brown made a strong
appeal to abolish all internal taxes and re-
turn to the old familiar practice of the
fathers of the Republic.

URGENT NEEDS,

“We need a new line of ships, new gans
and a naval reserve. When ship can re-
main a miie off shore and bombard a city,
forts are of little use. On the lakes the
United States Government is allowed by
treaty only one war-ship and that one is
old and useless. It is not generally known
that the Canadian Government has im-
proved the Welland Canal so that vessels
drawing fifteen feet can now pass through
the locks, that the English Government has
in Portsmouth harbor 110 gunboats, which
in the event of war could be on the great
lakes inside of fifteen days, and that to op-
pose this fleet we have one old ship and
practically no fortifications.

"On the Pacific coast there are not so
many large cities, but England has a rail-
road through its provinces so subsidized
that troops could go from the Atlantic to
the Pacific coast and there join the fleets
and do as they pleased along the Pacific
seahoard.” i

OHIO’S GOVERNOR.

Governor Foraker, of Obio, Inaugurated
—His Address.

CoLunmBus, January 9th.—The weather
was propitious for the inauguration of
Governor Foraker to-day. There was a
larger crowd in attendance than at any
similar occasion since the inauguration of
William Allen as Governor. The parade,
which took place immediately after the
formal exercises, was composed of over
Sixty companies ot military, and as many
more organizations in the form of political
clubs and civic societies. All the import-
ant towns in the State were represented.

The oath of office was administered to
the Governor-elect by Chief Justice Owens.

The Governor was enthusiastically re-
ceived. His inaugural address gave an
outline of the inauguration of the first
Governor of Ohio, and contrasted it with
the exereises of to-day, drawing some very
strong lessons and setting forth the ad-
vance which has been made since the adop-
tion of the ordinance of 1787.

THE READING COMPANY.

PHILADELPHIA, January 9th.—The first
annual meeting of the Philadelphia and
Reading Railroad Company, under the re-
organization plan, was held this afternoon.

Coxcorp (N. H.), January 9th.—An in-
teresting discussion is progressing among
the scientists of this Btate as to whether
the destruction of timber in Northern New
England is not largely counterbalanced by
the growth on deserted homesteads. The
number of such farms that have gone to
seed is well nigh ineredible to one who has
not actually seen them It is not unusual
to find whole hamlets which, half a cen-
tury ago, were inhabited by prosperous
Puritan yeomanry, almost entireiy de-
serted and the houses falling into decay.

Mr,
Whitthorne thinks if the bill becomes a
law that the Pagific Mail steamships will
be glad to avail themselves of its provis-
ions, and that the beunty they will receive
from tise Government will more than offset
any acwTantages that American steamers
engaged in the China and Japan trade can
obtain from plying between the Zast and
British Celumbia.
