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YACCINATION.

The Only Protection We Have Against
the Dread Disease Small-pox.

A reporter of tLe Recorp-Uxiox called
on Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, Secretary of the State
Board of Health, last evening, to inquire
about the small-pox. The doctor siarted in
by saving: ** Well. we have no case in Sac-
ramento so far, and the vigilance of the
officers is such, that it will be impossible if
a case does come here for it to spread. In
Sierra one death is reported on Tuesday.
One case is reported from Dunsmuir, in
Siskiyou county. A case is also reported
from Red Biuff. It is rumored that they
have a case at Oroville, in Butte county.
The individual reported from Eimira is
dead, and no other case is reported from
that locality. A case is reported from Clo-
verdale, but it has been properly quaran-
tined. My attention has been called to an
article in an evening paper of tc-day, which
is leaded, and reads as follows:

It has been and isthe custom to advise peo-
ple, whenever there is any trace of small-pox
in the vicinity, to immediately get vaccinated.
The writer was conversing the other day with
one of the most eminent surgeons and phys-
iciaus in this State, and asked him his candid
and honest opinion of vaccination. His answer
was that it was a fraud and an imposition ; that
it had no more effect in preventing or keeping
away small-pox than would be the injection of
a little cold water.

**But,” asked the writer, *
ple, do you not?”’ :

**Why, certainly I do, for people want it, and
I get $2 50 for every one I vaccinate. If they
want it I give it to them.’ by

“ And you do not believe in it, then?"” asked
the writer.

“I do not.
reply.

“ Now,"” said the doctor, ** the individual
who made that statement is a consummate
ass. He certainly has read but little, and
knows nothing the disease about
which he talking. Sach publications
caleulated to do great harm. Here is
an article I would like to have you read
and also publish.” It is as follows:

Forty-five miliions of people died from small-
pox in the century preceding vaceination, with-
out taking into account those who recovered
and were disfigured for life or afllicted with
blindness as its direct result. Twomillions per-
ished ia the Russian Empire in & single vear.
Accordinz to Dr. Lettison, 210,000 fell annual
victims to it on the Cot of Eurepe. The
mortality in 1 1 was over 45,000;
were decimated, ges deserted and
ns.

This is what small-pox has done in the past.
No doubt its malignaacy was aggravated and
its mortality increased by improper modes of
treatment end also by ignorance of hygienie
laws. But, nevertheless, whenever small-pox
has an epportunity, even at the present day, to
manifest itself unchecked, it has shown nearly
same venom and deadliness which have
always charecterized it.
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HOW DISEASE SPREADS

an almost incredible distance. Houses be-
come infected with the germs of the disease,
and can or become disinfected by burning

the bedding, repapering the walls and subject-
ing the entire house to a process of thorough
cleaning. Persons in the incipient stage of
small-pox, and sometimes even in the convales-
cent stage, make their appearance in publie,
and the diseasc is thus communicated to many.
Not infrequently small-pox occurs in a family,
the members of which, not wishing to become
subjects of terror to the community, suppress
the fact, while they themselves ¢ome and go as
usnal, carryving infection with them ; and sud-
denly that neighborhood is visited by a serious
small-pox epidemie.

THE VACCINATION THEORY.

The theory in regard to vaccination is that
the disease in a mild form takes hold of the sys-
tem, and either completely or partially destroys
the liability to contract the same disease iu the
future. If the destruction is only partial, it can
be made total by future vaccinations. All au-
thorities agree that it is necessary to revacci-
nate frequently—just as ofien, in fact, as the sys-
tem shows itself 1u readiness to receive the vae-
cinations.

Then as often as once in five or seven years
vaccination should be repeated in order to ob-
tain complete immunity irom small-pox.

The statistics of every small-pox epidemic
show that the mortality of the disease isin in-
verse ratio to the number of times which the in-
dividual attacked has been vaccinated. Weare
told that the danger from small-pox is greatest
to children, while in the case of vaccination the
danger from small-pox increases with years
This is only true when the effect of vaccination
wears away and the person is not revaccinated.
It has, therefore, been demonstrated by the ex-
perience of many years that vaccination is
necessary, aud that it one would secure perfect
immunity from small-pox he must be vaccinatea
as often as once in five or seven years.

DECREASE OF MORTALITY,
Vaccination was recognized by law in Eng-
land in 1840, and became compulsory in 1853,
The mortality statistics from 1%:38 to 18575 show a
steady decrease of deaths from small-pox—from
571 to every 1,000,000 to 97 to the same number.
The tollowing table, extracted  om the work of
Dr. E. C. Sezton, Medical Inspector of the Privy
Council of England, shows the average number
of yearly deaths from small-pox in London for
eriods of te y vears, from 1751 to 1861 :

This remarkable diminution caa be attributed
to no other causc than, first, the adoption of
inoculation, and more recently of vaccination.
REMARKABLE CONTRASTS,
From 1803 to 1851 one in every three of the
boys admitted to the Royal Military Asylum at
Chelsea, Eng., bore the marks of small-pox.
But after vaceination had become compulsory,
only one child in forty of the same class had
had the same discase.
During the Franco-Prussian war 23,000 un-
vaccinated French soldiers died in an epidemic
of small-pox. .The generally vaccitated Prus-
sian army, though larger than the French and
as frequently exposed, lost only 250 persons. In
the whole Prussian army, for twenty yvears, there
have been only four fatal cases of small-pox
among the vaccinated.
Duriug the small-pox epidemic in London in
1863, the following statistics were obtained: Of
50,000 school children, 300 out of every 1,000,
that is, 30 per cent. of those who had not been
vaceinated, suilered from small-pox. Of those
who had been vacecinated, an average of 1.78
were afllicted with the disease; while a perfect
vaceination, showing four or mere cicatrices,
reduced thefaverage to 0.62 per thousand.
DEATHS AMONG VACCINATED AND UNVACCINATED.

From the study of more than 15,000 cases in
the London Small-pox Mospital at the same
period, it was found that while the unvacei-
nated died at the rate of 37 per cent., the mor-
ality among the vaccinated was only 624 per
cent.,

Again, in Ireland, vaccination was made com
pulsory in 1863, and all children born after
January 1, 1884, were required to be vaceinated
within six mounths :r birth. The effeets upon
small-pox mortality were striking and unmis-
takab e. Whereas, in the per.ods of 1830-40,
1840-50 and 187°0-60, the respective average mor-
talities from smali-pox had been 5,800, 3,827 and
2; in the years 1864-65-66-67-68 they were 854,
347, 187, 20 and 19. respectively. In the first
quarter of 1869 there were only three deaths,
and in the second quartg¢r none.

RESULT OF PERFECT VACCINATION,

While vaceination is a preventive to a degree,
it must be perfect to exercise j's greatest pre-
ventive influence, and then the deaths from
small-pox are but little more than ! per cent.
But even imperfect vaccination is better pro-
tection against small-pox than small pox itself ;
for. as will be s:en by the table just given, of
those who have been vaccinated once only, less
than 8 per cent. died, while 19 per cent. of those
who had previously had small pox found a
second attack fatal.

Probably nowhere is vaceination practiced
with so much rigor as in our own navy. There,
if anywhere, the system is perfect. The follow-
ing is taken from the annual report of the Secre-
tary of the Navy for 1880: ** The care taken to
protect sailors from small-pox by vaccination
results undoubtedly in incalculable advantage,
and it might be said has almost completely
stamped this deccase out of the navy. The
cases reported were 7 in number, or 1.01 per
1,000, occurring in infected ports.”” Thus we see
that the lowest percentage yet, amounting to 0.1,
is the result of a perfect system of vaccination.

A Horse-Thief Caught.

A correspondent at Woodland, under date
of January 10th, says: ** A few days ago
Henry Sayers, formerly employed on the
ranch of J. W. Hiatt, near Kirksville, pur-
chased a mare from (. W. Thistle, near
Davisvilie, agreeing to pay $150 for the
animal. Sayers represented to Mr. Thistle
that he lived near Kirksville, and wanted
the animal to complete a big team which
was one animal short. In some way Mr.
Thistle learned that he had been duped,
and that Sayers was not only irresponsible
for the money, but that he reveled in one
or two aliases, which reflected no credit
upon his reputation. Ile thereupon swore
out a warrant for the arrest of Sayers,
which was placed in the hands of Constable
Huston SamrdayTha officer proceeded
with the warrant to Ki#rksville, where he
found Savers without disBiculty, but learned
that he had traded tbeznim::l to a China-
man. The officer brought his prisoner to
Woadland Saturday night, but Sayers was
afterward released upeB promising to re-
turn the mare the folle®wing day. Sayers
evidently regarded this promise as sacred,
for yesterday he returned with the animal.
This would have been & delizhtful settle-
ment of the matter, so ‘8r as Sayers is con-
cerned. had not the C¥ineman to whom
Sayers traded the animid appeared later in
the day and swore out & warrant charging
Savers with having st@len the mare the
previous mnight. Officér Husion imme-
diately hunted up Saye'® end again placed
him under arrest, taking him to the Ccunty
Jail.”

Sayers had his prelitdinary examination
before Justice Ruggzles @t Woodland yester-
day, and was held toanswer to the Supericr
Court for grand larceny, with bail tixed at
$1,000, in defanlt of whRich he was locked
up in the Yolo jail.

A Stockton paper of Tuesday says: This
evening's train from Sacramento, due here
at 7 o’clock, was one hour late on account
of the delay occasioned by running over an
unknown man about five miles this side of
Galt. One of the train hands reported here
that the man was cut to pieces, but the re-
mains could not be found. The engine
wheels were examined here to-night, and
bad considerable blood on them.
