More About the Grape Crop.
The Viticultural Beard claims to have \u25a0

Eallons. Inother words, itreckons that we
most expect an annual increase to the de- i
ruand far our wine equal to 2,000,(00 gal- I
loi:s a. year, which requires an increased
acreajie of 8,000 acres per year. Ifour
wine-growers neglect to plant this acreage
the supply of wine will fall short of the
demand, and the development of this re- I
source willbe arrested.

The danger is rather apparent than reai. i
The total acreage in hearing vines was esti-
mate,! in 1887 at 121,400 acres, and it was
rather guessed than actually ascertained i
that itwas increasing at the rate of 17 per '
cent, per annum. At thi3 rate the new >

acreage every year would benearer 25,000 I
acres than 8,000. We hardly think it ne-
cessary to urge upon land-owners the
necessity of planting more vines. Thty
will do thai without any pressure. It;
would be more to the purpose to advise j
them to pay more attention to the im-
provement of their methods in wine- j
making.

Mischief is being done by the circulation ;

of erroneous estimates of the yield ofvine-
yards in this State. Itis quite common to !
hear stories ofcrops of eight and even ten |
tons of grapes being taken ol! lands in the
southern counties. These are exaggera- j
tions which are sure to recoil disastrously.
Itis doubtful whether any grape land can
be relied upon to produce" over three tons of
sound grapes to the acre. In some singu-
larly wall-situated localities crops of four or
Bye tons are harvested. But the Eastern
man who settles here to make wine had
better base his calculations on an average;
yieldof three tons to the acre. Ifhis plants j
have been well chosen this yield willgive i
him all the profit he ought to expect.

The wine men continue to assert that the
crop of 1887 willnot reach 10,000,000 gal-
lons, as against, 19,500,000 in I^B6. Itmay
be so. But such calculations ootuiDg at a i
time when thecrop isready for market mutt
be subject to suspicion. The acreage hav-
ing been 121,000 acres, at even two tons to j
the acre the crop would have amounted to
212,000 tons; Deduct 25,000 tons for raisin
grapes and table fruitand we have 217,000
tons left for wine. A ton of \u25a0:? apes ought i
to yield 130 gallons of wine. Thus, 217,000
tons should yield 25.210.000 gallons of wine,
of which onc-iifth would <
