ports. Innot one of those cases did the
dispatches justify the startling captions ;
yet tens of thousands of people read no
more than head lines, or at least fail to

notice the conflict between the head and
body of the column containing a wore of
dispatches. Those referred to in that par-
ticular CMS were very mi^leadin^

were UUpntches from points of great alti-
tude in the mountain ranges, where the
thermometer reaches am and l>eiow at
\u25a0one time every year, and has ever since
we have known the State. These reports
were, however, mingled indiscriminately
with reports from valley .-.eetions, and the
Eastern reader in nine cases oat <>f ten,
being unfamiliar with the locations of our
towns, is led toconclude that the "zero"
dispatches represent (he State generally,
and he willbe justified in that conclusion
liv the ondiscrinunating head line* re-
ferred to.

The Chronicle yesterday capped the cli-
max of alwurlily and iintrntlifulness by a
caption-line, reading "The River Frozen
Over at Sa« ramento." The reader of the
three-quarters of a column of dispatches
that follow this sensational caption will

\u25a0aarcfa in »am for a single wordjastifying
the hea<i-line. could there Ito any
•uch word truthfully because the river was
not, Ea not, ami never was frozen over at
Sacramento or anywhere else. The Bacra-
mento river is several hundred miles in
length. Itcomes from :inorthern latitude
and ri«e« in high altitudes where it is not
infrequent for ice to form. There was ;i

•trong cold wind from the north the other
ni^ht and occasional thin pieces of ice,
broken probably from the shore or shallow
places fur up stream, were harried down
the river. Along the .shop.- and about the
wharves at Sacramento, where the water
washed tbe basks and piling, ice formed
ina thin sheet, as it did throughout the
Htate from dripping hvdrante, aud where
spilled uinm the ground. This is all there
was of the river ice story, and allthat the
CkromitUi dispatches disclose.

The editorial management of that jc;ur-
nal needs to exercise a fatherly supcr-
yi-ion over its writer*of its news heads,
and see t<> it that their imagination doed
n»t run away with their judgment, It
is not at all likely tli.it the GhronicU
or any other metropolitan jooraaj has any
intention of misrepresenting the Central
and northern sections ;liv* intent itits a
very small figure in the FirtttT to longM
the fact remains that carelessly edited
news department* give false impression*.
"\Y« shall expect to *cc it<)tjoted far and
wide that the Sacramento liver in this
cold snap wiia frozen over at this city and
the San Frsjrisou Oknmidt given as au-
thority. Mere item writers tad enemies of
this section will find plausible justifies-
tion fiw the statement by referring to the
Vhrnnicles head-lines, and if confronted
with the contradictory dispatches below
them, could reply, as has been done no!
unfrequeutly in similar cases, that the
dispatch en which the caption was based
bad been crowded oat, as it was unlikely
that n< ws editors would put D| head lines

which flows through Eastern Prussia into
the Haiti,- and out of Poland. These are

certainly indications of no ordinary char-
acter, and, taken in connection with the
unconcealed restles*uess of the Hungarian
party, which dominates at the Austrian
court, and its plainly expressed anxiety
for war, may justify us in expecting hos-
tilitiesto break out at any moment. Of
coarse, they willresult only from an effort
on the part of Russia to advance south-
ward ;but as this is its unrelinquished
ambition, it may be expected with the
first favorable opportunity. The past
subserviency ofthe Powers to Russia, their
anxiety to assure the Ciar of friendliness,
and their concurrence insome of his most
Unjustifiable schemes of domination in
Slav States, apparently serve the European
Governments to r.o purpose now. In fact,
they may soon reap results precisely con-
trary to those they have expressed a de-
sire to sittain. Yet so many times have
"affairs" indicated war in Euro|>e that the
present cloud may be nothing but decep-
tiou.

Mi:. .1. IS. Pi,i;mb is now the President
of the .Senate of the Dominion. He is a
native of Connecticut, ami wan a banker
for many years in Albany, N. Y. While
a citizen of the United States he was an
uncompromising I>emoerat and a free
trader. For Lvabilityand devotion to
public interests the l^ueen made him a life
Senator. Since lie went over to the.
Canada*, however, lit- ba-s come to M*the
relation* erf foreign communities to each
other ina wholly different light. We find
in the Albany Journal an extended inter-
view with Mr. Plumb, in which he de-
clares that the Dominion owes its pros-
perity to its protection policy. "Under
v." says the Senator, "our manufacturing
interests have developed, coal production
has fireutly increased, and the country has
had bo good sin era of prosperity that the
system will undoubtedly be maintained
f.ir many year* to come." The Conserva-
tives, who are the protectionists of Canada,
have a majority of fifty in the House, and
at every election makes gains. Mr.Plumb
Bays that the Conservative party denies
the most cordial trade relations to exist
between the United States and the
Dominion, but do not ooneede the benefits
of the proposed commercial union as
advocated by Mr. Era^tu-, Wiman,
who-v plan was recently outlined
in the Rwokd-Union. Notwithstanding
Mr.Plumb's idea that the union would be
a sacrifice of vital Canadian interest*, we
do not we why it should antagonize the
protection sentiment. It would amount
simply to this: that with commercial reci-
procity between the Dominion and the
United States, the continent would be en-
vironed by si |<olicy of protection. The
division between Canada and the United
State* is that of a political line, and the
distinction between their relations and
those of widely-separated countries, with
cheap labor in one and high wages in the
other, i» very broad. However, with the
CotKervatives greatly in the majority, and
Sir John MacDonald opposed to the union,
it is not really a question <rf the present.
It would probably more benefit the United
States than the Dominion, and be, in fsict,
an extension of the protection principle
f"r us to a greater extent than for the Do-
minion. The present purpose is to show
how si change of standpoint hits affected a
radical change iii a free-trade Democrat
and converted him to a policy that he has
heretofore deemed politicalerror.

Dispatches were published yesterday,
which we trust are misconceptions of in-
tention, asserting that the administration
proposes to ask Congress to [.lace orange*,
lemons, canned traits, almonds and English
walnuts upon the free list. The accom-
plishment of such ;i purpose by (Amt;rais
Would be nothing less than calamitous to
California.

His plea is that oranges and lemons, i
for instance, are no longer luxuries but
necessities. That they are essential to the
health, sobriety and well-beingof the peo-
ple, and that therefore their free importa-
tion should be encouraged. He cites the
ia. Ithat between 1,000,000 and 2,000,000
barrels of American apples enter England
free annually. What figure that fact cuts
in the importation of goods the ISritir.li
We.-t Indies have to sell, however, he does
not make very dear. If it be true
that the Cleveland Democracy proposes to
throw down the gage upon the issue of
tree importation of oranges, lemons and
nuts that we are beginning to frrow in am-
ple quantity for home supply-, the Repub-
lican party can take it tip with perfect
assurance of vanquishing its oppponents.

KENDALL VS. LOWELL

A PART OP THE TESTIMONY W
THE CASS IS HEaKI).

The Defendant Will Probably be
Discharged on Testimony of F.

Millerand C. F. Dillmin.

The cases cm the calendar in the To. ice
Court last Saturday were »f unusual inter-
est, and consequently a large and attentive
audience was present in the lobby. The
forgery and perjury ease* preferred against
W. B. Kendall by F. P. Lowell ware the
cinter of attraction, and in fact the forgery
oase was the only one tried during the day,
the others having been postponed until
to-day. A number of continuance* had
been granted Mr.Kendall previously, but
at this time, with General A. L. H«rt as
his attorney, he was ready to proceed. C.
T. Jones and Liucoln White were present
as the prosecuting attorneys, and after the
other cases appearing on the calendar had
been set abide the trial on the charge of
forgery began, hi order thai the case may
be understood, the charges in the com-
plaint may be stated as follows: That W.
S. Kendall did feloniously, falsely, know-
ingly and fraudulently alter, change, coun-
terfeit and add to a certain promissory
note, the printed form of which, with
the blanks tilled out, was as follows:

Sacramento, Cal., Nor. 15, \tM.
On the flr»t day of January, 1885. after dalefor value received. IpromUe to pay to W. S.

Kendall, or order, five hundred dollars ingoldcoin of the present standard of value, and in-
terest thereon from date untilpaid, at the rate of
12 per runt., inlite coin,payable semi-asuuully
and if not so paid the interest mar ne added tothe principal and bear like interest, and thewhole note may, at the option of the holderwithout notice to tue rr.aker thereof be treatedas due and collectable: and in ease unit lsbrought to reoover on this note, Ipromise to payto tho hold.r thereof an additional sum Jt'Sp-rcent upon the amount there due or owimron this note, jrithwhich topay his attorneys intho case \u25a0 an.lsaid amount thai] fall due «n theiliteof the tilingof the complaint. Both prin-
cij»al and mutest tobe paid at the office of \Vb.Kendall in Sacramento. Y. r\ LoWMLL.

This note is marked "paid" across itsface.
Tbe finery claimed is from the fact that

tbe following clause was inserted in very
fiuall script between the last word of the
Dote and the ripnatore. and which Mr.Lowell savs>, was placed there after tbe
note was given and without his knowledge
and consent :

"As collateral security for the payment
<>f (his note Ihave deposited ten shares of
stock of tbe Granger's Co-operative Busi-ness A;!,'»ciat!on, whichIhereby authorizetbe hnider of this note, upon non-perform-
ance at maturity to ael! either at public or
private sale at his option and to apply tbe
proceeds to the payment of this note andthe interest thereon, holding myself re-
sponsible for any deficiency."

The forgery is claimed as follows:
"
ihatthe said W. 3 Kendall, well knowing the

caul document w.-.s false, foiled and coun-
terfeit, did willfully and feloniously pass
and publish the said promissory note as a
trne mid genuine promiscory note and
as a promissory note of F. P. Lowell with
the intent to willfully, feloniously andfraudulently injure, cheat and defraud the\u25a0aid F. P. L.iwell out of said 10 shares ofsaid slock of the Grangers' Co-operative
BusUiess Association.

P. P. Lowell, tho plaintiff, in testifying,
s ud that ..winga bill for iumber to Friend
& ierry, and wishing to pay it, he went to
Kendall to b.,rr.»w the cash, as he knewthat gentleman loaned money in smallam .tints. He gave as security for the $TXA>
the amount he wished to borrow, ten shares'of stock in the Granger's More of this city.
Tue shares were nit indorsed over to Ken-dall, but merely given him to hold untilthe amount borroweu, withinterest, shouldbe pud. Not settling up for some time,K.endaJl, who protested to be a friend ofwitnersfbrs. number \u0084f years, attached avaluable horse belonging to witness and
threatened to bring suit. Witness settled
the anii.unt, and someiime alter receiving
the note discovered that the above-men-!i.-tied additional clause had been inserted.
K.-ii'iall had told witness that he had soldthe ten shares ufstock fors2so, and thought
they c mid be bought back for a little over
that amount.

After the witness had completed his'hrm-t testimony be was subjected to a
st vere

CROSS EXAMINATION.
The attorney for the defense seemed to

have adopted the tactics of trying the wit-ness, and among the first questions asked
«»' whether or not he, Lowell, was not
short in his accoontl as manager of the
Grangers' store to (he extent of thousands
ofdollars.

A rigorous abjection was made by the
prosecuting attorneys, out it whs overrule!
on the ground that the defense had a right
to show the reputation of the witness.

Mr Lowell replied tlmt thrre was not a
deficiency of thousands, but there wu^
some deficiency, for which he, being man-
ager, win held responsible. He denied
thai he ever appropriated the mouey to his
ow n uyp.

HOW TBa FIVE Ur.NDHKI) DOLLABO WAS
OIITAINtl).

The fact was developed that the $000
whii-li was loaned Lowell by Kendall wag
burrowed by the latter from D. O. Mills'bank, aiid lie (Kendall) had given bis own
note as security. Lowell could not swear
when the alteration in the note was made.
The reason why he waited so longinswear-
iii;:to acomplaint wast from the fact that
he had lost the note, and was not able to
tiiidituntil about two monlhs ago.

Continuing, witness, upon being ques-
tioned, said that Charles Dodge had beenassisting him in procuring witnesses for
the prosecution.

"What other persons, il any. have been
working with you in thecate?' asked Gen-
eral Hart.

The question was strongly objected to by
Mr. Jones, who stated that he did not wi.»h
the namiiof hi- witnesses revealed.

General Hart said that he wished to prove
that aconspirac) was being formed to aend
Kendall to S:ate prison.

The objection was sustained and the
craes-exsiiiinsiioii was at an end.

J. B. A'wood was ihe next witness for
the prosecution. He knew \V. S. Kendall
and was in his employ some years ago.
He had a conversation with Kendall re-
garding the note, which witness saw sev-
eral times in the office.

Did you goinaaapait-
nerof Mr.Kendall's?

Witness— Yes, Iwent in with that un-
demanding and came out a hired man.

Charles Dodge was next called to the
stand. He knew Kendall, and was for-merly in business with him. He knew
Mr.Lowell and saw the note inKendall's
officesome time inMarch, 1885. The cir-
cumstances under which he saw the note
were as follows: He came in aud Kendall
aaid,"

IAM OOISG TO DOCTOK MR. LOWBLL."
He saw Kendall measure the distance of

the space beween the end of the writingon
the note and the place where the signature

ABODT Olives.

Sosie of our friends in
the foothills who have set out young olive
orchards have been fearful that the recent
cold snap may injure them, the temper-
ature in some places at a high altitude
having fallen as low as 2o° or 26°.
Adolphe Flamant, our authority on olive-
culture, says: "The olive tree willstand
without danger as much as 15° and 12°
and 10°." Therefore there is no cause for
alarm. It has been reiterated, withgreat
emphasis, that the olive tree requires no
irrigation. This may be true in the coast
counties, where all fruit trees flourish
without irrigating. L. A. Gould, of Au-
burn, however, in a private letter, states
that he treats his young olive trees about
the same as peach trees, in this respect.
He has had marked success in raising
olives.
