THE EDUCATIONAL BILL.

We have not raised objection to the
Blair educational bill o& the ground that
it may be unconstitutional. It is within
the constitutional powers of Congress to
disburse a portion of the surplws for ed-
ucational purposes. Senator Vest urges that
the bill conflicts with the Federal Consti-
tution, but that question can be safely left
to the tribunals appointed to determine it.
If the promotion of popular intelligence
is not “for the general welfare,” then there
is very little that Congress can do in the
direction of “the general welfare.”

It does seem to us that the establish-
ment of a postal service for the people, the
regulation of commerce, and like provis-
ions for the comfort, convenience and gen-
eral welfare of the people, are not superior
to the promotion of knowledge among the
people. If the Government may, as it
does, aid astronomical science, foster all
kinds of scientific research, fit out geo-
graphical expeditions, maintain a metero-
logical service, establish and support a
library, print and circulate books and
pamphlets upon educational and industrial
topics, support educational, agricultural
and entomological bureaus, and pay statis-
ticians to collect data for them, it may ap-
propriate money directly to aid the educa-
tional labors of the several States.

But the ground of the REcorp-Uxiox’s
objection to the bill has been based wholly
upon its uneconomic features, and the in-
volved question of its policy. Because it
will tend to destroy self-reliance, and dis-

courage self-helpfulness upon the part of

the people of the States, we hold it to be
unwise. While the Federal Government
may therefore give attention in a general
way to the education of the people, it

ought not to do anything in the way of

supporting common schools that will cause
the people to lean upon it, to depend upon
it for that which they should provide for
themselves. The bill proposes to set aside
$77,000,000 from the Federal Treasury to
be distributed among the States, to be ap-
plied to the building up of the free
schoels and the decrease of illiteracy.
Now it is not only the province, but the
duty of each State, indeed its pledge made
upon admission, to maintain a system of
free schools. To usurp that function in
any degree will just that much relieve
the State from an exercise essential, as we
view it, to their well-being and the inde-
pendence of the people. It is said, how-
ever, that some of the States, having been
impoverished by the civil war, are unable
to maintain a common school .system at
that level of efficiency that will give the
freedman full opportunity to gain a com-
mon school education, and therefore it is

the part of wisdom to render
such States Tederal aid. But that
the scheme may mnot be local

and restricted in its operations and thus
open to still more serious objection, the
distribution, it is proposed, shall be
among all the States, those not needy
as  well as that are finan-
cially depressed. It has also been argued
that as the safety of the Republic depends
upon the intelligence of the voters, it is
wise to provide for the education of those
who are to wield the ballot. Tt has also
been urged that as the South has not re-
ceived great land grants in aid of its
school funds, itis but justice to give it
something in the nature of an equivalent.

But all these reasons, and they are not
without force, do "ot overcome the oravity
of the objections aireaav szt g -
lieve that however desirable it is to aid
Southern educational systems, there is too
grave danger in the method proposed to
warrant the experiment. It has been
demonstrated since the bill was first pro-
posed some six years ago, that the South
is able to build up its school funds. In
every State of the South educatiomral funds
have augmented largely, and the common
school system been steadily advanced,
and the people do not complain #hat they
have been heavily taxed for the purpose.
In fact the Southern States of the Union
have

those

demonstrated  that they do
not need aid; that they are cap-
able in their self-helpfullness that

the voters can be educated by local effort,
and therefore to prevent its exercise would,
instead of being charitable, prove detri-
mental to the people. General Batler, of
South Carolina, in discussing the question
has said :

We ought to ane and reflect, for fear that in

throwing this larze amount of money into the
States you wiil check the effort in these States
1o develop their own common-school sy stem in
their own way. Why, Mr. President, there is
no success in life comparable to-the suceess
which attends individual effort, none s» endur.
ing, none so satisfactory, I wou'd, therefore,
be very cautious before I wonld appropriate
money and put it with the States, the eﬁgc: of
which, I am afraid, would be, amons others, to
induce a verv frea\t many men, who are now
ea'nes:ly struggling to bui-d up their own Jocal
ipstitutiors. to put their hands in their pockets
and say : “The General Government is going to
educate everybody —what 's the use of any man
paying taxes for eduveation ¥’

Mr. Reagan, of Texas, has also voiced the
sentiment of his State by saying:

Many have looked to Government aid as the
only relief, I

iong had that feeling, but since
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and other Southern States, my opinion hes
changed. The argument for natioual educa-
tional aid for the ex-slave States has unques
tionably weakened. The border States are, I
believe, able to_educate their own blacks, and
every year are doing more and better for them.
Texss has the largest school endowmeut of any
State in the Union. Arkansas, Florida and Ten-
nessec are remarkably energetic and progress-
ive, educationally. National aid is certainly of
doubiful wisdom if it must be extended to all
for the sake of reaching these, for it might do
more harm than . I donot kelieve in the
Bleir bill as & wholesome measure, aud, indeed,
@0 not see how the needed aid can now be given,
the crying evil remedied, by anf national meas-
ure. Every year, however, will brighten the
outlook. The educational progressive move-
ment at the South is, I belreve, the mos mar-
velous and the grandest fect or festure in this
century of American life,

THE STRIKE AT SAN FRANEISCO.

Whatever the grievances of the striking
bakers and cooksof San Francisco may be
—and they have not been so steted as to be
free from corfusion, but the demand for
one day of rest inseven it impregnable
and just—tae strike will be found to be
bad policy. Not one strike in a hundred
has resulted beneficially for the wage-
winner. The method by'which it operates
being umwise, it cannot be otherwise than
that resort to it shodkl punish most se-
verely those who hope from it the greatest
benefit. At the bottem it would appear,
from certain indicatisns, the present strike
was prompted by the fear of the Trades
Urion men that many employers intended
to gradually displace them. As that is
the right of the.employer, in resisting dic-
tation concerning the conduct of his busi-
ness, so it isthe right of the J'nion men
iabor. But the ecenomy of the
movement is.a question wholly independ-
ent, and as it involves in the present case
a loss of wages in excess of $8,000 per day,
while the employers generally have now
combined wunder a pledge not to employ
Union men, it would seem in this case, as
in most othees preceding it, that the ver-
dict is to be repeated, “the strike does not
pay”.

One step has been taken by the San
Francisco strikers that especially is the
hight of unwisdom. Union men have been
ordered out of establishments against
which no sort of complaint is made, in
which the demands of the union have
been uniformly and fully complied with.
Of course the argument is, that the injury
inflicted must be made se general that the

WE had a protective duty in 1853-56 on
wool. The average price of wool under it
was 33 cents, 29 cents and 29 cents, accord-
ing to the statistics compiled by Librarian
Spofford, of Washington. In 1859-60, with
the duty off, the wool average went to 40
cents and 37 cents. Non-protection warned
the home grower to withdraw from wool
producing, and his foreign competitor,
with the decreased home clip, secured a
higher price from our consumers. In 1861
the Morrill Tarifft Act gave usa higher
range of duties, and the Act having passed
the House at the 1859-60 session of Con-
gress, and the Senate at the 1860-61 ses-
sion, wool fell to 37 cents and 34 cents.
Under the exceptional conditions of the
war period following prices ranged higher.
In 1867 the new schedule for wool and
woolens was adopted, which remained in
force until 1883, and the average wool
price fell from the war figure to 31 cents,
36 cents, 34 cents, 40 cents, 47 cents, 56
cents, 46 cents and so on to 35 cents in
1883. So the figures prove that with the
duty off, wool rated higher to the consumer
in the single instance since 1824, when we
made wool of 20 cents value and under
free, than in any of the normal years when
a duty was laid upon the product.

METEOROLOGICAL MUDDLE.

A Befogged Reporter’s Struggle With an
Incomprehensible Subject.

Ep«. ReEcorn-UstonN: Some one signing
himself ** N has mailed to me a slip from
last Sunday's San Francisco Call, in which
a reporter is supposed to have interviewed
Thomas Tennant, the veteran chronometer
maker and pioneer of California. The re-
porter makes Mr. Tennant say that this is
uot as cold weather as he has seen here:
that on December 28, 1867, the mercury
sank to 20° below the freezing point, which
is, as you know, 32°. This would make
the actual temperature, as recorded by the
thermometer, but 12° above zero. = Un-
dounbtedly Mr. Tennant desired the brilliant
reportorial interviewer to understand that
the temperature was 20°; that is, 12° below
the freezing point, or 20° above z=ro: but
if he has been quoted correctly, then San
Francisco can boast of having had colder
weather than has ever been recorded in the
Sacramento valley.

Mr. Tennant, so the reporter informs us,
says that from January 14, 18582, to Febru-
ary 21st of the same year was a long and
severe spell, the mercury during all that
time never registering more than 31°—un-
doubtedly another reportorial misquota-
tion. That would make thirty-nine con-
secutive days that the thermometer neyer
recorded a temperature above the freezing
point. In all probability Mr. Tennant en-
deavored to make the reporter understand
that during that period the lowest or mini-
mum temperature never went above 31°.
During the day it must have recorded a
very much higher temperature than 31°.

I wonder if the reporter that interviewed
Mr. Tennaut had red hair. If so, he might
be excusable for getting the temperature so
far below the freezing point. Read what
he makes Mr. Tennant say: *“We have
had just as cold weather as at present, the
mercury registering 27° below freezing

Now I would like to know if that re-
porter could make anyone believe that in
San Fraucisco, or in this State, who has
lived here as long as Mr. Tennant has, that
the latter gentleman intended to say that
the temperature on those dates went as low
as 5° above zero, for twenty-seven
from thirty-two leaves five. If the tem-
perature, as the intellectual reporter has it,
was 27°  below the freezing point,
then 5° above zero would be the result.
That would freezee every water pipe solid
throughout the city, except those buried
deeply in the ground. Now if he had said
that Mr. Tennant recorded a temperature
of 27° above zero as the lowest, he would
probably have been correct.

In regard to that long and severe cold
spell of 1882, the Sacramento Signal Service
record shows that we had a long cold spell
during the months named, to wit: Jan-
uary 14 to February 21, 1882, Mr. Ten-
nant is reported to have said the tempera-
ture never rose above 31° during this time.
Well. we will say the gentleman probably
wanted the illustrious reporter to under-
stand that the lowest temperature recorded
during each of those days were never
more than 31°. If that is the true meaning
of the interview, Sacramento was warmer
at night or early in the morning, during
most of the time, than was San Francisco.
Sacramento records show the lowest tem-
perature on January 14, 1882, was 32°;
15th, 29°; 16th, 32° 17th, 32°; 18th, 24°:
19th, 38°; 20th, 34°; 21st, 35° 224, 34°:
233, 44°; 24th, 43°; 25th, 33°; 26th, 42°;
27th, 35° 28th, 36°; 29th, 34°; 30th. 32°;
3lst, 42°; February 1st, 38°; 2d, 34°; 3d, 35°;
4th, 37°; 5th, 38°; 6th. 40°; Tth, 33°; 8th,

38° 9th, 40° 10th, 41°; 11th, 34° '12:h’
34°; 13th, 86°% 14th, 7% 151b, 385 16th,
42°; 17th, 34°; 18th, 35° 19th, 31°, 20th,

31°; - 21st, 36°.

Out of these 39 days, at Sacramento the
lowest temperature was below the freezing
point on but three occasions, those being
29, on the 15th, or 3° below the freezing
point; and 31°, on the 19th and 20th of
February, which was but 1° belcw the
freezing point. There being under certain
conditions of the weather a difference of
from 3° to 5° between thermometers ex-
posed at forty to sixty feet and t:0se onlya
few 1eet above vhe ground, aud allowing 4°
colder near the earth’s surface, that would
give Sacramento out of the 39 days men-
tioned above, 21 days on which the lowest
temperature was below 32°, but not consec-
utive. The lowest wonld be 25°—on the
15th of Jaunuary. With that reduciion
from the Signal Service records for the 39
days it would then leave us much warmer
weather than the reporter would lead us to
believe had occurred at San Francisco.

Dr. Logan's lowest temperature in De-
cember, 1867, was 28°. The Call says at
San Francisco it was 12°. Dr. Logan's
lowest temperature for January, 1564, was
34°; for January, 1868, 30°; for December,
1872, it was 26°. The Signal Office lowest
temperature for December, 1873, was 24°.
For all those dates from 1864 to 1878, the
Call reporter says it was but 5° above zero,
or 27° below the freezing point. According
to the above comparison it would be ad-
visable for weakly people and consum ptives
to come to Bacramento during the passage
of a rolar wave along the Pacifie slope. to
enable them to keep warm and comfort-
able.

THE  WALLIS  INVESTIGATION

CLOSES SUDDENLY.

Sleighing in the Streets of Portland
—Murder in Los Angeles—A
Prospective Hanging.

INVESTIGATING WALLIS,

Trustee Freeman Expr an Opini
Which Closes the Trial.

San Frawncisco, January 17th.—The in-
vestigation of the charges against State Li-
brarian Wallis was resumed this morning.

Mrs. L. Morton was the first witness ex-
amined. She testified that she had been
employed as a cataloguer and in other ca-
pacities under Cravens and Wallis. She
bad seen two tables which belonged to the
Library in Wallis’ house, and also two
pictures in his house which belonged to the
Library. The witness further said that
Wallis kept demijohns of whisky every-
where in the Library.

On reassembling this afternoon, Mr. Jor-
dan said that during recess Mr. Freeman,
ene of the Trustees, had told him that no
matter if all the charges were proven to be
true, he would not vote for Wallis’ removal.

1 Under such circuamstances the counsel for

the Governor would have to decline to pro-
ceed further, for the law requires a unan-
imous vote of the Trustees to dismiss an
ewploye. Mr. Freeman repeated his state-
men to the gentlemen present. Mr. Barnes
and Mr. Cross spoke briefly, and then the
Governor’s counsel withdrew, agreeing that
it was a waste of time to_proceed with the
trial if one of the Judges had his decision
made before the trial began. Wallis and
his lawyers also withdrew, and the Trus-
tees then held a private meeting. It is
thought that the Governor will take the
matter into the Courts, and then secure the
removal of Wallis.
