The introduction, by Mr. Quthwaite of
Ohio, in the House of Representatives, of
a Lill for the settiement of the ﬁn:ncisl
relations and issues existing between the
Federal Government and the aided Pacific
Railways indicates that the sentiment is
rapidly grining strength that these matters
cught to be settled, and speedily.

The ascertain-
ment of what is, and is to become due,
when the equities of the roads, their ob-
ligations to the Government and its davy
to them, are weighed and adjusted, cannol
be arrived at in a day, but a beginning in
that direction can be made in an hour.

But we are not now
considering any of these projected means,
but the sentiment which is daily augment-
ing, and is shaping the thought of states-
manship, that a just and fair settlement
can be and must be early had. Neither
the Government nor the companies, nor
yet the people of the conntry, derive benefit
by lengthening the period of uncertainty.
Nor do we believe that there any longer
exists any considerable disposition to re-
sort to harsh measures in dealing with the
roads. There is no evidence that they
have invited antagonism, and certainly
none that they deserve it. Every obliga-
tion imposed upon them by their contracts
with the Government have been to date
faithfully kept, say their chief officials,
and no one takes issue with them. The
present year, possibly, will see the ques-
tion of the financial relation of the aided
roads to the Federal Government settled
upon a basis that will eliminate it from the
field of politics and the schemes of dem-
agogues. It has so long been to the latter
a means for vicious ends in inflaming the
public mind, and for exalting themselves
before the people, that we must not expect
them to‘yield readily. But along with
those who have used the railroad debt
question as a means to influence stock
markets, the demagogue who has employed
it to aid his own ambition and the
accomplishment of his personal schemes,
will certainly be retired.

THERE has been no adequate reply to
Senator Hale’s charge that Federal offi-
cials have participated in the work of po-
litical conventions and committees, in
violation of civil service regulations, and
have not been punished therefor. Not
only, said Mr. Hale, have there been no
removals for these causes, but in some
cases the oflending officials have been pro-
moted, and in no case has there been a
change made except accidentally, or on
account of something entirely discon-
nected with the administration. He did
not know a case where the President had
put a strong hand upon any of these men,
and made it seem that he wanted to per-
form what he promised. In fact, he added,
s0 gross has been the violation of every
principle of reform and of the pledges of
the President, that even the Evening Post,
of New York, has said of these things that
they would be used in the campaign with
terrible effect. There can be no satisfac-
tory reply to the charge. Itis as notori-
ously true as that the spoils element of the
Democratic party has secured the ear of
the President. When they have not been
able to wholly obstruct the law, they have,
in many cases, succeeded in limiting its
operations, so as to exclude any but Demo-
crats from its benefits.

SENATOR COKE'Ss purpose is good, but
his method of settling a boundary contro-
versy between the United States and his
State of Texas is novel, and smacks of
States’ rights in a pronounced manner,
There is a strip of land which involves a
deubt as to whether it is within the juris-
diction of Texas or of an adjacent terri-
tory. To set it at rest Mr. Coke has in-
troduced a bill for the creation of a Board
of Arbitration between the United States
Government and Texas.

Tne New York Commercial Bulletin, a
careful judge, finds that the new year
opened for business more auspiciously than
did 1887. It declares that the second
week of 1888 shows many indications of
business improvement in nearly all the
leading lines of trade. This verdict agrees
with the judgment of the best observers
throughout the Union. We believe that
80 far as the present can form any basis for
forecasts of the future, the year 1888 will
be one of prosperity in the United States,
The one chief “drawback” will he the
Presidential campaign.

Tur bill to restore to the States the
money collected of them by the Federal
Government by direct taxation levied dur-
ing the civil war, has passed the Senate.
It will in all probability pass the House.
The money, some $15,000,000, was really
never intended to be more than a loan to
the United States, to enable the Federal
Government to tide over a season of finan-
chal distress.

week, that there was need for special aid to
the Orphan Asylum, there was instant re-

sponse. In a statem«nt published that day
in our local columns these facts were set
forth : That there were 32 cases of measles
among the orphansat the Asylum, and that
the sick were not properly provided for,
because there was no hospital attached to
the building; that the sick were crowded
together and could not be separated from
the well; that there was lack of necessaries,
and that the Board of Directors would be
grateful for supplies of bedding, .beds,
clothing, etc., and we added to the request
that money would not come amiss, it being
well-known that the income of the instita-
tion barely meets current expenses. As an
evidence of the instant benevolence of the
Sacramento public it is worthy to be stated
that before noon of the day on which that
item appeared, supplies began to pour into
the asylum from all directions, of beds,
bedding, clothing, delicacies for the sick,
and money. Before nightfall it was evident
that the people were fully alive to the needs
of the case, and that their charitable sense
was thoroughly aroused. It is never needed
that special appeals shall be made to the
citizens of Sacramento to give, when once
the need of aid and the worthiness of the
object are plainly set before them.

however, that the Orphan Asylum shall
not agair: be found by epidemic without a
hospital, and that the sick children shall
not again be huddled together in close
quarters and thus encourage the spread of
contagion, the sentiment took form that a
hospital addition must be built. It has
been voiced upon the street, in all the press
of the city, in market place and business-
houses, in schools, homes, societies—every-
where; and, as a result, money has been
flowing in freely both for present necessi-
ties and for the purpose of securing hospital
accommodations forjthe unfortunate little
ones dependent upon the world’s charity
for the substitute for a home.

The benevolent sentiment of Sacrament-
ans has frequently quickly taken practical
shape. It was manifest instantly in the
relief given to Marysville in her sore dis-
tress ; it was seen in the help given to the
sufterers by the Chicago fire; in the aid
extended to the unfortunates whose homes
were destroyed by the Charleston
earthquake; in the 1money raised
and forwarded to relieve distress in
France and Ireland; in the gener-
ous open hand extend to Virginia City,
in the neighboring State on the east and in
a score of other cases. But there has been
no instance where the giving has been
more prompt, or with so littie friction and
so little effort to induce it as this. There
has been and is no jealousy as to who is
first and who shall do most. The widow's
mite is looked upon with as much gladness
and was ins much credit as the rich
man's double eagles. The work is an unor-
ganized one, as it ought to be: itis a
spontaneous and unasked giving, as it
should be; homes, business houses, lodges,
societies, clubs, companies, have acted
without any wging or any concert of
action—and this is charitable endeavor
in its  highest, best and purest
form. Forthe people are giving, not by
urgency, but because of the humane sym-
pathy that fills their hearts. There is no
boasting about it, no seeking after applause,
and in many cases the right hand has done
that the left knows notof’; there is giving
that refuses to disclose the giver, and aid
extended that does not find its way into
print. It is a hundred-fold more gratify-
ing that there is such aiding of the Asylum
Association "and the suffering inmates of
the building, than that the monev and
goods should have been drawn out by ur-
gent pleading and solicitation. It is not
needed, to the honor and charity of Sacra-
mento be it said.

The hospital will be erecied, unless we
greatly mistake the temper of the people,
and the contributions will pour in until
the full sum needed is made up. We have
no idea what that should be, but probably
take a couple of thousand dollars or more,
and if more comes there is need for
it to enlarge the asylum itself and
give the workers in that splendid charity
better facilities for the discharge of their
duty. ILet the noble work continue, and
contributions be delivered to ofticers or Di-
rectors of the Asyluw, friends, or whoso-
ever is worthy, that the end may be accom-
plished speedily. This eflort should not be
a mere temporary impulse, but a continued
one until full accomplishment is achieved
—the recovery of the sick, the erection of
the hospital ward, an absolute necessity in
all well-appointed asylums.

The President and the Pacific Roads.
[S. F. Alta, January 19th. ]

The President’s message, transmitting
the reports of the Commissioners ap-
pointed to investigate the Pacific roads,
takes the reasonable view which the coun-
try has learned to expect of Mr. Cleveland
in all matters which concern the business
of the Government.

Security for the public money is held to

be consistent with the preservation of the
property, and all such wasteful and doubt-
ful, and probably corrupting expedients, as
a Federal Receivership for the roads, or
their seizure out and out by the Govern-
ment, are excluded from the field of discus
sion as deserving no copsideration.
*  The measure recommended by the ma-
jority report is indorsed to Congress, and
that body is reminded of its jurisdiction
over important collateral issues. The
pelicy of personal reprisal is not encour-
aged, because it has no relation to a busi-
ness adjustment.  When it is considered,
if at all, it will not be reached along the
lines of Eastern prejudice against the in-
dependent California capital that has de-
veloped our system of railways, and oper-
ates them without reference to the stock-
Jobbing uses of Eastern manipulators,

When the matters are up for adjustment,
it will not be forgotten that the managers
of the Union Pacific were trustees to an
express trust, confided to them by the Gov-
ernment, and that their construction ex-
penditures excited the wrath of the
country, because they uselessly overran the
estimates of the Government engineer.
The difficulties of construction were on
the Central Pacific, a California corpora-
tion, with no relation of trusteeship to the
Government at all. Its relation was that
of a contract, and 1t was bound to keep its
part thereof, as was the Government on its
side obligated to keep its part, If there
have been failures on one side, the Courts
can say whether the equities have not been
balanced by failures on the other.

To put on trial now these events that
are a quarter century gone by, is like the
arraignment of Clive and Warren Hast-
ings before an English tribunal for deeds
done in India during the preceding gen-
eration, which, at the time t}w_\' were done,
were necessary for the conquest by Great
Britain of her Asiatic empire. Accepting
the conquest, it was proposed to punish the
congquerors and their methods.

Nad England been reminded that before
entering austere judgment against the vic-
tor of Plassey and the conqueror of Hyder
Ali she should restore India to the state
in which they found it, withdraw her com-
merce and her armies, and so undertake re-
conquest by meeting Asiavic craft with
psalin-singing, the public opinion of her
people would not have rallied so slowly
against the fervor of Burke and the craft
of Sir Philip Francis.

So now it is doubtful whether any pro-
position outside thestrict line along which
the Government must seck security for its
loans to the Pacific roads would be ap-
proved, if it carried with it the oblitera-
tion of all that has been created by those
enterprises. (ireat structures are suspended
over chasms by throwing one wire across
and weaving upon it a cable. So great
commercial and industrial consequences
have been woven upon the completion of
these roads, which had been for thirty
years the dream of statesmanship in this
country before the work was undertaken.
Since then for nearly thirty years more
the country has been drummed to action
upon controversies rooted in the accom-
plishment of a work which in its begin-
ning was scofied at as impossible, while its
projectors were hooted as eranks.

The President says, well and wisely:
“It is about time that the troublesome
complications surrounding this entire sub-
Jject, which has been transmitted to us as a
legacy from former days, should be ad-
Jjusted and settled. No one, I think, ex-
pects that the railroad companies will be
able to pay their immense indebtedness to |
the Government at its maturity. Any |
proceeding or arrangement that would re- |
sult now or any other time in putting these
roads, or any portion of them, in posses-
sion or control of the Government is, in
my opinion, to be rejected, certainly as
long as there is the least chance for in-
demnification through any other means. 1
suppose we are hardly justified in indulg-
ing the irritation and indignation naturally
arising from the contemplation of mal-
feasance to such an extent as to lead to the
useless destruction of these roads or of the
loss of the advances made by the Govern-
ment.”

That is the common sense of it, and it
means that a finality is in sight, in which
the property in controversy will be saved
from destruction, the Government will
avoid the dangerous experiment of under-
taking the operation of railroads, and the
second maturity of the debt will be pro-
jected far enough in the future to secure
its payment out of the development of the
hitherto undeveloped country through
which the road runs.

This is all that reasonable people expect,
and is all that the managers of the roads
should consider feasible.
