The section from Paraiso to Rio Grande
willbe ELaished June, \.lsßd. Eiffel's con-
tract calls for the completion of the section
from Matachin to I'ara'so, including the
Culfbra Cut, in February, 1S!X). when the
section must be handed over with lock3.
De Lesseps' scheme is only temporarily
modified, Chamberlain writes, and says
that in his opinion the chances are good
upon the completion of the canal.

THE RAILROADS.
New Tarif!" Rates

—
Couceruiug TVith-

drawal of Surveyors.
[s F. Call, January 24tli.]

The Southern Pacific issued yesterday a
new joint through taritl showing rates be-
tween common points and points on the
Oregon Short Line and Utah Northern
railways. It shows a reduction in rates
previously ruling,and is very advantageous
to the California shipper, in that he is
placed for the first time on equal terms
with the Omaha merchant ho lar as this
territory is concerned. Previously the Un-
ion Pacific has exercised the right ofquot-
ing a lower rate from Omaha !o alipoints
on these lini-s between Granger ar.d Cald-
wt!!. Idaho, than the Central Pacific was
permitted to make from this State. During
the recent tariil adjustments, however, the
opportunity was taktn by the officials of
the local company to have this matter set
right, and the new tariir as then agreed
upon is issued simultaneously at Omaha
and at San Francisco.

The rates from Biackfoot to Melroae, on
the Utah Northern, are the same as those
ruling to Pncutello. This new taiiH goes
into effect on the 23d inst.

T. EL Goodman states that the proceed-
ings of the Transcontinental Association
meeting have hitherto been devoid ot gen-
eral interest. The adjustment of tiic pro-
portions of the new rates i=; being carried
on, and the work is now nearly completed.
Xo new rates have been made, though, in
cmsecnitiii-e of changes, a few slight altera-
tions have been made. In reference to the
telegram stating that Messrs. Goodman,
Wilkins and Bissell had been appointed a
committee to prepare au east-bound tariil',
Mr.Goodman said that the adjustment ol
east-bound rates, aa wellas the issuance of
new tariffs, would be attended to on this
Coast, and to give the Southern Pacific
Company an opportunity to keep their
forms in this city the committee was ap-
pointed.
