FOR THE ORPHANS.

The Generous Offer of the Musicians’ Mu-
tual Protective Union.

The call issued a few dayssince by Mayor
Gregory for a meeting of citizens at the
Court-house last evening, to act in con-
junction with a committee from the Musi-
cians’ Mutnoal Protective Union, for the pur-
pose of arranging a grand promenade con-
cert and ball, to proceeds of which were to
be donated to the Orphan Asylum building

fund, was quite largely attended and much
interest manifested. Mayor Gregory called
the meeting to order and stated the objects
for which the call had been issued. The
first business was the election of a Chair-
man, to which position Mayor Gregory was
unanimously elected. J. B. Harris was
chosen Secretary. The following resolution
was then introduced and passed without a
dissenting voice :

Resolved, That this meeting of citizens ex-

resses its deep sense of the generosity of the

Musicians’ Mutual Protective Union in behalf
of the orphans, and accept the same and urges
the people to second their noble effort by the
broadest liberality.

The Chair then called upon H. W. Hand,
who has been instrumental in arranging
the preliminaries of the proposed concert,
to give the meeting an insight into what
was being done and what was proposed.
Mr. Hand stated that on the occasion of
the ball a grand consolidated band of forty
musicians would be the leading feature.
The music for the first part of the evening
will be concert musie of a classic order, in-
terspersed with medleys and music of a
lighter order. After the concert music,
which will last from 8 until half-past 9
o’clock, will be dance music, and the floor
will be prepared for those who wish to trip
the “light fantastic toe.”

Several present thought that Armory
Hall, which has been kindly offered for
the occasion, would be too small for the
audience that would assemble, and the vast
volume of music that will be rendered by
the band would have too small compass tc
be best judged and appreciated. The new
pavilion, which has been tendered gratui-
tously, was thought to be about the proper
sized building, both for the music and for
the audience that will be sure to assembie.
The cost of the entire affair will be merely
trifiing. The light will cost about $10 .an
hour but the gas company has generously
signified their intention of making a re-
duction of fifty per cent.onthe amount
of their bill. O. P. Dodge has kindly con-
sented to act as doorkeeper without fee or
compensation, and the printers, A. J.
Johnston & Co,, in their usual liberal style
will print the tickets free of charge. Ilale
Bros. & Co. notified the committee that they
will furnish programmes. The next mat-
ter was the appointment of a committee of
arrangements, with fall power to act, to ar-
range jointly* with the musicians’ commit-
tee the details of the affair. Mayor Greg-
ory appointed on such committee L. L.
Lewis, J. O. Coleman, R. H. Hawley, A. C.
Tryon. The musicians committee is H.
W. Hand, C. A. Neale, Fred Linder, J. J.
Bauer and J. C. Shaw. By unanimous
vote the Chair was added to the committee,
A lengthy discussion followed as to the
price of admission to be charged, and it
was finally decided that the sense of the
meeting was that all tickets should be
placed at 25 cents, admilting one person.

Celebration of the 129th Anniversary of
Robert Burns.
*“ It's good to be merry and wise,
It's good to be honest and true,

It’s good to support Caledonia’s cause

And bide by the buff and the blue.”
The Sacramento Caledonian Club, as is
their annual custom, last evening celebrated
in a becoming manner the 129th anniver-
sary of the immortal bard, Bobbie Burns.
Armory Hall was tastefally and artistically
decorated for the occasion. Long before
the hour advertized for the commencement
of the programme the gallery was crowded

with spectators, as were also a row of cir-
cus seats extending around the main hall,
while the floor was crowded by those who
were to participate in the exercises and the
dances. The music was furnished by
Jones, Fisch & Watson’s orchestra.

Robert Burns, the great lyric poet of
Scotland, was born January 25, 1759, in a
small cottage near Ayr. His father, then
a nursery-gardener and afterwards the oc-
cupant of a small farm, had to struggle all
his life with poverty and misfortune, but
made every exertion to give his children
a good education ; and the young poet en-
joyed an amount of instruction and mis-
cellaneous reading which, to those unac-
quainted with the habits of the Scottish
peasantry, would seem incompatible with
the straitened circumstances and early toil
which were his lot. In his sixteenth year
he began composing verses in the Scottish
dialect, which attracted notice in the
vicinity and soon made him fam-
ous throughout Scotland. The poetry
of Burns is purely the outpouring of the
moment—the response of the feelings to
the immediate circumstances of life. Its
charm and power lies in the justness of the
feelings expressed, and in the truthfulness
and freshness which it derives direct from
life. Seldom has such manliness, tender-
ness and passion been united as in the
songs of Burns. They formed the first
awakening of the spirit of true poetry in
Britain after a long slumber. The popu-
larity that Burns instantly acquired has
continued unabated, not only in his native
Scotland, but wherever English is spoken.
His poems have been translated into al-
most every European tongue. In 1859 the
centenary of Burns’' birth was celebrated
with unparalleled enthusiasm, not only in
every city and almost every village in Scot-
land, but in the chief cities of England,
America and the British Colonies. He died
in Dumfries July 21, 1796.
