GEORGEISM.

A Henry George disciple writes to ihe
( 'leveland L&uler and Htrald:

Take up our primary proposition, forinstance,
and disprove it, viz., "God. is the father of allmen, and made the earth for their use, and not
for the speculative purposes of a few, shrewder
or more unscrupulous than the rest." When
you have disposed of that, other propositions
will be submitted to the light of your over-
powering intellect.

It will not make the Leader mentally
weary to reply to this clap trap in de-
fence of Henry ( ieorge's alsurd proposi-
tions. Admit that God is the Father of
allmen and made the earth for their use,
and not fur the speculative schemes of the
few. What then ? He made man a
social l>eing also, and of necessity the
creature of law. We may not venture to
contemplate the ultimate end of God in
the creation, hut we may view with calm
the operation of the laws to which men
by nature are made subject. One of these
is the desire and right to acquire and
poteen propaty, and another gives to the
provident and careful the right to possess
more than the foolish and idle. Man has
the right to convert nature to his use, and
the limitto this right is one of capacity
only. The command to labor implied the
right to enjoy its rewards. But these, toot
arc subjects of law, which is the result of
the experience of social beings. The
world's ages have, under these conditions,
established the law of right of posses-
sion of property. Society has rights
belonging to it as a unit in the universe.
Georgeism teaches that it has no rights
superior to those of the individual

—
that

i.s the practical outcome of the doctrine.
A- society baa rights necessary to its pres-

ervation, law* are a necessity that those
may be restrained or coerced in whom
Mich methods alone command res]>ect. As
the desire Of property is, as we have said,
natural, laws are needed to restrain those
who would interfere with the right to
property, and hence the regulations under
which men acquire and hold property. As
man has wants, there must be property to
supply them, and property carries with it
social organization

—
they, are co-existent,

and hence, again, the laws for the orderly
acquirement of property by the individ-
ual. As men find most interest in that
only which they can control, it is a wise
policy that commands them to recognize
property rights in eacli other ;and these
commands, through ages of time, have
formulated the laws under which men may

individually possess. The earliest ages
give us glimpses of recognition of property
rights, and through all succeeding ones
such rights have been more and more
clearly recognized, and the laws more and
more distinctly stated for their preserva-
tion. There is no logical deduction to be
drawn from the use and history of property
rights, the command to labor and to save,
and the prohibition to covet another's,
that justifies the Georgeites in claiming
that we have arrived at a point of time
when all the results of the experience of
the past are to be reversed, all natural de-
sires to possess thwarted, and the tradi-
tions and laws of the world's history to be
undone, that the individual in the George
ranks may be recognized as superior tothe
social organization.

The Star-Spangled

Banner," would not have been duplicated
from the Lick estate funds. James Lick
directed that $00,000 I*set aside for this
monument. It was little enough, and
ought to have been at least $75,000 or
?l()0,O0O, to insure a v/ork fullyinkeep-
ing with the sentiment for which it will
stand. Unfortunately, James Lick's origi-
nal intentions, aa to not a few of fail be-
cjiiests, were changed under counsels that
induced him to lessen the sums at first
contemplated. This was certainly true of
the amount given for the Lickobservatory
and telescope. The Key monument is,
however, a fine achievement, and the re-
sult >>f the work of Story, the American
sculptor. According to the drawings made
of it,it is a work of art of the best order
in that class, and lacks only in massive-
ness. The monument when placed will
stand fifty-one feet in bight—not lofty for
such a work. Its character is that for a
temple, in Tn&CCO marble, with groined
ceiling and open sides, ri.-ing upon a mass-
ive pedestal. Within this temple is the
bronze figure of the poet, seated. Above,
Upon a marble pedestal crowning the
roof, stands a bronze figure typical of
America, and liearing an American
Bag, which falls in graceful folds
about her shoulders. So iar as can
Ih> judged by drawings, itmay be assumed
that the monument will find approval in
the l>est art criticism. Had it been
more lofty and more massively con-
structed—which money alone warrants

—
it would compare more favorably with
noted monuments of Europe of like char-
acter. As it is, however, what it lacks in
towering grandeur is compensated in the
gracefulness of the work, the chaste char-
acter of the design and the iraprcssiveru-ss
and distin •tiveniTv* with which it speaks
the sentiment it is intended to typify.
However, this is cou=idering this work of
art from its flat designs; until it rises npotl
its base accurate judgment cannot be pro-
nounced upon it.

A Railboad to Tahoe.

From time to
time, says the Truckee Rcjrublican, items
have been published stating that the South-
ern Pacific Company intended to builda
railroad from Truckee to Lake Tahoe.
Heretofore these statements have lacked re-
liability, bat now we have it from good
authority that the road will be bailt the
coming summer, and that the work willbe
commenced as soon as the snow is ofl in
the spring. This will be a big thing for
Tahoe and willmake ita great summer re-
sort. Itwillalso b« of benefit to the com-
pany in that itwillbe able to reach a large
tract of timber suitable for fuel for the rail-
road. Itmay be that the Truckee Lumber
Company willalso use the road for the pur-
pose of getting logs to their mill.

They may build a larce hotel there
like the Hotel del Monte, and possibly put
a large steamer on the lake. Be this as it
may, the building ofthe railroad willmake
itlively for Truckee next summer.

PRINTED MATTER.
AnImportant Killingof the Po«tmaster-

General.
Postmaster R. D.Stephens has received

a communication fromPostniaster-GeDeral
Don M.Dickinson, dated Washington, Jan-
uary 19th, regarding permissible writing
and printing on second, thirdand fourth-
class matter, which willbe read by all with
interest, especially merchants. Itreads as
follows:

By a recent Act of Congress, the former
laws regarding permissible writing and
printing on second, third and tourth-class
matter are repealed, and the followingrulea
and regulations, in conformity with the
provision of said Act, will in future pre-
vail:"

Second-class Matter—Matter of this
class shall contain no writing,print or sign,
thereon or therein, inaddition to the origi-
nal print, except the name and address of
the person to whom the matter shall be
sent, index figures of subscription book,
either printed or written (which figures
may indicate the number of copies sent),
the printed title of publication and the
place where itis published, the printed or
written name and address of the publisher
or sender, or both (without ths addition of
any advertisement), and written or printed
words or figures, or both, indicating the
date on which the subscription to the mat-
ter will end, the correction of any typo-
graphical error, a mark (except by written
or printed words) to designate a word or
passage to which it is desired to call atten-
tention, the words 'Sample copy' when
the matter is sent as such, and the words'
Marked copy

'
when the matter contains a

marked item or article. Any publishers or
newsagents may inclose in their publica-
tions bills, receipts or orders for subscrip-
tions thereto, but the same shall be in such
form as to conyey no other information
than the name, place and subscription
price of the publication to which they re-
ler. and the subscription due thereon."

Third-class Matter.
—

On matter of
this class, or on its wrapper or
envelope, or on a tag or label attached,
the sender may either write or print his
own name, occupation and residence or
business address, preceded by the wordfrom, and may make marks (other than by
written or printed words) to call attention
to any word or passage in the text, and
may correct any typographical error. There
may also be placed upon the blank leaves
or covers of any book or other matter of
this cluts a simple manuscript dedication
or inscription not in the nature of personal
correspondence. There may also be placed
upon ihe envelope, wrapper, tag or label of
matter of this class any printing that is not
in its character nnwailable as third-class
matter, provided there be kept sufficient
space for a legible superscription and the
nesessary postage stamps.

"Fourth-class Matter.— With matter of
this class, properly prepaid as such, the
sender may inclose third-class matter, and
ho may write or print on the cover, wrap-
per or label thereof, hiu name, occupation,
residence or business address, preceded by
the word \u25a0 from,' and any marks, numbers,
names or letters for the purpose of descrip-
ti i: He may also print upon the same
anything that is not unmailable as printed
matter, and that is not in the nature of per-
sonal correspondence, provided there be
left sufficient space for a legible superscrip-
tion and the necessary postage stamps."

From the above it will be seen that the
restrictions as to writing upon matter of the
third and fourth classes are substantially
the same as under the old law;but that in
general all restrictions as to printing on
these two classes are removed, except as to
the reservation of space necessary for ad
dressing the matter and placing thereon of
postage stamps.

Inall cases directions for transit, deliv-
ery,forwarding orreturning shallbe deemed
part of the address.

CLASSIFICATION.
For the benefit of those who do not un-

derstand thi» clai-siiication of mail matter,
the following is appended :

Second class
—

Ah regular newspapers,
magazines, and other periodicals issued at
intervals not exceeding three months.

Third cL .- Embraces printed books,
pamphlets, circulars, engravings, litho-
grapha, proof-sheets and manuscript ac-
companying the same, transient news-
papers, periodicals, and all matter of the
same general character, the printing on
which is •ie«ij.'tied to instruct, amuse, cult-
ivate the mind or taste or impart general
information, and not having the character
of personal correspondence. Circulars pro-
duced by hekt- 'graph or similar process, or
by electric pea, are rated as third class.
The liruit of weight for mail matter of the
third class is four pounds, except in the
case of single books'execeding that, weight.

Fourth class.— All mailable matter not
included in the three preceding classes,
which is so prepared for mailing as to be
easily taken from the wrapper and ex-
amined. I>iniit of weight, four pounds.
Full prepayment compulsory.

A TEMPERANCE TOWN.
No Liquors to be Sold tn the Vicinity of

the Stanford ( nivn-ily.

Itis planned to have a model college
town adjoining the site of the Iceland Stan-
ford Jr. University in San Mateo county.
Araou2 other things assured for this new
town of University Park is the important
one restricting the sale of intoxicating
Uqnan. The 700 acres of the site is all
under one general management. The chief
owner is Timothy Hopkins', of the Southern
Pacific, and Land Agent Mills,of the Central
I'acitic, has charged of the sales, and these
gentlemen, with Senator Stanford, agreed
upon the desirability of the regulation re-
ferred to. The lesson taught by the
trouble Berkeley people have had inenf»rc-
tnga restrictive iaw about the University
of California was noted, and a more effec-
tive method of gaining the end desired was
decided upon. Ineach deed of allottments
of land sold is the following clause, drawn
ap by the railroad law department :"

Provided always, and this indenture is
made upon condition, that the said party
of the second part, his heirs or assigns,
•ihtili not at any time manufacture, or sell
to be used as a beverage, any intoxicating
liquors, or permit the same to be done on
thh premises hereby conveyed ;and pro-
vided also, ami this indenture is made upon
the further condition, that ifthe said part}'
of the second pan, his heirs or assigns,
shall violaie the provision and condition
aforesaid, or permit any violation thereof,
then this indenture shall be void, and the
said premises shall revert to and become
the absolute property of the said party of
the first part, his heirs or assigns, who may
enter into possession thereof aud remove
the said party of the second part, his heirs
or assigns, or any persons holding under
him."

A good portion of the town has already
been disposed of. A gentleman from Idaho,
the owner of the Salt Lake Tribune, and a
raining man fromTuolumne are among re-
cent purchasers there.

Dried kv Cold Air.
—

A blacksmith at
Haywards, according to the llaywards
Journal, has demonstrated that a blast of
cold air is just as effective indrying fruit
as a hot blast. His experiments were made
in a room adjoining the forge. Directly
back of the room occupied by the forge is
another apartment, which isused for drying
fruit. The cold blast cornea from the
blower that supplies the wind used in the
blacksmith's furnace. The fruit is placed
on trays inside of an inclosed frame, and
the cold air blast is then turned on. The
action of the air is soon noticed, and the
fruitis found to be completely dried.
