An Oregonian Butchers His Stepdaughter
While She Sleeps.

PorrLaND, January 29th.—A dispatch
from Independence, Polk county, Or.,
gives the particulars of a horrible murder
committed this morning in that town by
Wm. Landreth. The victim was Miss
Simma Antone, his stepdaughter. Land-
reth and the girl had quarreled on Satur-
day night, but no violence resulted at that
time. On Sunday morning Landreth
hastily arose from his bed, and entered the
room where the girl was sleeping. He was
armed with a large knife, and proceeded to
butcher his stepdaughter, stabbing her a
number of times. It is supposed he at-
tacked the girl while she was asleep. Her
screams aroused the family, but assistance
came too late.

THE FIEND ATTEMPTS SUICIDE.

After completing his fiendish work the
murderer started for a slough near the
house, but was closely followed by his
son, who knew of the murder. He at-
tempted to drown himself by putting his
head under the water, but was prevented
by his son, who pulled him back. Land-
reth broke away then and started to run
toward the town of Old Independence, but
was pursued by the boy, who continued to
shout for help. He was soon captured and
lodged in jaif.

THE EXCITEMENT OVER THE TRAGEDY

Is very intense. The murderer exhibits
signs of insanity. He has recently made
several unsuccessful attempts to destroy
himself. The girl was found to be stabbed
repeatedly and fearfully slashed. An in-
quest was held and a verdict of murder
wasrendered. The victim was much re-
spected.

Many think Landreth is only feigning
insanity, fearing the great indignation of
the citizens. He will be examined to-
morrow. What motive prompted the
diabolical deed is not known.

ANSCHLAG’S VICTIMS,

Funeral of the Murdered Charles Hitch-
cock and Wife at Santa Ana.

SANTA ANA, January 29th.—Yesterday
was the saddest day in the great Hitchcock
murder case. Though no notice was given
of the funeral until the morningissue of the
dailies, and though but few people knew
of it until then, yet hundreds and hun-
dreds of still frenzied people gathered in
our streets at the break of day eager for a
word of news, and the livery stables were
pushed to furnish vehicles for those desir-
ing to attend the funeral, which took place
at the Methodist Episcopal Church at Gar-
den Grove.

The services commenced at 11:25 in the
morning. ‘The floral decorations and dra-
peries were unique and beautiful, and they
betokened the solemnity of the occasion.
One of the main features of the arrange-
ment of decorated drapery was two pillars.
eight feet high. At the bottom of each
were the words, *“ Rest, Charlie,” and
“ Rest, Loise,” in neat floral designs. The
services were very impressive.

RECOVERY OF HIDDEN PROPERTY.

SANTA ANA, January 29th.—In the case
of the murderer Anschlag an important
discovery of corroborative evidence was
made about 9 o’clock this morning. Ever
since the recovery of the bodies of Hitch-
cock and wife a general search has been
going on for the watches of the deceased,
which they are known to have had on the
evening of the murder. Every bush,
thicket, swamp, barn or outside hiding-
place for miles around has been visited,
and the cellar, loft and odd corners of
Hitchcock’s house were constantly over-
hauled. A.J. Lucas, a detective from Los
Angeles, has been spending the past three
days at the ranch in the vain endeavor to
secure the missing property.

Yesterday, after the fiend’s confession, he
having stated that the watches were Lidden
by him in the loft or garret of the Hitch-
cock house, Mr. Lucas again visited that
dark region and thoroughly searched the
rafters, but without avail. Last night Dis-
trict Attorney Dupoy, Ceroner Meredith,
0. A. Raacke of the Los Angeles Tribune,
Thomas C. Moseler, 8 prominent detective
of San Francisco, and Special Deputy Sher-
iff and Detective Emil Harris, of I.os An-
geles, arrived here, and before daylight this
morning started for Garden Grove, arriving
there at 7 A. a., and after making a general
search of the out-buildings, repaired to a
dariz garret over the 'n(-(lf-n)um. and at 9
o'clock were rewarded by finding the
| watches carefully hidden between a couple
of the rafters.

These gentlemen unanimously maintain
that the opinion of this community of the
killing is the ecorrect one; that Anschiag
slew Hitcheock outside the house or barn
with the ax and then returned to the house
and informing Mrs. Hitchcock of some
mishap, induced that lady to come outside,
;oameet her death in a similar manner.
The theory of their having been in the
wagon at all before dea h is absurd in the
extreme. His confessions so far, except as
to the hiding of the watches, have amounted
to nothing, only as corroborative evidence
against himself, and he still continues to
boldly lie about every point which has not
first been clearly proven.

The Woman Suffragist Law to be Tested
as to Its Validity,

VAxcouvVER, January 29th.—To-morrow
the first gun of the campain is to be nred,
and telegrams have been sent here—one
from Spokane Falls and one from Seattie—
requesting the Anti-Woman’s Suffragists to
lay the foundation in the election to-mor-
row, in order to raise a contest to be taken
into the April term of the Court here before
Judge Allyn, and from heretothe Supreme
Court next July, in order to test the validity
of the suffrage law. The defeated party to-
morrow will raise the contest. Ex-Chief
Justice B. F. Dennison says he knows the
ground on which they propose to contest
the validity of the present law, and that
they can never succeed before the Supreme
Court or any other Court. He intends to
have a part in the argument of that ques-
tion, if it ever reaches the Supreme Court.

MEXICO.
Defeat of a Marauding Band of Yaquis
in Sonora.

NocaLes, January 29th.—A band of wan-
dering Yaqui Indians, which has been
committing depredations for some time in
the Bacatele mountains, in Senora, had an
encounter a few days ago with a small
party of Mexican troops, aided by a few
citizens. A fight ensued at a place called
Bucabamba, with the result of two Yaquis
being killed, five squaws and seven chil-
dren captured, and one citizen wounded.

City or MEexico, January 29th.—On the
plains of Lazaro, near here, 'a duel took
place yesterday between Senor Ermillo G,
Canton, a Thirty-third Degree Mason, and
editor of the Scottish Rite organ, and Gen-
eral Jesus Toledo, a prominent Templar.
The quarrel grew out of the fight between
the Seottish Rite organ and the Cruz
Templar, and iovolved the Templars. A
challenge from the editors was declined by
Canton on the ground of social position,
but the answer in turn suggested that the
proper source for a challenge was from a
prominent Templar. It came,and General
Toledo and Senor Canton met at twenty-
five yards’ distance, and at the command
fired simultaneously, without effect, with
the General's weapons. Senor Canton’s
weapons were then used, and the soldier
clipped the mouthpiece of a cigar-holder
out of the Senor’s pocket, grazed the flesh
and proved what might have been, and
honor was satistied. The Templars have
come back into camp, and all is harmoni-
ous.

IMPORTANT FEATURES OF THE
TARIFF BILL.

Points that Affect California—Stew-
art’'s New Anti-Chinese Bill—
A Nihilistic Request.

CALIFORNIA IND USTRIES..

The Democrats Want to Pat Wool, Fruits
and Nuts on the Free List,
[Copyrigit, 1558, by the California Associated Press.]

WasHiNeToN, January 29th.—Chairman
Mills, of the House Ways and Means Com-
mittee, says that some time will elapse be-
fore the tariff bill is in readiness to be pre-
sented to the House. In conversation with
the correspondent of the Califorma Asso-
ciated Press, Mr. Mills to-night said : “If I
only had to consult my individual views, I
could bring in a tariff reform measnre very
quickly, and one that I believe would not
only reduce the surplus, but give an im-
petus to American manufacturers that
would soon put the United States at the
head of the great nations of the world in a
commercial sense. The improvements in
machinery, the wonderful mechanical in-

7 genuity of our people, and the limitless re-

sources of the country would, were it not
for high tariffs, put the United States at the
head of the list of the exporting nations.
All statements to the contrary nothwith-
standing, our labor to-day is cheaper than
that of Great Britain, gauged by the result
produced. Instead of England wishing
free trade in the United States, the reverse
is the fact, for the statesmen of England
say that if the American people were
brought into direct competition with the
English for the sale of manufactured arti-
cles in the markets of the world we would
beat them.

*I bave been represented,” continued
Mills, “ as desiring to destroy our indus-
triesand to overthrow the system upon
which our manufacturing prosperity is
based. Thisis not true. If I could do
what I believe to be for the best interests
of the country,
further in direction of free trade than some
of my associates. Buat I know that the
only hope for revenue reform lies ina
moderate bill that gives protection to
young industries which actually need it,
and that will abolish duties on articles of
everyday consnmption which can be made
as cheaply in this country as abroad.”

WOULD HAVE WOOL FREE.

“ Will your bill put all wools on the free
list, or only the coarser grades of wool ?”
asked your correspondent.

**I cannot say which bill I will propose,
for the bill is not prepared, but I have no
hesitatior in telling you my views. The
day that all wools are put upon the free
list, in my judgment, our wocl will bring
a much higher price in the market than it
commands to-day. To put the coarse on
the free list and tax the better qualities
would be of no benefit. We cannot man-
ufacture woolen goods, such as clothing,
worsteds, ete,, of good quality without an
admixture of the finer grades, such
as come from Australia, Silesia and other
countries. Make these weols free, and the
demand for our home products would be
increased for the mixture and its price en-
hanced. My State of Texas (and Culifornia)
are the two largest wool-growing States in
the country, and I wish that the wool-
growers of those States could be made to
see the advantages that would resnlt to
them from putting wool on the free list.”

ME ETRIKES A SNAG.

*“ What do you propose to do with fruits
and nuts, the young industry of California,
in which millions of capital is invested, and
the success of which depends largely upon
the protection afforded by Congress ?” asked
the correspondent.

“ My attention has not been e pecially
directed to this question,” said Mills, as he
ransacked a bundle of papers for a docu-
ment which has been prepared at the Treas-
ury Department,showing the present rate of
duties on articles in the tariffschedules, the
revenue yielded therefrom and tiie effect of
changes that can be made. *“‘According to
these figure®or the year 1887, currants pay
a duty of one gent per pound, and 29,196 -
393 pounds were imported, yielding a rey-
enue of $291,963 93, or an average ad valor-
em rate of 2.748 per cent. This is within
the revenue limit, and I can see no reason
for removing the duty. Datesalso pay one
cent per pound,and the average ad valorem
rate is 2.684 revenue duty. Figs pay two
cents per pound, and yielded a revenue of
$175.057 98.

" Grapes are dutiable at twenty per cent.,
clearly within the revenue limit, and the
duties collected upon them only amounted
to $74,000. The rates will not be disturbed,
Lemons pay a variety of rates of duty, ac-
cording to the capacity of the boxes, and
vield a revenue of over $627,000, and the
rates are within the revenue limit. The
same can be said about oranges, but I pre-
sume that the maintenance of the duty on
green frait is not really of so much con-
cern as that of keeping up the rate on dried
fruits, etc. There is a duty of one per cent.
I\er pound on plums and prunes, which
ast year yielded a revenue to the Govern-
ment of $708,088 53 and paid an average
ad valorem rate of 3.081 per cent. I see no
reason why the rate should be reduced.

“Raisins pay a duty of 2 cents per pound,
and the value of the importations last year
was $2,207,469 30, yielding a revenue of
$813.212 06. The average ad valorem rate
of duty is 3.540. That rate might be cut
down to say 30 per cent. ad valorem, but I
donot know that it will be done. While
the ad valorem equivalent of the specific
duties on almonds, filberts, peanuts, etc.. is
higher than fruits, I doubt very much if
any changes will be made.

“I cannot see, from looking over these
figures, that the California fruit industry is
in any very serious danger. I am not com-
mitting myself, you understand. The
changes in these rates have been contem-
plated in some quarters, but so far as I can
judge, without consultation with my col-
{engues on the committee, I do not believe
the Califorma fruit interest need have any
fear of suffering at our hands.”

CALIFORNIA MENBERS ANXIOUS.

Mills will undoubtedly favor an exten-
sive enlargement of the free list, to include,
among other articles besides wool, both
lamber and salt. As the till has not been
completed, it is subject to change at any
time, and apprehension is felt by members
of the delegation from California in Con-
gress, who are anticipating that a reduction
of the daties on fruits may yet be realized.

Members of the committee are chary
about saying anything concerning the
tobacco tax, but it is known that the prop-
osition to abolish it will be void, as a
means of inducing certain representatives
from the tobacco-growing districts to come
into line in support of a tariff revision bill.
The revenue reformers have as yet had no
word from Mr. Randall as to what he will
do, and until the bill is reported to the
House they do not expect to hear from
him. They calculate, however, that in no
reasonable contingency will he be able to
control the votes of over ten or twelve
men, and they believe that there will be
about that number of Republicans who
will favor a moderate scheme of tariff re-
vision,

SHORT AND SWEET.

Senator Stewart Has a Plan to Keep
Mongolians Out of This Country,
[Copyright, 1888, by the California Associated Press.]

WasHINGTON, Jabuary 20th. — Senator
Stewart has prepared a very short bill to
enforce restrictions on Chinese immigration
that he will introduce in the Senate to-
morrow. Mr. Stewart fears that there is a
disposition in the Senate Committee on
Foreign Relations to smother Mitchell’s
bill providing for the abrogation of the
trealy. He does not think there can be
any objection to reporting his new bill im-
mediately, and when it comes before the
Senate and isopen to amendment, then tae
abrogation of the treaty can be moved as
an amendment. Stewart's bill is as fol-
lows:

Be it enacted, etc., That after ninety days from
the passage ot this Act no Chinese laborers
shall have the right to enter the United States
by reason of the fact that they were in the Uni-
ted States on the seventeenth day of November,
1880, but after said ninety days all Chinese la
borers, withcut regard to previous residence in
the United States shall be subject to the condi-
tions and restrictions in the Acts of Congress

I would probably go

[ relating to the entry of Chinese into the United
States.

Section 2. That the certificates provided by
the Act of May 2, 1882, be delivered to Chinese
departing from the United States for the purpose
of identification on their return, shall, after the
passage of this Act, be such as the Secretary ot
the Treasury shall from time to time preseribe;
and the Secretary of the Treasury shall have
power to make all needful rulesand regulations
to prevent the entry into the United States of
any Chinese who are denied the right so to en-
ter by any Act of Cougress. All Acts of Con-
gress relating to the entry of Chinese into the
United States are hereby amended so as to con-
form to this Act.

-

PENDING LEGISLATION.

Matters That Will Engage the Attention
of Congress this Week.

WasHINGTON, January 29th.—The educa-
tion bill remains, as for three weeks past,
unfinished business of the Senate for to-
morrow, and Senator Morgan has the floor
for a speech on it. It is likely to give place
temporarily to-morrow or Tuesday for the
House bill making appropriations for agri-
cultural experiment stations. If the edu-
cation biil is brought toa vote before the
end of the week it will probably be suc-
ceeded by the dependent pension bill. Sen-
ators Kenna and Platt are understood to
contemplate the delivery of speeches on the
tariff and surplas during the week.

The urgent deficiency appropriation bill
will be reported to the House at the begzin-
ning of the week, and its consideration will
consume a day or two. The Wilkins na-
tional bank bill stands first in the order of
unfinished business, but unless its author
recovers from his illness in time to give it
attention, it will give place to a resoluation
assigning umlimited period of time for the
consideration of a large number of biils for
the erection of public buildings.

This proposition will be vigorously op-
posed by a small minority, and if not dis-
posed ot by Thursday it will then be sent
back again to the calendar, as the Elections
Committee intends to call up the Lowry vs.
White (Indiana election) case on Thursday,
which will possibly consume the remainder
of the week.

The pension appropriation bill, which is
privileged matter, may be called up for ac-
tion during the week, and the Committee
on Foreign Affairs will make an effort to
take up the French Exposition bill, if op-
portunity offers.

THE LIQUOR OQUESTION.

A Congressman Who Favors High Li-
cense Instead of Prohibition.

WasHINGTON, January 29th.—The House
Commiittee on Alcoholic Liquor Traffic has
instructed its Chairman, Representative
Campbell of Ohio, to call the Speaker’s at-
tenticn to the fact that bills relating to
liquor business have been referred to the
Commuttess on Judiciary, Ways and Means
and District of Columbia, instead of to the
Committee on Alcoholic Liquor Traflic,
which, it is contended, properly has juris-
diction of all bills affecting the liquor ques-
tion.

On the ninth of February the committee
will give a hearing to a delegation from the
National Temperance Alliance on the bill
to create 8 commission to inquire into the
liquor traffic.

Representative Campbell said to-night
that, while he could not speak for the full
committee, he personally was not in favor
of prohibition. He continued: “You
cannot make men temperate by statute.
A strict license law will prove effective. It
stops the sale of liquor to minors and
dranken men ; it stops Sunday selling and
closes disorderly saloons.”

UNDER THE SNOW.
The Great Storm in the East Still Caus-
ing Much Suffering.

NEw YoRk, January 29th.—Very little
progress was made yesterday in raising the
snow blockade in New England. The
weather was intensely cold and the wind
high, so that as fast as the snow-plows or a
gang of shovelers cleared the way for the
trains through the snow-drifts the wind
piled up the snow again as bad as ever.
Disabled snow -ploys and locomotives are
strung along nearly every road. At Hous-
atonic a coach and caboose containing forty
shovelers was upset and fifteen men were
hurt.

In New York many large towns have
been without communication for three
days. It will require many days of mod
erate weather and an infinite amount of
hard work to restore travel toits normal
condition. Many points report the coldest
weather in half a century. The New York
milkmen are notifying their customers
that they cannot supply them until the!
snow blockade is raised. {

ON THE OCEAN.

The wind at Sandy Hook for several days
bas been blowing at from forty to sixty
miles an hour. The Pennsyivania and
Wisconsin were the only liners that made
port on Friday. Their Captains teli stories

of waves mountains high and howling |
gales. A large number of sailing vessels |
were bound in when the storm commenced |
but they were forced to turn about and |
speed to sea before the gale. No serious |
accidents were reported.

The Mallory steamer from Key West ex- |
perienced a fall of 100° in the thermometer |
during the voyage.

TOWNS CUT OFF.

FarsmiNeron (Me.), January 29th.—Saur-
rounded by snow-drifts fifteen feet deep,
Farmington was cut off from the rest of
the world for three days. Waterbury, Vt.,
is similarly circumstanced, and Montpelier
and St. Johnsbury are not much better off.
At Laconia, N. H., the thermometer was
10° below zero last night. The first train |
for two days arrived yesterday, followed by |
several others, including the Canadian Pa-
cific express.

MAIL-CARRIER MISSING,

PHILADELPHIA, January 29th.—The snow |
blockade in this State continues in the
neighborhood of Readine, High winds
sprang up yesterday, drifting the snow into
the tracks of the railroads and undoing the
work of the past three days. It is the|
worst storm in a quarter of a century.

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ON THE PRAIRIE.

A Teacher and Five Pupils Perish Out in
Dakota.

Dusvque (Ia.), January 29th.—One of
the ghastly incidents of the recent furious
blizzard in Dakota has been made public.
Mrs. Patrick, a widow who resides in the
little town of Peosta, about foyrteen miles
east of Dubuque, has received the shock-
ing intelligence that her son had been
frozen to death in the storm, and that his
body was now on its way to Peosta. George
Patrick, the victim, was a school-teacher in
an isolated district about forty miles north
of Mandan, D. T. His school consisted of
five pupils.

TERRIBLE SUFFERING.

On the day the blizzard began raging,
rather than brave its fury, he concluded to
remain over night in the school-house, ex-
pecting the storm would cease before
morning. But the following day it raged
fiercer than ever, and the little school-
house, standing all unprotected upon the
wide prairie, was shaken to its very foun-
dation. The horror endured by that
doomed man and his little companions,
the wails and sobs of the hungry and hor-
rified children, must be left to the imag-
ination of thereader. None of them was
left to tell the story.

A GHASTLY DISCOVERY,

Three days later they were all found
stretched upon the floor of the school-
house frozen stiff, their features distorted
by the pains of cold and hunger and their
forms huddled together as if in a desperate
effort to prolong life as long as possible.
The heroism and self-sacrifice of the dead
school-teacher will be an enduring monu-
ment to his memory, He had stripped
himself of his outer garments and had
torn up the floor of the school-house to
L)rovide fuel, and when everything com-
ustible that could be spared was gone,
tortured by hanger an(? cold, he had
laid down with his pupils and with them
died.

PAINFUL SCENES,

The scene presented when the grief-
stricken parents and friends entered the
school-house was one they will never for-
get. Thisis the most ghastly and painful
record yet given of the ravages of that
awful storm by which so many lost their
lives. The remains of Mr. Patrick, it is
expected, will reach Peosta to-morrow.
He was reared in this county, and was a
young man of fine promise and ger®rally

esteemed.

A PLUCKY JOURNALIST.

A Newspaper Man Kills One and Pep-
pers Two Other Assailants.

KxoxviLLe (Tenn.), January 29th.—A
shooting affray occurred here this morning
in front of St. John's Episcopal Church
which resulted in the wounding of three
men, one of them fatally. As James F.
Rule, city editor of the Knoxville Journal,
was entering the church accompanied by
his wife, he was accosted by three men who
wanted to speak with him.
the opposite side of the street with them,
where all four stood talking some minutes.
The three men were John West, William
West and a friend of theirs named Good-
man,

THREE AGAINST ONE,

They attacked Rule on account of a
communication which appearcd in the
morning Journal reflecting upon Dr. T. A.
West, City Physician, and father of John
and William West, Rule refused to give
the name of the author of the communica-
tion, or to make any satisiactory answer to
their questions. West struck Rule and at-
tempted to bear him to the ground. Rule
drew a revolver and shot John West
through the body. William West immedi-
ately fired on Raule, the ball passing
through Rule’s wrist. John West then cut
Rule in the back seven times. William
West placed his revolver at Rule's fore-
head and fired, but Rule knocked the pis-
tol up, receiving only a scalp wound. Rule
then fired two more shots, one of them
taking effect in the shoulder of Goodman,
who seemed to be attempting to separate
the combatants.

AFTER THE BATTLE.

A number ‘of men rushed from
church and stopped the fight. William
West ran away uninjured. Rule was able
to get up and walk to the church, but John
West was carried home in a dying condi-
tion. Rule's injuries are not dangerous,
and Goodman is not seriously wounded.

Rule’s wife, who had entered the church,
knew nothing of the difficulty till all was
over. The organ drowned the noise of the
pistol shots.

The circumstances which called out the
newspaper articie was the election yester-
day of Dr. T. A. West as City Physician
by the City Council. West is not a gradu-
ate of a medical college, and the Council
had repealed an ordinance for the purpose
of making him eligible. This act aroused
the indignation of the regular physicians
of the city, and was denounced by the
Medical Society.

The article which caused the bloody
affray was written by a physician and con-
tained very severe reflections upon Dr,
West and the City Council. William West
has been arrested.

RUSS1AN REFUGEES,

A Leading Nihilist Protests Against a
Proposed Extradition Treaty.
