OUR DRIVEWAYS.

ANOTHER MEETING FOR CITY AND
COUNTY IMPROVEMENTS.

The Question of Sprinkling Six Prin-
cipal Roads Leading Out of Sac-
ramento—Shade Trees, Etc.

A meeting of the Committee on Roads
and Driveways, together with members of
the Committee on Shade Trees, was held at
the Improvement Association Rooms Sat-
urday afternoon at 1 o’clock, with full at-
tendance. L. H. Fassett presided and E.
Greer acted as Secretary. Reports were
made from the several commiftees ap-
pointed at the previous meeting, {o ascer-
tain the cost for putting in wells, erecting
pumps, tanks, etc., tor supplyving water to
L sprinkle on the six principal roads leading
out of SBacramento.

Mr. Greer thought on the Freeport road
four wells would be required, costing $10
each, four pumps costing $26 each, four
windmills at $110 each, four platforms at
$20 each, and four tanks of 4,000 gallons at
$75 each, making a total cost for the
“plant” on this road, to furnish water for
sprinkling five miles out, $964. For the
lower Stockton road, Mr. Greer estimated
the wells, windmills, etc., would cost $800.

Mr. Fassett reported concerning the up-
per Stockton road, that if the same facili-
ties can be had for water supply that were
used last season, there would be no cost on
that road for the plant. 1f otherwise, how-
ever, the extra plant would not cost more
than $225.

Supervisor McMullen stated that he bad
investigated the matter of water supply for
the Jackson road, and placed the Probabkc
cost for new wells and fixtures at $500.

E. F. Aiken spoke for the J-street road,
and was satisfied that fixtures for an
abundant water supply could be put up for
$225.

Dugald Gitlis and Roadmaster M. Judd
reported upon the Norris grant road, lead-
ing out from Twelfth street. They fixed
the probable outlay necessary to pump
water safficient for that road at $500. Mr.
Judd also reported upon the portable en-
gine and pump, referred to at the previous
committee meeting, which, it was thought,
might be used in place of putting up wind-
mills. He stated that in order to use the
engine at the different wells on a road it
would require an extra team and man, and
would not therefore be as economical as
raising water with windmills.

It was the unanimous opinion, based
upon experience, that good self-adjusting
windmills, with tanks holding 4,000
gallons, would supply an inexhaustible
supply of water for sprinkling purposes,
and pe bat little expense after in place, to
keep them in repair. The above figures
for the several roads referred to—the Free-
port road, lower Stockton, upper Stockton,
Jackson, J-street road and Norris grant
road—would require a total cost for plant
of about $3,200, with possibility of some
reduction from these figures if favorable
arrangements can be made with parties
who have water privileges on some of the
roacs

The cost of sprinkling the roads is not
included in the above, and would be, for a
period of five months, about $2,500. This
would make a total cost of say $5,700 for
providing permanent plant and sprinkling
the six roads for a distance of five miles
out, the present season, but after that the
expense would be merely for the work of
sprinkling, or about $2,500 per year. As to
the best method ot meeting this expense—
it being claimed by all present that the
benefit would accrue alike to country and
city—Mr. Fassett thought the money
should be raised in the country by a levy,
say of two cents on each $100 of assessed
property, and that provision should be
made for a similar amount in some way by
the city. After discussion of the subject
the following resolution was submitted:

Resolved, That it is the sense of this commit-
tee that the City Trustees should be urged to
donate an amount equal to two cents on each
§100 of assessed values of city property, for use
in sprinkling for a distance of five miles out,
the six principal roads leading into the city.

The resolution was unanimously adopted
and referred to the Executive Committee of
the Improvement Association for presenta-
tion to the city authorities.

It was the opinion of those present that
the sprinkling of the roads referred to
would not only make them excellent for
driving purposes nearly the entire year, but
that it would greatly increase the travel
into and out of the city, and consequently
be of material advantage to Sacramento in
a business view. It was also maintained
that if these roads were thus sprinkled one
season for a distance of five miles out, the
distance would be greatly augmented and
probably doubled by next season, and
eventually all the leading roads would be
kept sprinkled their entire length, as the

most economical and best method of
keeping them in repair _ for public
travel, and for the further- important

purpose of profecting adjoining orchards
from dust. It was stated that some roads
at Florin and elsewhere were already ar-
ranging for thus treating roads, for the
double purpose of securing first-class high-
ways and keeping all dust from fruit in the
crchards adjacent.

The subject of planting the roads leading
out of Bacramento to shade trees was
brought up by the Chairman of the Shade
Tree Committee, and the matter agein fully
discussed. There was an earnest desire
expressed by all present that this work
should go forward at the same time as that
the arrangements for sprinkling, and
the planting of sour orange trees
was warmly approved by all speakers.
Many present expressed themselves ready
to contract for quite a large number. A
report was made that W. R. Strong & Co.
had ascertained that they could get a car-
load of good nursery trees of from one to
one and one-half inches in diameter, of the
sour Florida oranges, and that they could
be sold here at fifty cents each.

Finally, after full discussion of the sub-
ject, in which there were many expressions
in favor of planting the orange as other
evergreen trees, alternately with elm or
other deciduous trees, the following reso-
lution was offered :

Resolved, That it is the sense of this meeting
that the Executive Committee should use every
effort in their power to bring about the planting
of the sour orange tree for planting along the
streets and highways, for shade trees and orna-
mental purposes.

The resolution was unanimously adopt-
ed, and after some further consideration of
the committee’'s work, an adjournment was
taken, to meet at the call of the Chairman.

Reception of the Horticulturists.
The Committee of Arrangements for the
reception of the visiting horticulturists to-
morrow evening have nearly perfected all
the details connected with the important

affair. A meeting of the committee was
held last evening at the office of Dr. G. L.
Simmons. A committee was selected to go
to Suisun Tuesday afternoon to meet the yis-
itors. The committee requests all persons
baving camellias and other flowers to notify
Mrs. G. W. Chesley of the fact.

Mayor Gregory will act as Chalrman of
the various committees, and will be desig-
nated by a white badge with gold rosette.
The other members of the Committee of
Arrangements will wear white badges with
silver rosettes, and the members of the Re-
ception Committee will be provided with
badges of light blue. The visitors will be
presented with badges of orange, together
with an appropriate souvenir.

0. P. Dodge has consented to call on cit-
izens for the sale and distribution of tickets.
An interesting progrtamme will be pre-
pared, consisting of short addresses and
musical selections. The committee ad-
journed to meet this evening at 8 o’clock at
the office of W. P. Coleman.

The musical part of the reception will
embrace selections from an orchestra, and
during the evening A. J. Lennep, professor
of the zither, will play a solo upon that
instrument. He is recognized as the most
finished zither player in America, and has
not before appeared in Sacramento. During
the evening M. F. Ollert, pianist. will play.
He, t00, is a newcomer, and will thus make
his first public appearance here.

‘MeTROPOLITAN THEATER.—The Wallack
Miupstrel and Social Club gives another en-
tertainment at the Metropolitan this even-

ing. That of some weeks ago drew a very
large audience, and gave general satisfac-
tion. Since then the club has been con-
stant in rehearsals, and lost no opportonity
to improve in every detail.

THE ORPHANS.

Arrangements for the Grand Musical
Councert Saturday Evening.

The Protestant Orphan Asylum was or-
ganized in June, 1867, and during its twen-
ty-one years of existence many hundreds
of orphans, half-crphans, abandoned child-
ren, little waifs have been kindly cared for,
brought up properly, given a good educa-
tion and provided with suitabie homes.
Many a man and woman of to-day, who

once found a shelter in that home for the
helpless calls it blessed. If there is any
one thing that will melt the heart to pity;
that will unloose the purse strings of the
miser; that will wring a penny from the

enurious ; that will cause a man to divide

is last loaf, it is the cry of the orphan. Its
appeal for protection of the innocent and
helpless at once arrests the hardest-hearted,
the most unpitying and he who scoffs at re-
ligion, who will give nothing for churches,
societies] or Christian missions comes at
once to the rescue. The appeal of a child
for assistance, the silent appeal of its help-
lessness when robbed of i's parents, when
thrown upon the cold charities of the
world while in its infancy, finds a respon-
sive echo in every heart. There are none
so hardened, so depraved, so low in the
scale of humanity that they cannot be
toucbed by a little child. The Protestant
Orphan Asylum in this city is one of the
grandest institutions of the kind in the
union. Sacramento is proud of it, and
prouder still of the 'brave, self-sacri-
ticing and devoted women who conduct it.

The measles which have been so bad
among the hittle ones, are being held in
check, and the cases are all reported as do-
ing quite well. The fund is still climbing
and now amounts to $4,459 25. The con-
tributions reported Saturday are as follows:
Mrs. F. W. Schnsuss, $5; Mrs. C. Rood, $5;
Stella Cady, $1; Walter Cady, $1; Mrs. A.
J.Stevens, $20; J. F. Hill, $5; Wm. Forbes,
$1; additional collections at railroad shops,
$112 90. In looking over the “roll of honor”
it is surprising to see how many of the
*“solid men ” of the community are not re-
ported. It is a noticeable fact that the
poorer classes greatly outnumber the
wealthier, and there sre many instances
where persons having only $2 divided
evenly with the orphans. The roll of
honor when completed will be published
in pamphlet form, will be given very gen-
eral circulation, and the man or woman
not thereon will wish they had “got in
and rode.” The funds are not half enough
and should be doubled this week. Don’t
wait to be solicited but walk down to the
bank and pass your contribution over the
counter.

No Cases in Sacramento-Two Light Cases
of Varioloid.

There is nothing new in the small-pox
line ; no new cases have been reported, and
the two cases of varioloid are getting along
nicely, and both are quarantined. There

bave been many rumors upon the street
about new cases in different portiona of the
town, but all when investigateg.l have
proved to be false.
